KumRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

Sane rain bas fallen during the past
week, but not sufficient to materially assist
driving operations on the rivers. The
present outlook is that a quantity of logs
wili be hung up in the Georgian Bay,
Algonia and Rainy Rier districts. The
lumber demand is not developing sati i.
factorily, and thete aie indications of a
wcakening in prices. There is no lfe to
the United States trade. In Ottawa,
where active building operations were
promised as a resuit of the fire, the
builders' laborers have gone on strike.
In Toronto the building permits
issued up to the first of Juine
o tbis year show a falling off in value as
compared with the same period last year.
In the face of these conditions, whole.
sal.s and retailers arc btîying -iy
moderately, while some manufacturers
are showing eagerness to have the stock
at their milis moved to provide pilng
ground for their new cul. It is difficult
to size up the situation, but it would selma
that if the demand does not improve in
the near future, lover' prices wili be the
restilt. There is no change in the price
of pine lath, which, in view of ils en-
hanced value, was expected to weaken
before this time.

QUEEc AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

Wridng to the CANADA LUmBERMAN,
I manufacturer on the south shore of the
St. Lawrence, in Qutebec, states that be
has at present more orders for lumber
on his books than he can execute for a
onsiderable time to come. While this
nay not be absolutely truc of ali manu.
acturers, it reflects the condition of the
imber market in that province. The
ocal spring demand has been qu.te up to
he average of last year, while export
rade is exceptionally good. The recent
tins in the eastern provinces have raised
te iwater in the streams. All the drives
n tbe Sotîh-West Miraniich, in New o
runswick, have reached lic corporation
rntl, and on the St. John river salis- h
ctory progress is being made. e

UNITED STATES.

Viewing the situation from the stand- hoint of demand, it cannot be said thate himber market of tite Unted States
particularly strong ; but taking into fr

nsideration all the circumstances affect- C
g the production, the outlook is more F
peful. Wholesale and retail dealers are F
ying with the titmost economy, while
e c@nsumptive demand is by no means of

as heavy as it was at sama time last year.
Manufacturers, however, are holding their
stock at high prices, and it would seent
that the market is not likely to weaken
for some time ta come. The loggng
situation has not improved, and many of
the mills on lake Superior are shut down
owing to a shortage of logs. Spruce ias
weakened ta the extent of one dollar per
thouand feet on dimension. Thte spruce
mantifactuters evidently beieved that
such action might stinulate buying on the
part of retailers. Hardwood prices are a
trifle weaker, due no doubt to the report
of a considerable increase ta the stpply of
green lumber at the mails. At Buffalo
there is a scatcity of Inch miaple, basswood
and black ash.

FOtEIGN.

Prices of Canadian deals in the British
market appear to bc holding ecceptionnl!y
strong. The demaud ai London has
inproved, and il seens probable that
prices will remain firm for soine weeks
to come, as the opinion is ganing
ground that the imports this season wili
be light. Il is admitted that a relaxation
in freights might brng about a break n
prices of spruce and pine deals, but ai
present theré ib fittle indication that
freigîts wili become weaker. At a recent
sale heid in London, first quality Quebec
spruce, 3x9, realized £13 foi 12 feet, sec-
ond qua!ity selling at fic 5s. A cargo of

spruce oddments froni St. John, N. B.,brougbt exceplionaliy - bîgh prices, tberange being from £8 5s to £il. Some
red pine, 3 x i l, sold aî £19. At Liver-
pool several gond orders have been book-
ed for Qîsebec waney boatd pine ai asubstantial advance over the prices ruling
ast ycar. It is also reported that an ad-vance ias taken place in the price of
Quebec ash, which is reported to be un-usually scarce.

A large speculative demand bas sprungup iron South Africa, which has had theffect ofstrengthening the British market.
