THE NITRE LAKTS OF LGYPT.

In the milst of this snndy waste, where unge
furnaty s rarely bnenupied by giass or shrubs,
there wie exieusivi distiicts whete nitre springs
irum the carth bhe crystadisad figits. One
thinks ho sces o wild overgronn with -moss,
weeds, and shiubs, thickly covered with hoar
bost  Aund o umagine this wintry scence be.
seath the fervent head of an Egyption sun, will
give sume idea of the strangeness of 1ts aspect,
I'he existenco of this uitre upon the sandy sur.
tace 15 caused by -the evapurauon of the Inke.—
,\L‘Cﬂl‘dillg to the hantily ol oitre tefi bclnnd
by the lake do those fantasue shapes assume
eihier a dazzhing whie colug, or are more or less
unted with the sober hue of the sand. The
mitre lakes themselves, six i nnbir, situated
i a spacious valley, between two rews of low
sandlulls, preseuted——at least the three which
we visited—a pleasing coutrast, in their darl
blue and red.colors, to thedull hues of the sand.
The mitee, which forms a thick erystatlised crust
upon these shallow lukes, 1s broken off 1n-Jarge
squave plates, which are cither of a dirty white,
or of a flesh color, or of a deep dark red. The
fellahs employed “upon this labor stand quute
naked in the water, fuinishied with tron Tods —
‘The past whihis remuved ‘being speedily .re-
newed. the riches of its produce-are: inexhausti-
ble. It is heuze that neaily the whle of La-
rope is exclusively supplied wich uitre, and-this
has probably becn the case fur ages,, fo. Sican)
mentinns, at the conméncement of. the last.cen.
tury, th.t then 36,000 cwts, of nitre were bro-
keu anvally tor the grand signor, to whom 1t
yielded 36 pusses. By the sule of one of the
Likes, piled  large layers, was heaped the pro.
duce ol last- week's laburs. My conpanion had
occasion to find fanit with- the result of the
worle of one of the villages—the shekhr of:the
sillage stood before us—he ‘shidrply revuked
hin, wiid 1o aive greater effect.to lus words he
crussed ths naked shoulders two or thre tines
with "hus whip-obelepnant’s skin. “The sheikh
spriang #s nunbly as- a gazelle into the lake,.

‘Brrxrse Seinrrs —~The spiders, so disgust-
ing-in appearance in-many other countries, are
here of quite a Jiffeeut vature, and are-the
most beautiful of the inséct iribe. They have
acskincof a shell like texture, furnished -with-cu-
rions process, in“some long:<in otliers short; in
snme few, in others nunwrous , Uit are found:
of this description only in tinck -woods and:
shaded places; theif colors are-of vvéry hue,
brdliant and metallic as the feathers of th lium:
miug bird,‘but are. untike the: colurs of the bee-
tle, totally deprudent ou the lif of the insects
whichthey beautify; so that-itis nnpossible to -
preserve them.— Low's Sarawak.
