Ergo, national education unless sectarian is baneful.
Now, lct us put the case, otherwise. Victoria Col-
legeisavery orthodox, if not a very efficient institution;
it teaches the Simon Pure in the shape of religion as
duly approved by the denonination. Now there siay
bo o Professorof immoral habitseven in its sacred pre-
cinets ; he may find o lively young man in the College ;
homay train him privately in the way he should nof go ;
the youth may craunlato the example of bis pious pro-
fessor and become a profligate; he may leave his
futher's house tolerably respectable and return with
seven dovils worse thon himself, &¢. Ergo, sectarian
teachiog is immoral. This mayscem rother singular
logic; it is 80, but we got it where the Guardian gets
its reasoning, from the pure fountain-head of Vietoria
College. The fact of the matter is, that with all
their demure manners and glib cant,they are nothing
but exaggerated types of the Jesuit as they themselves
point him.
