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The three series — Stories of Here and There, Stories of
Then and Now, Stories of How and Why — are particularly
interesting, especially the second from which we would call
to your attention Nos. 14 and 15, also a particularly inter-
esting number is No. 17 of Stories of Here and There. These
three instances just brought to your notice cover the Empire
in government, history and commerce in short and simply
told, and easily comprehended, little books.

Each of the nine Prime Ministers of the provinces of the
Dominion contributes to *“The Canadian Magazine” fof
