I am instructed by my Government therefore to propose an agreemerl

Canada Civil Emergency Planning Committee and replace the existing Unite
States - Canada Agreement on Civil Emergency Planning of November -
1963. Under this agreement the Governments of the United States and Canadf
will arrange for their appropriate departments and agencies, under the supe”
vision of the United States - Canada Civil Emergency Planning Committee & g
in accordance with the Statement of Principles annexed hereto, to contif“
their consultations and cooperation on civil emergency planning (including c_1V11e
defense) in order to achieve the maximum degree of compatibility feasib 2
between emergency plans and systems of the two countries, and also
recommend to the United States - Canada Civil Emergency Planning COII;
mittee, where necessary and relevant, cooperative arrangements for muttt -
assistance in the event of armed attack on either country in North Amerlcn_
In implementing this agreement and its Statement of Principles both gover: I
ments agree to cooperate to the maximum extent practicable and consistent
their respective jurisdictions.

Subjects relating to the determination of intergovernmental policy
regard to civil emergency planning will continue to be discussed by the
governments through normal diplomatic channels. il
