
TREATY 0F AMITY AND COOPÉRATION IN SOUTHEAST ASIA

PREAMBLE

The Higk Contracting Parties:

CONSCIOIJS of the existing fies of histor, geography and culture, which have
bound their peoples together

ANXIOTJS to promote regional peace and stability through abiding respect for
justice and the raie of law and enhancing regional resilieuce in their relations;

DESTRJING to enhance peace, friendship and mutual cooperation on matters
affecting Southeast Asia consistent with the spirit and principles of the Charter
of the United Nations, the Ten Principles adopted by the Asian-African
Conference in Bandung on 25 April 1955, the Declaration of the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations signed i Bangkok on 8 August 1967, and the
Declaration signed i Kuala Lumpur on 27 November 197 1;

CONVINCED that the setulement of differences or disputes between their
countries should be regulated by rational, effective and sufficiently flexible
procedures, avoiding negative attitudes which rnight endanger or binder
cooperation;

BEL1EVING in the need for cooperation with ail peace-loving nations, both

within and outside Southeast Asia, in the furtherance of world peace, stability
and harmnony;

SOLEMNLY AGREE to enter into a Treaty of Anùty and Cooperation as
foliows:
