
CHAPTER THREE FOREIGN CODES, STANDARDS AND CLASSIFICATION SYSTEMS

The code contains no penalties or policing mechanisms but the Tribunal can investigate 
complaints and conduct spot monitoring of certain programs which have drawn an unusual number 
of complaints. It can also review the practices of television stations at licence renewal times and can 
enforce its rules through a number of measures spelled out in the Standards. The enforceable rules 
regarding violence on television can either be made by the Tribunal as program standards or as 
licence conditions.

4. Other Countries

New Zealand has adopted a system which in large part is based on the Australian model. France, 
Italy and Germany also use regulations to control violence on television.
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
