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union at Powell River. Very few of their
numnbers had ever been empltoyed by the
Powell River Company, and, in these few in-
stances only as temporary help, and the coin-
pany refused to accede ta the demands. That
port was then declared uunfair, and again the
Vancouver longsharemen refused ta loadi or
unload ships moving te or fromn Powell
River.

The shipping federation maintain that the
agreement under whjch they have been aper-
ating bas been violated in at least seven in-
stances. Following this latter difflculty, the
shipping federation made application under
date of May 25 for the establishment of a
board of conciliation and investigation. This
application reached the department on May
30, a board was established the f ollowing day
and both parties ta the dispute were accord-
ingly notified by telegraph. No nominations
were received frein either party and under
date of June 5 the shipping federation tele-
graphed withdrawing their application and
advising that the present agreement had been
cancelled. Upon receipt of this telegram a
wire was dispatched ta the federatian and
alsa the longshoremen's association urging
that alI matters in dispute should be dealt
with thraugh board pracedure and that in the
meantime bath parties should agree ta adhere
strictly ta the terms of the present agree-
ment. The shipping fedieration replied that
they could flot go on with this proposal,
inasmuch as they had already entered into
an agreement with another union. No reply
whatever was received from the longshore-
men's representatives. No action has yet
been taken ta cancel the establishment of the
board.

Sympathetic strîkes have been called by the
Coastwise Longshoremen and Freight Hand-
lers' Association of Vancouver, Seafarers' In-
dustrial Union of Vancouver, and Marine
Transport Union of Nanaima. All of these
graups, including Vancauver and District
Waterfront Workers' Association, are affiliated
with the Longshoremen and Water Transport
Warkers af Canada, and are said ta be con-
trolled by the Workers Unity League and
that group af known extremists.

The Deputy Minister of Labour has been
in communication by long distance telephane
this marning with Mr. F. E. Harrison, wha
bas been from the outset closely in touch
witb bath parties ta the dispute. Last eve-
ning there was a three haur conference with
representatives of the men and the shipping
federatian, but in the meantime violence was
resorted ta, nat with arms but with sticks
and clubs as indicated in the press this morn-

ing. Neither the Department of Labour nor
the Department of Justice is furtber infarmed
with respect ta the matter, except that the
mayor of Vancouver has publicly stated that
the matter is under contrai. There was a
number of maunted police on the Ballantyne
pier; they had been asked ta remain there
by the chief of police af Vancouver and by
the Vancauver harbour board, as welI as by
the attorney general af the province of British
Columbia. There is no further information
that we have available at the moment. It
is not contemplated in view of the facts I
have reeited that an inquiry should be beld
and in view of the statement made by the
mayor of Vancouver this morning as ta the
forces that were organized behind this out-
break yesterday it is not thought desirable
that any further action should be taken at
the moment unless requested.

i.s not yet in bis place.
