HAMILTON, Saturday, July 3.—A
double shooting tragedy, in which. Dr.
Harry Williams was instantly killed in

He
was born at Allenford, Ont., and grad-
uated from the University of Toronto
in medicine in 1907.° While at the
sanitaripm he became a specialist on
lung diseases. Y

Hoimes is supposed to have lived in
Toronto. He had been in the city only
three days. On Thursday the doctor
said that he would not attend to
Holmes’ case. .
