They drew their swords on the
spectators on the slightest provoca-
tion. and the terror-stricken citizens of
Mukden gazed -at them from afar. I
do not know why these men were o8-
sembled, or what became of them.

Mukden in Finmes.

On Friday morning. March 10, I
found that Mukden had bheen evacu-
ated during the night- The Russian
gettlement was burning, and drunken
«soldiers were throwing handfuls of
cartridges into the flames. I rode
northwards along the rallway. Sev-
eral miles to the north I found 5000
men, the debris of seven regiments,
lving behind the railway embankment,
under heavy fira from the east. Many
corpsés were lving about, the wound-
ed were neglected. and the fields were
strewn for a dozen miles with orovis-
irnsg, rifles, cartridges and dead horses.
The leader of this force said that he
had been farther north, but that the
Japanese had driven him back. Every-
bedy was digpirited, for the soldiers
krew they were surrounded.

In the evening 1T went east with the
intention of making a wide detour to
avoid the Japanase, Wourided men
were strewn thick on the ground, wall-
ing, “Brothers, do not abandon us.” I
gave my horse to a wounded man wno
had 168t hig own in the confusion of
the retreat.

We rushed wild-
ly northward like frightened sheep, hut
were soon stopped by a sharp fusillade
from an unseen enemy in the north.

They seemeg to |
imagine they were being fired upon by
their own men and raised loud crieg of
“Voil,” “Voi,” and uttering in loud, in-

For a long time he has wondered what
properties this scum or drainage from
nitro-cinnamic acid had ang yesterday
while he was alone in the laboratory
and likely to be free from disturbanc2
he decided he would try to find out.
Nitro-cinnamic acid is a combination
of the two acids after which it is nam-
ed. The combination is an acid relat~i
to indigo. In the scum or residue left
by the combinatio Dr. Fiedburg Iis
satisfied that he has found a new and
very powerful explosive.

Perhaps he wasg merely annoyed at
the spread of good will, at the specta~le
of France strengthening her bonds of
friendship with cne neig'hb/or\after an-
other,
Then, again, it is. possible that none
of these is the proper explanation, but
that the emperor is playing a more
practical game—a game with a definite
prize, For he has seen England make
coticessions to France in Morocco and
he has seen France make concessions o
England in Egypt.

Sees Warning to Europe.

Now Emperor William perhaps wouid
like to remind certain statesmen in Ea-
rope that he has something tp say cou-
cerning’ matterg in Asia Minor and
that it would be quite in keeping with
present-day history for him to make

The
King, when there, went about wholly
unprotected and respond-d eagerly tv
every manifestation of good feeling. -

The King is strongl
ency, the prince equally strongly con=-
servativé and reactionary, as far as he
knows how. The prince's whole idea of
conversation is to ask questions which
usually display an amazingly umr-fer&-
ed mind. He  is thoroly domesticated
and worships his father ,tho disapprov-
ing of the latter's friends, whom he
studiously avoids. His passions are fish-
ing and shooting, and he is one of the
best sporting shots in England.

The princess is ce=lver and ambitious,
and has tried desperately to push her
husband to the front, but is folled by
the stupidity against which even gods
are powerless. Tho she is by far the
cleverer of the two, she is not liked, and
the sympathies of the people are all
with the prince, this being due larzely
to the now common knowledge of his
one love affair, which resulted in his
marriage in Malta to Miss Seymour,
and of the way in which Queen Vie-
toria forced him to ignore this marriags
and wed the Princess May. Still, this
sympathy is not of the kind that is
mingled with respect, for the ave:age
man and woman say that if the prince

NEW LIGHT ON ANCIENT EGYPT.

¥Flinders Petrie Believes That the
Pharaohs Were Ethiopian

London, April 9—Prof, Flinders Patrie
hag returned to Cairo from an explo:-
ing expedition to Sinai, where interest-
ing and unprecedented discoverieg were
made. Memorials of former rulers of
Egypt were found which show that it
was the custom to erect at thé top of
minesg a picture or effigy of the king
under whose |direction the mine was
being worked.

One engraving represents the Phara-
ohs with typically Soudanege features.
Thus the origin of the dynasty to which
the Pharaohs belonged is al Jast dis-
covered, hieroglyphics under the pic-
ture fixing the king's date and name.
Prof, Petrie maintaing that the origin
was Ethiopian.

The most interesting find was a Se-
mitic temple in an almost perfect state
‘of preservation. Its position is 40 miles
jnorth of Mount Sinai. The designers
