1808. ' In this latest act there are only
two_classes provided for—first and
second—and. it may be interpreted that
the company, to aneet conditions, can
charge more or less- per imile than
when the act was enagted.

In reply to the bench, that the.gov-
ernment have already taken up- the
‘question of having rates reduced on the
rallwaye, which certainly- indicated
they had the power to do so, Mr, Nes-
bitt agreed, and conceded that the
government could, f they saw fit, fix
rates on all ratlways at twe cents per
mile, but the present work referred to
was largely owing to excessive rates
being' charged in some parts of the

all statutory information relating to
Canadian railways within its general
meaning.

Also he considered that C. M. Hays,
the gemeral manager of the G. T. R.,
was mot the proper person to prose-
cute, but the directors instead,; who
were the source of all acts’ emanat-
ing from the G. T. R. How could Mr.

Never Repealed,

J. W. Curry, K. C,, appeared for the
plaintiff and submitted that section 3,
16 Victoria, requining t¢he G. T. R: to
run one train daily oomtaining third-
class carriages at the rate of a penny
per mile for each mile traveled thru-
out the entire length of the line, had
never been repealed and still stands as
good law as when first enacted. = Al-
tho no description was given in the
origina! statute as to what consti-
tuted a third class ecarriage, he was
aware that 1t was & matter of com-
mon knowledge, the act having been
framed and largely copied firom the
where the parllamentary
or third class train was an institution.
The fact of the G. T, R. having agreed
to this tariff and class as a part of
their system was in itself a, portion of
a concession they received from gov-
ernment; guaranteeing thelr bonds up
to £3000 per mile, and this eventually
was merged into the c¢onsolidated debt
of the Dominion and paid by the
Canadian people. The country having
carried out its part of the bargain,
it was only reasonable to assume the
G. T. R. should do the same concern-
ing theirs, as a matter of common
=2quity and!giving service for valie re-
ceived. The special act, 'which pro-
vides for penalties for damages from
$20 to $5000 may be interpreted as to
refer to' duties imposed by the original
act, and the railway board, in the
shape of the regulation of taniffs, and
to prevent unfair rates or discrimina-
tions being made in relation to like
distances, individuals and ‘equal condi-
tions.
