Madame Henry was.very like the late
Mademoiselle Agar, the actress, as she in-
duliged In this piece of dramatic vengeance.

Bertullas felt that it would never do to
argue with her, for tears were standing in
her eyes, and the judges were looking sym-
pathetic, =0 be said that he preferred ray-
ing nothing to a lady whose grief he re-
spected and whose angry excitement he
pardoned.

Reget Was Eloquent Again,

Gen. Roget again to-day showed extra-
ordinary foremsic ability. I do not Enow
what the military worth is of the generals
who are acting here as witgesses, but 1 do
not wonder at the old judges of the Court
of Cassation being jealous of their argu-
mentative capacity, their skill in tuming
a case laside out, in puzzling innuendo,
casuistry and in elegant verbal facility.
