Some idea of the advance in the trade may be gathered from the ever- increasing number and dimensions of the vessels built by the great Trans- 
atlantic companies for the conveyance

Large part of the cargoes which these use vessels carry. The case of the Atlantic Transport Line, which has a 

of five twin-screw steamers of 
8.000 tons, as well as smaller vessels, 
illustrates the point in an interesting 
manner. Two years ago, after some 
experimental consignments, they found 
the trade in horses one worth cultivat- 
Ing. Steps were taken to encourage it, 
and last year they conveyed some 10,- 
000 hors s from America to London, 
about ten times the number in 1896. During the present week alone they will have brought in a thousand head.

brought difficulties and also suggested , improvements in administration. The 

|directors of the line found that trade 
|was hampered with difficulties which 
|breeders had on the other side in Tash 
ing money for freights, in effecting in- 
surances, and in estimating their 
chances of profit. This last drawback arose from the system under: which

been swept away. The horses are put 
on board at a fixed rate—£5 10s—which

each animai. Every ship carries for special permanent staff under a horse 
officer, the wags on board say that 
they are the only genuine horse that 
rines. The insurance question gave most trouble. The premium covers the 
voyage and ten days after landing un- 
less a sale should be effected within that time, which would determine the 
policy. But the period of ten days 1g 
sometimes productive of heavy mor- 
tality among horses. Ship captains 
cannot command tide or weather, and it may happen that a vessel comes into 
dock and has to commence unloading at night or in a snowstorm. The 
horses have to be taken out indepen- 
dently of these considerations; and to 
be led sick and exhausted, perhaps from the hot stable on board ship 
through miles of streets in wet hip 
chilly weather to a new resting place, 
is an experience which strains the 
strongest constitution.

To obviate this and protect their 
own interests as insurers the Atlantic 
Transport Company have just com- 
pleted a new undertaking, the first of 
its kind in the port of London. Along- 
side their berths on the south side of 
the Royal Albert Docks they have built 
a stable for the reception of the horses 
on landing. It is a spacious, well-light- 
ed erection of corrugated iron, lined 

th timber. The floor is of concrete, 
and on each side of a central passage 
is row of 100 stalls, making accote 
modation for two hundred horses in all. That nothing should be lacking in the 
way of modern equipment, the stables 
are lighted by electricity, there is a 
comfortable hospital, and e veterinary 
surgeon is in charge. The railway 
siding which passes the door of the 
stables is, as Mr. Field, one of the di- 
rectors, pointed out yesterday, in con- 
nection with every station in England 
nd Scotland a point of material ad- 

vantage in the case of valuable thor- 
oughbreds arriving in or departing 

this country. For these sensitive 
creatures also a stable such as this is 
much to be preferred to a berth on board ship during the noisy process 
of loading or discharging cargo. That 
operation over, the distinguished pass- 
engers can be quietly put on board ship without any unnecessary strain 
upon their nerves. Arrangements have 
been made with the London Horse Mart, Limited, to conduct weekly auc- tions at the stables, while those class- 
es of animals likely to find purchasers 
in the west end will be taken to their 
repository in West Kensington.
