INDIANAPOLIS, Aug. 22.—Three 
more lives were sacrificed Saturday in 
the mad speed carnival which -has Inau­
gurated the great Indianapolis motor 
speedway.

One mechanician and two spectators 
paid the penalty of their -Uvea to satis­
fy the extreme desire for speed.

The fatal accident came when a Na­
tional car driven by' Charles Men lti 
the -three hundred mile race lost a tire 
and crashed thru a fence into à group 
of spectators, spreading death and de­
struction in the wake ~ .of Its wild 
plunge. t

The dead are; Claude Kellum of In­
dianapolis, mechanician In the National 
car. Ora Jolliffe, Trafalgar, Ind. ; 
James West. ,

Besides the three deaths, two serious 
. Injuries resulted during the day. Hen- 

14 S. rv Tapling of Indianapolis was serious­
ly Injured in the fatal wreck, sustain­
ing a compound fracture of his right 
arm, a broken nose and several scalp 
wounds. Bruce Keone, the driver of a 
Marmon car In the same race, crash­
ed Into a post shortly after the Na­
tional wrick and was badly out about 
the neck and head.

After the second accident the officials 
decided to caH off the 300-mlle race. 
Thc leading car. a Jackson, with Lee 
Lynch at the wheel, had covered 250 
miles. Ralph Depalma In a Flat was 
second and Stillman In a Marmon was 
third. The race will be declared no 
contest and the great Indianapolis mo­
tor speedway trophy will be raced for 
again.

Merz escaped from the terrible wreck 
with hardly a scratch. He fell under 
the oar when It turned a somersault 
thru the air and down into a gully near 
the side of the track. He was In Immi­
nent danger of being burned to death 
but was able to shut off the engine and 
thus save himself.
