‘WIND 72 MILES

Much Damage Done All
" Along the Atlantic
Seaboord.,

New York, March' 12.—Un-
spent after 24 hours of furious
whirling up the Atlantic coast
from Florida, with forays into
the rim of bordering states, a
storm, officially described as a
“great cyclone,” blew northeast-
ward today along the New Eng-
land coast, buffeting the shore
towns and lashing the inland

. country. The weather forecaster

said its strength would last
throughout the day. '

The gale, which extended far
to sea, raising billows more tum-
ultuous than seamen said they
had experienced for a score of
.‘yean, was abetted by a dense
fall of snow.

Wire communication was bad-
ly hampered, in some instances
temporarily broken, and the cost
of the storm in lives and prop-
erty was beyond estimate to-
day. Seven lives were known
to be lost, five in New York
city and two in Philadelphia, and
many persons were injured.

Shipping Hampered.

Despite the great winds, which
ranged from 72 miles an hour at Al-
lantic City, ships came into port un\;l
left, fighting high tid:s by the dacg-
erous bay channels. Sual craft, how-
ever, were kept gens:'ly {o shore, al-
though many small boats raade fast Lo
docks were snatch:d by ihe waves
and either toss:d inland or sucked
into helplessness in the waters.

Virginia recei7 «1 the bluntest blows
yesterday and for hours the state was
cut off from the world. Pennsylvania
soon after was similarly affected, much
damage being done in Philadelphia, as
is was in New Jersey and along the
Long Island shore last night. The re-
vealed damage was greatest in New
Jersey.

TEMPLE OF SUN
NOW DISCOVERED

Ruins Are Found After
Extensive Excavations In
Colombia Mountains

(British United Press.)

Bogota, Columbia, March 12.—The
celebrated “Temple of the .Sun,” of
Chibchas Indians, long known in Col-
umbian legend, has been discovered by
a scientific expedition making explora-
tions in the mountains, near Sogamosa,
pne hundred miles from Bogota, ac-
cording to messages which reached
here today. The ruilns of the Temple
were found after extensive excavations
by private workers, acting on informa-
tion obtained from manuscripts of the
old Spanish Conquistadores.. Many
idols of gold, decorated with emeralds
and other precious stones, have been
found in the grottoes of the temple.
The academy of history has intervened
in the discovery and will superintend
further excavations to see that histor-
fcal relics are preserved properly for
the nation. According to old Spanish
manuscripts the temple was sacked in
1537 after a fierce battle between Con-
quistadores and the Indians, and later
expeditions were unable to find it
again.

GRAND FALLS
REPORT IS
GIVEN HOUSE

Document Presented by Pre-
mier Veniot Lengthy and
in Two Parts,

DATA IS LACKING

Need of Power for N. B, In-
dustries is Explained
by Engineer.

(Special to The Times.)

Fredericton, March 12—The report
of H. G. Acres, hydraulic and hydro
engineer, submitted to the New Bruns-
wick Electric Power Commission on
Feb. 4 was laid upon the table of the!
House this afternoon by Premier
Veniot. It is a document of some
length divided into two parts.

At the outset Mr. Acres says thutl
he has “given the Grand Falls de-
velopment scheme considerable study
in the light of information and data}
supplied by engineers of the Electric
Power Commission, supplemented by

other sources or as a result of inde- |
pendent personal investigation, and
having in mind the comprehensive na-
ture of the report, I have been com-
missioned to prepare, I find there s |
still lacking certain data which are
essential to the Angl.co)
certain purely technical features of the
problem.

Report In 2 Parts

As it would take some time to ob-
tain and digest this additional infor-
mation and as the same is not neces-
sary for the consideration of the most
immediate and vital phase of the prob-
Jem from your viewpoint, namely the
question as to whether or not the
Grand Falls power development is in
any degree physically and economical-
ly feasible, I have decided to prepare
a report in two parts to the end that
you may have available at least a pc.-
tion of the information you require by
a date considerably in advance of the
final completion of the investigation.”

The first of the report submitted is
largely economical, being a general ap-
proval .of the value of Grand Falls as
a water power from a standpoint of
the industries of the province, of the
power capacity, of the physical prac-

tal cost.

Is Active Agency

After going into the need of Grand
Falls Power for industries, comparison
of census returns showing the increase
of population in the province of Nova
Scotia, as¢ well as Ontario and Que-
bec, and references to the first de-
velopment of the Hydro Power in the
latger central provinces of Canada, the
conclusion is arrived at that fabri-
cating industry is an active agency of
progress and that the older industries,
based directly on the pfimary commo-
dity resources, have lost their power
to stimulate the growth of population.

Mr. Acres draws a distinction be-
tween commodity resource and energy
resource, which latter takes the form
of hydraulic and hydro electrical pow-
er and goes on to discuss at length the
characteristics of the Grand Falls site,
the available flow, artificial storage,
available power capacity, average con-
ditions of flow and minimum condi-
tions of run off.
