The
length of the column will be 9 ships of
war, seven revenue cutters and twenty
yachts, about 2} miles, 13 of which were
occupied by the naval division.

The revenue cutters and yachts were
dressed with flags and colors, and the
merchant marine was gay with flags and{
bunting. At 9 o'clock the Governors
and Comfiissioners of the States, and
other guests, on the steamer “Erastus
Wiman” started from. the foot of West
Twenty-third street, to meet the Presi~
dential party at Elizabethport. The
President and party embarked on the
“Despatch” at Elizabethport. The vessel
was accompanied by the steamer Sirius
carrying others guests and ofticials of the
presidential party and the “Wiman” with
the members of the Press, governors and
commissioners of states. They steamed
through Killvonkull to the upper bay.
As she passed Port Richmond, the tug
“Nina’ fired a gun which was repeated
from the Chicago as a signal for the fleet
to heave anchors short, and prepare to
get under way.

The merchant marine formed in dou-
ble column, the first division under
Rear Admiral Vosburg being close to the
East and the second division under Rear
Admiral Miller close to the West side of
the Chanuel. At 8 o’clock the men-of-
war dressed ship, rainbow fashion and
all firrd a salute of twenty one gums.

When the Dispatch was opposite the
line of the tenth squadron of merchant
marine,lying off Staten island,Commodore
Moran moved his Flagship out in the
stream and accompanied the Dispatch as
far as the right of the line, where he took
his position. He dipped his colors and
the entire squadron did the same
and blew their whistles for half
a minute, as the President’s boat turn
ed north into the main Channel and
reached the left of the line of squadrons
nine. That squadron and squadron four
on the east side went through the same
ceremony as did all the squadrons in
tarn by pairs. There wasno other blow-
ing of steam whistles until ,thejDespatch
came abreast of the Chicago, when the
whistles of the entire fleet were blown
in unison for half a minute.

When the “ Dispatch ” came abreast of
the rear of the yacth division the revenue
cutters, and such of the yachts as carried
guns began a salute of 21 guns, and as
the President’s ship passed the officers
and crew of each vessel paraded on deck,
and saluted by uncovering. When the
“ Dispatch ” reached the rear of the
division the yards of all
the vessels were manned and each
ship fired a salute of 21 guns.

HARVEY - SALISBURY LINE.

AN OUTRAGE AND INTENDED TO

DIRECTLY INJURE ST. JOUN.
Two Leading Merchants Express Their
Views Strong on the Subjeet.

The members of the Gazerre staff haye
interviewed a large number of the busi-
ness men of St.John in regard to the
proposal of the government to build a
line of railway from Harvey to Salisbury
as a government work, and they one and
all condemn it, aithough some of them
are reluctant to have their views pub-
lished. The views expressed by two
prominent merchants, representing two
of the leading trades of St. John, are
given below,as fairly voicing the opinions
of the whole commercial community on
this subject.

Mr. Jas. F. Robertson of the firm of Man-
chester, Robertson & Allison, was first
seen. He said, It is an outrage
and its existence is intended
to directly injure Saint John
I donot know what the people of St.
John could do in the matter. I think the
case of St. John and her demands were
placed before the government by the
delegates very strongly and forcibly. I
do not care to speak of what might have
been the been the effect if the Harbor
had been put into commission. That
was of the past. I prefer to speak of the
present and future and would
sas it  would be better in
my opinion not to put the harbor into
commission DOW. I believe, we could
control our own officials and
we could economize expenses. If
St. John were made a free porg
this influence now manifested in favor of
Halifax would be neutralized. We will
have to depend on the C.P. R. to build
up St. John. The harbor expenses being
reduced, shipping would come here in
large numbers and the world would soon
learn that St. John was the cheapest
harbor in Canada. Such dues and port
charges as we control, could be lessened
or removed altogether. Ibelieve the C.
P. R. would not haul freight 120 miles
for nothing and that they would use St.
John as their port in any event almost.
The water carriage of 8 every one
knows is the cheapest and a long water
carriage and short rail such as would be
to St. %ohn by steamer and rail, say to
Montreal, would bring business here in
preference to the long railway haul from
Halifax, the Harvey line being only a
fow miles less than by existing .lmes.
Halifax cannot begin to compete with St.
John for a freight business, and St. John
must be preferred unless the Govern-
ment determines St. John shall have no
trade and subsidizes Halifax to such an
immense extent that we cannot compete
with the large subsidies. I think the C.
P. R. is the most likely means for build-
ing up the city of St. John.

PAKOTA GRASSHOPPERS.
A Man from the Bamana Zone Gives

Some Points on Entomology.
[From the Milwaukee Sentinel.]

They emigrate in droves, the numbers
of which could not by any possibility be
estimated. They fly high in the air and
go straight ahead like a flock of geese.
Nothing will make them swerve from
their course and right there is the trouble.
They connot fly against a strong wind,
and when they meeta wind that they can=
not stem they take a header and go
down, and woe to the grain field that
they come down upon. Ifthe wind dies
out they don’t stay long, but are up and
off again. But the Dakota winds don’t
die out: they are built on the staying
plan. When it stops blowing by the sec-
ond day the damage is not so great, as
the ‘hoppers’ Jeave then after simpl‘))' sat-
isfying the appetites which they bring
with them, but on the third day they are
down they commence to mate, and a few
hours later go to work laying eggs.

They get down on the ground and diga
little hole in the ground with their tails,
and in this hole the eggs are deposited.
By the time the wind permits them to 2o
they take all the crop with them and
leave many times their own number of
eggs. On the first warm sunshiny day the
little hoppers inside the eggs came up and
at this interesting stage of the perform-
ance you can stand at one end of your

in h and see the whole surface of

e field fairly moving as these little
pests commence to come out by millions
and wriggle around. It don’t take them
Jong to find an appetite, and within forty-
eight hours after they crawl out of the
egg they can crawl around and bite off &
whole grain at a time.

I have caught barrels and barrels of
them. They are caught by means of a
large open tin pan,which is driven across
the field where they are feeding. The
hopper, when he sees anything coming
in his direction, always jumps back-
ward toward it, They hop back at the
advancing pans, expecting to go
over it and land safely on
the other side, but a piece of
netting meets them and they fall into
the pan. The pan is partially filled with
oil, which kills the hoppers as_soon as
they touch it. I have eaught a barrel of
"hoppers in driving one of these pans
100 yards and there were apparently as
many as ever left. Excuse me from any
more grasshoppers. I would not go to
Dakota a%ain to live if I was given 640
acres of the best land free.

YELLOW JACK.

THE WINTER NOT SEVERE ENOUGH
TO KILL IT,

All Northward Bound Trains Crowded
With Peoplo Fleeing from Florida.
Wasmixaroy, April 29.—“If Jackson-

ville escapes yellow fever it will be rather

because material for the disease was 80

thoroughly exhausted last summer than

because its sanitary arrangementis are 8o

perfect as to prevent it.

That was the opinion of Dr. Benjamin,

Lee, secretary’of the state board of health

who returned yesterday from a tour of

inspection of Florida and of the afflicted
last year.

Speaking of the fever-infected district,
Dr. Lee said toa reporter; “There has
been a vigorous eflort made to put the
towns of the state in a thoroughly good
sanitary condition. The people feel that
another visitation of the terrible disease
during the coming summer would be dis-
astrous to business interests. and to
avert such a calamity they are making
the towns clean and removing everything
which could form a nest for the germ.
There are many towns in Florida not
over ten years old which in all ti.eir
sanitary appointments would put to
shame any town of similar size in Penn-
gylvania.

“ On the other hand there are many
towns where sanitation is very difficult.
The ground is low; they are surrounded
by swamps; drainage is difficult and the
system of sewerage is imperfect. Only
the expenditure of large amounts of
money underthe directions of sanitary
engineers of ability could render some
towns safe.

“ The past winter has been unusually
mild in Florida, as with us. There were
only two sharp frosts there capable of
destroying the fever germ. It would be
strange if a certain amount of disease
had not hibernated only to be developed
as summer heat comes on, as is the case
at Sanford.

“The most encouraging sign, and one
which leads me to believe that there is
nothing more than a sporadic case here
and there, is the complete change of
policy under the newly created state
board of health. Instead of pursuing
the plan of concealment, which has been
so fatal heretofore, it is now made a
penal offence to hush up the existence
of a case which has even the suspicion
of being yellow fever.”

* A visit was made by Dr. Lee to Hav-
ana, and it was found that Dr. Burgess,
for twenty years the representative of
ths United States marine hospital ser-
vice at that place, is exercising extreme

300 | vigilance to keep the disease from being

carried to Florida.

When returning to Buda-Pesth, Moham-
med Naim, an Afghan dervish, called
upon me.

oses and Jesus, have got two leaders,
and are in advance of the Jews; while
we Mohammedans, by accepting Moses
Jesus, and Mohammed, have got th
leaders, and are therefore ahead of I:lel
as regards spiritual guidance, for a

ople led by three leaders is certainly
ess exposed to lose its way or to stumble
on the path which leads to truth.” In
the course of his further conversation
he nevertheless felt himself obliged to
confess that the Christian world is in
the ascendency over the Moslem world,
and that sooner or later all Islam will
be sabdued by the overwhelming power
of the active, strong, and just men of
Europe. The downfall of the Moham-
medans he finds inevitable, but he as-
cribes it rather to the sinful negligence
and religious laxity of his fellow-be-
lievers than to the higher level of the
Christian religion.—Arminius Vambery
in Good Words.
