The state of uncertainty in which mat-
ters have been for some time past, with
rd to the granting of bonding priv-
s to the Canadian Pacific railway,
tended to_make it doubtful whether

great increase in our freight

business is to be expected from
the construction of the [Short Line. As
most of the freight passing from Mon-
treal to Europe or from Europe to
Montreal during the winter,. consists
of dutiable articles, it is clear that a re-
fusal of the bonding privileges to the C.
. Ry. by the government of the United
States would eflectually defeat the high
expectations that 8t. Jobn has formed
with regard to the beneficial influence
of the Short Line on our business. But
our people must not forget that the re-
fusal of the bonding privilege to Can-
adian railways isa twoedged sword
which will work far more injury to New
England ports which compete with St.
John than it will to this port.
At present Boston and Portland do the
bulk of the Canadian shipping trade in
winter,and both Boston and Portland are
considerably nearer Montreal than St.
John is, even by the Short Line. If the
bonding privilege is granted we must
expect to compete with these ports for
the Canadian trade, and that too under
the operation of the Interstate commerce
law which will probably be imposed on
the Canadian Pacific Railway as
a condition precedent to the grant-
ing of bonding  privileges. If
the Canadian Pacific people
are compelled to accept a high American
tariff, based on actual mileage, and not
allowed to give St, John or St. Andrews
differential rates, it is clear that
both Boston and Portland will have an
advantage over us, so far as railroad
freight charges arc concerned. The
bonding privilege might therefore be
granted under stch conditions that it
would work rather to the injury than
_the advantage of St. John. But fortuna-
tely we are not dependent on the mercy
of our Yankee neighbors, who have no
friendship for us except where their
own interests are involved. The people of
St. John must remember that they have
an alternative line to Montreal, which,
although not so short as the Megantic
line,has the advantage of running wholly
through Canadian territory and whichisa
great deal shorter than the Intercolonial.
By the Temiscouata Railway which
forms a link between the New Brunswick
Railway at Edmunston and the Inter-
colonial at Rivere du Loup, the distance
from St.John to Montreal is only 603 miles,
orl4Smiles less than itisby the Inter-
colonial. Asthe distance from Montreal
o Halifax by the Intercolonial is 850
miles, the Temiscouata Railway gives us
an advantage over the-Nova Scotia port
of 247 miles or only 30 miles less than
our present advantage over Halifax by
the Short Line. Now if this bonding
privilege is absolutely refused fo Cana-
dian roads, we will no longer have Bos-
ton and Portland to compete with, but
only Halifax, and it will be strange in-
deed if 8t. John cannot obtain the freight
husiness with such an advantage in dis-
tance in our favor.

SMALL COMFORT FOR THE GLOBE-

The disloyal Globe is deriving some
comfort from a somewhat pessimistic
article which appears in the Montreal
Witness, in regard to the union of the
Provinces.

OUR TORONTO LETTER.

HOW DOMINION DAY WAS CELE-
BRATED.

The AntisJesuit Programme and the

Millers Convention.

ToroxTto, July 6.—It is not too late, I
lope to speak of the Dominion Day cele-
bration in Toronto. As you already
know the principal features were a grand
street procession of societies, citizens,
military, firemen, etc.; then games and
amusements of all kinds on the exhibi-
tion grounds; yacht races in the
bay; speeches by several well-
known gentlemen; and fireworks
in the evening. There is no necessity
for going into details. The procession
occupied fifty minutes in passing a given
point, not “an hour and a half,” as one
newspaper alleged. It moved ata rapid
pace and might, ifit had wished, have
spent an hour and a half; but it didn’t.
The essence of the demonstration was
not in the size of the process-
ion or the variety of the
amusements, or the brilliancy
of pyrotechnies or the success of the
public speaking. It was in the
magnificent spirit in which old and
young, rich and poor, cultivated and un-
cultivated, men, women and children of
all creeds, classes, and conditions enter-
ed into the celebration. From the highest
to the lowest, there was enthusiasm
everywhere. Pleasure beamed on every
face, everybody was gratified at having
an opportunity to participate, whether
as aspectator or marching on foot several
miles on a hot day. Everybody turned
out and everybody sported th: maple
leaf. I never saw as many maple leaves
in my life—off the trees. To the Cana-
dian the celebration was “worth going a
day’s journey to see, because of the
heartiness, the spontaniety, the whole-
souledness of the entire proceedings.
The public speaking was good ; it might
have been better. Evidently, no pre_
paration had been made; and besides,
five speakers are too many.
There should be just one orator on an
occasion such as this, and his oration
should be the feature of the day. What
is more, he should come from a good way
off, and have something worth hearing to
say. On that day the uttermost parts of
the Dominion should be brought together.
I would suggest that for next Dominion
Day in Toronto, Professer Weldon, of
Dalhousie college and Albert county,
should be pre-empted. Let him
have good notice and let him put
his best foot foremost. The
Professor, I am proud to say,is a
hot favorite in Toronto. His speech in
Shaftsbury Hall on Imperial Federa-
tion came near to lifting the roof. The
newspaper men did their best to give a
good report of his speech, but steno-
graphy was unequal to the occasion.
was a rouser. If you want a speech for
Dominion Day in St. John take Colonel
George Denison, police magistrate of
Toronto. Heis nota cultivated speaker
of the highest type, but he stirs you up-
He gives you points to remember. He
doesn’t beat about the bush. He calls a
spade a spade, In a city founded by the
United Empire Loyalists he would
arouse unlimited enthusiasm for Domin-
ion Day and Canada, and thatis just
what you want down there. He would
go, too,if you wished it. I have no doubt
that the example of Toronto
will  be contagious and that
henceforth we will find Dominion
Day a good day to set apart for national
rejoicing, a day on which all classes re-
gardless of politics or creed, can unite to
do honor to the country which even Ben
Butler is compelled to admit, is going to
be the home of “one of the greatest nations
ofthe earth.”

We have had our anti-Jesuit Conven-
tion, and we are going to have in a few
days the Ontario Millers’ Convention,
and it is going to be a big thing too.
But before I dip intd the miller'’s
grievances let me explain what I under-
stand to be the position of the anti-Jesuit
movement. Petitions are circulating all
{ over Ontario and in the English speak-
ing sections of Quebec, requesting the
government to disallow the Jesuit Estate
Act. These petitions will be kept going
until a day in August—the5th I think—
up to which it is possible for the govern-
ment to disallow. It is said the petitions
will bear fifty thousand names—for the
correctness of the statement I cannot
vouch, but the number, no doubt, will be
very large as canvassing is going on
actively. The government, of course,
will not listen to the demand.
al day in August having passed, the
Equal Rights Association and’all in sym-
pathy with it will then have the
government petitioned to refer the con-
stitutionality of the Act to the Supreme
court of Canada; and this, too, the gov-
ernment will be obliged to refuse. These
proceedings will keep up the agitation
until Parliament re-assembles, which
will probably be early in 1890, and at a

resolution will be introduced, declaring
the duty of the government to be
to refer the constitutionality of
the act to the Supreme Court as previous-
ly petitioned. Any one with half an eye
can see that men versed in parliament-
ary tactics can propose resolutions enough
during the session to keep the attention
of parliament and the country fixed on
this question and nothing else. It was
given out that the ablest man in the
movement—next to Principal Caven,
who is an uncommonly long-headed
party—namely: Mr. Dalton McCarthy,
was weakening on the agitation, but he
has addressed a letter to a friend repudi-
ating the suggestion and stating that he
will take an early opportunity of stating
his views. Dalton has gone too far to
back out, though his friends say he
might have done so but for Sir John
Thompson’s apeech cutting him up so
badly.

As for the millers, like Mother Carey’s
chickens, they are around in time of
trouble. There may be no necessary
connection between the anti-Jesuitagita-
tion and_the millers’ demands at this
time, and still there is a connection.
They are coming boldly to the front now,
when they think the government want

new ones as possible, with demands
which they might otherwise have post-
poned until the eve of a general election.
They are not satisfied with the
considerable duty already imposed
on flour—they want more. They
say they are making no money ; so they
want a higher duty to enable them to

{ flour imports shut out. Now what do

these imports about which they are mak-
ing such a row, really amount to? The
imports of flour into Canada for
1888 were :—In Ontario, 1,547
bbls. Quebec 22,875 bbls, Nova Scotia 8,
424 bbls., New Brunswick 1,823 bbls.
Manitoba 321 bbls., British Columbia 23,
700 bWls., Prince Edward Island 45
bbls., or a total of 60,545 bbls. The
Ontario Millers are not fighting for the
British Columbia market; so we may de-
duct that from the total, leaving in round
numbers 37,000 bbls. of imported
flour consumed in the Eastern Provinces
which they wish to shut out. Butthe fig
ures show that the Ontario millers have
such complete control of the distapt mar-
ket in the Maritime Provinces that in
the fiscal year 1888 only 10,292 barrels
of United States flour were consumed
there, and as the Province of Quebec, ly-
ing alongside of Ontatio, imported 22,785
bbs, the explanation of this state of things
must be sought in some other direction
than the tanff.

But when foreign flour importations are
compared with the total consumption the
pettiness of the millers’ grievances aris-
ing out of the tariff is still more appar-
ent. I have not at hand the Dominion
Statistical Abstract for 1889 but in the
volume for 1888 I find the following fig-
ures of flour carried over Canadian rail-
ways in 1887:—

A considerable proportion of the flour
handled by the Grand Trunk and the
Canada Southern, and some on the New
Brunswick system, would not be for con-
sumption in Canada, but making large
deductions for this and allowing for dup-
lication over several railways, one can
readily see what a bagatelle the imported
article really is compared with the
millions of barrels that go nnuuaH{ into
consumption. I notice by the Inter-
colonial railway report for 1888 that in the
year ending June 30, there were carried
over that road alone 845,750 bbls flour, and
I should suppose that the Intercolonia
carries direct from Ontario to the Mari-
time provinces a half & million barrels a
year, whereas the total consumption of
imported flour in the Maritime provinces
did not amount to over 10,202 barrels!
figures which go to show that the On-
tario millers need no more protection to
keep the Canadian market than they en-
joy at present,and that the agitation isnot
for control of the market, but for an in-
creased price. If by combining in con-
ventions they can succeed in forcing the
House of Commons to increase the duty,
the same combination will hold good to
force up the price. The allegation that
they are not making money is not true.
Lots of money have been made by the
very large establishments. What has
happened in other branches of business
and other industries is going on among
the millers. The small capitalists can
not comFete with the large capitalists.
The mill that turns out ten barrels a day
cannot compete with the mill that pro-
duces its hundred barrels per day. The
old, antiquated worn out machinery,
suited to thirty years ago, cannot stand
up against the mills working on the
newest processes and with all
the most modern - improvements.
In a word, John Brown, from
Wayback cannot compete ~with the
Ogilvies who buy wheat whenit is lowest
and always have flour to sell when flour
is always up. So he sings out lustily for
an increased duty on flour, and the few
big millers.are very glad {o have the
scores of sm millers roar-
ing for increased  duty.
