Funeral of Archbishop Bond.

Montreal, Oct. 12.—In the midst of a
great throng, such as had probably
never before crowded the halls of the
¢athedral, a throng of bishops, clergy,
members of 'parliament and prominent
business and professional men from
every part of the diocese of Montreal
and of the ecclesiastical provinces of
Canada, attended the funeral service of
Archbishop Bond, primate of all Can-
ada of the Anglican church, which took
place this afternoon. The bishops in
attendance were Archbishop Carmi-
chael of Montreal and the Bishops of
Huron, Quebec, Ottawa and Toronto.
In the congregation were representa-
tives of all classes in Montreal. 'The
service wa¥ very simple, by request of
the late prelate, who had signified his
desire that even the slightest evidence
of a digplay should be avoided. The
only decorations in "the church were
those on the pew formerly occupied by
him. There were no pallbearers, and
only two hymns were sung.

Guilty of Embezzlement.

Montreal, Oct. 12,—Phillippe D. Ham-
el, former secretary-treasurer of divi-
sion No. 7 of the Order of Railroad
Telegraphers, was this afternoon found
gullty in the Court of King’s Bench of
embezzling $8,000. of the funds of the
order. The trial lasted ten days and
the jury were four hours in reaching a
verdict.

Insurance Commission.

Toronto, Oct. 12.—George W. .Fowler,
M. P., gave evidence before the insur-
ance commission this, morning. He
was questioned as to his delay in obey-
ing the summons to appear before the
commission. He said he had an im-
portant engagement in Western Can-
ada and had been unavoidably delayed.
He admitted calling on Sir Thomas
‘Shaughnessy regarding the purchase of
Iand in the Northwest, which was later
bought at $2.50 an acre. Mr. Fowler
vigorously objected to the probing of
what he termed his private business,
but the commission decided that he
would have to make full explanation
in connection with land deals., °*

Mr. and Mrs. Beardmore have been in
Acton since Wednesday, and on return-
ing to the city to-day the latter dis-
covered that part of her jewelry, con-
sisting of three rings and a diamond
necklace, had been taken from her
bedroom.

Fruit Trees Destroyed.

Strathroy, Oct. 12.—This locality was
visited by one of the mosgt destructive
snowstorms ever known here. Fully
16 inches fell. Many fruit trees were
destroyed.

‘Wheat Receipts,

Winnipeg, Oct. 12.—The total wheat
receipts on the C. P. R. up to date this
season amount to 18,863,000 bushels and
1,128,000 bushels of other grains have
beén marketed. Yesterday’s receipts
were: Wheat, 495,000 bushels; other
grains, 37,000 bushels. On the corres-
ponding day last year 650,000 bushels
of wheat and 48,000 bushels of other
grains were marketed. The total am-
ount of grain received up to this time
last year was 12,696,000 bushels of wheat
and 623,000 bushels of other;rains.

Bought School Lands

Strasburg, Sask., Oct. 12.—About two
hundred land seekers from all parts of
the West attended the auction sale of
school lands here to-day.

To Lease Elevators.

Winnipeg, Oct. 12.—One of the evolu-
tions of the handling of the grain of
the west will soon be seen in the leas-
ing for a long term of years of all the
lake front -elevators of the C. P. R.
at Fort William to a private company.
Negotiations are already in progress
having -this end in view. The name of
the company that will lease and oper-
ate the elevators is not yet given out,
but it will be made up of Winnipeg
and Montreal men. “The C. P. R. went
into the elevator business originally
simply because there was nobody else
to handle the business,” said a grain
dealer; “but now it is gradually letting
loose of their side lines, for capital can
now be found among private concerns
necessary to handle such large busi-
nesses. The Canadian Northern has
already taken the step by leasing the
lake front elevators to the British-Am-
erican Elevator Company, and the Can-
adian Pacific is simply waiting to have
such a company: formed and incorpor-
ated to follow the same: line. For a
number of years the C. P. R. resisted
any attempt of private people to even
build an elevator of their own at the
lake front, but the way was finally
opened by the Empire Elevator Coms

g::w building, and now the Western |

vator Company is doing -the same.

It is certain that the C. P. R. fully in-

tends to go out of the elevator business
at Fort William.” The C. P. R. has
five elevators at the lake front, with a
total storage capacity of about 12000-
000 bushels.

ONTARIO BANK TROUBLES.

Reported to Be Due to Speculations of
: the General Manager.

Toronto, Oct. 12.—The troubles of the
Ontario Bank are due to the specula-
tions of General Manager McGill in
‘Wall street, where he was known as g
most indiscriminate speculator. No
othet offictals in the bank are thought
to be implicated. The directors had
known for some time that all was not
right; in fact President G. R. R. Cock~
burn ‘wag brought back from a trip to
Europe because of a discovery that all
was not right. The exact extent of thé
defalcation is mot known. Mr. McGill
came to Toronto from Peterboro, where
he was manager of the local branch,
succeeding Mr. Holland as general
manager.

There was no run on the bank to-
day, some depositors withdrawing, but
they were few in number. As the Bank
of Montreal has practically agreed to
take over the liabilities of the institu-
tion, there is no danger of loss to any

.one except the . shareholders. It is

stated thet the terms of the Bank of

‘Montreal's offer ‘are to 1ook after the

labilities to the public, and $150,000 for
the goodwill, anything remaining after
this is provided for to be divided am-
ong the shareholders.

Bank of Montreal’s Offer.

Montreal, Oct. 12.—The Bank of Mon-
treal has made an offer to the Ontario
Bank to take over the.liabilities and
assets of that concern. Its llabilities
are over 314, 000,000 and its assets over
$17,000,000.

The followingnmcial statement was
given out at the Bank of Montreal to-
day ‘:*The Bank of Montreal has made
an offer to pay:all liabilities under cer-
tain conditions and this offer is now
under the consideration of the direct-
ors of the Ontario bank.”

HUDSON BAY.

Prince Albert Board of Trade Will Initiate
Movement in Favor of That Route.

Prince Albert, Sask., Oct. 11.—The Prince

Albert Board of Trade is initiating a
movement in which it will seek the co-
operation of every board of trade in
Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta in
urging on both the provincial and the
federal government immediate action to
prepare the Hudson Bay route for navi-
gation. Prince Albert being the meost
northerly railroad point in Saskatchewan
and a very old Hudson's Bay Co. post, is
probably more in touech with the north
than any other city, and Hudson's Bay
captains, who are frequently here, always
declare that the bay is navigable from
midsummer until ‘December and some-
times to the end of January. The danger-
ous month, they state, is July, when
floating ice from the Arctic regions comes
swirling through the straits, but after
this has disappeared, there is nothing to
prevent ocean steamers running from
Fort Churchill to Europe up to Christ-
mas. The feeling of .the board at a meet~
ing held last night was that eastern mem-
bers of parliament will never willingly
consent to the Hudson Bay route being
opened, and a vigorous campaign to se-
cure the recognition of the west in this
matter is now to become one of the chief
duties of the board.

Worst_in Years.

Buffalo, N. Y., Oct. 11.—The storm of
smow and slest which swept over this
part: of the Gountry last wight and ¢o-
day, was the worst i1 many years.
Telegraph, telephone and trolley lines
were prostrated in all directions. The
storm covered a wide area including
Omitario, western New York and nosth-
ern Pennsylvania. The damage to the
rich fruit belts of Chataqua, Niagara
and Orleans counties is incalculable.
Whole orchards of peach trees and
other small fruits were crushed ito the
ground by the welt clinging snow which
fell steadily for many hours. To-night
‘the weather s clear and cold and the
means of communication are being
slowly re-established. Riuffalo bore the
brunt of the storm. The damage in
this city alone-is-not far from a quarter
of a million dollars, and twio deaths oc-
curred which were directly due to the
effects of the storm.  The electric light
systems were paralyzed., The street
cars stopped running.

Northwest Blizzard.

Goderich, Ont., Oct. 10.—Goderich has
to-day been vigited by a regular north-
east blizzard., Since midnight over
eight inches of snow has fallen and
sleighing 18 géneral. Following the
heavy rainfall, the welght of the snow
has caused déstruction to fruit and
shade trees, as well a8 carrying tele-
phone and telegraph wires to the
ground, Part of the undermined
trestle work of the Guelph & Goderich
railway has fallen, and a large pottion
overhangs the Grand Trunk railway
tracks, threatening to fall at any time.

“It is difficult for me to overcome my
reluctance to express my views of the
present -political situation in New York,
and yet I can never lose the interest in
her political welfare which is the out-
come of my long residence there and my
active participation in the political move-
ments of the country. I confess I was
exceedingly surprised by the outcome of
the present Demoecratic state convention.
Though I was not near enough to be in
touch with the incidents leading up to
this result, my estimate of the conserva-
tive good judgment of the Democracy
of the state and my conception of Demo-
crati¢ principles and purposes were such
that I was profoundly startled by the
selection of a candidate to represent
them in the pending campaign.

ANNUAL MBEETING
Of the Ogilvie Flour Company Held at
Monitreal—Directors  Report.

Montreal, Que.,, Oct. 11.—The annual
general meeting of the shareholders of
the Ogilvie Flour Mills Company, Iim-
ited, was held yesterday afternoon at
the head offices of the company, Mr, C.
R. Hosmer, president, in the chair.

The directors in submitting their an«
nual report, referred to the serious mis-
fortunes which occurred during the
year, and in particular to the accident
swhich happened to the company’s ele-
vator at Fort William practically de-
stroying it, and necessitating 'the re-
building of the same which is now well
under way. The elevator was - Built
under contract by tthe Macdonald En-
gineering Company, of Chicago, the
plans and specifications having all been
submitted to and approved of by the

.company’s engineers, and the work of

congtruction being carfed out under
the most careful inspection. The ex-
act cause of the accident has not yet
beén determined. The company feel
that they had taken every possible pre-
caution. The entire loss in connection
with the building and such of its con-
tents as were destroyed has been met
in part by the appropriation of $150,-
000 from property reserve and $50,000
from insurance fund, and ‘the balance
charged to profit and 16ss account. A
fire occurred at the compan;’s elevator
at the Glenora mill, in the ¢ity of Mon-
treal, which interfered with the oper-
ation of ‘the company’s business at that
point for six weeks. The loss to both
elevator and grdin wds fully covered
by insurance. The plant is again in
operation. The company’s flour mill
warehouse and barrel factory at Font
William are- completed, the operation
of which, however, is necessarily de-
layed owing to the accident to the com-
pany’s elevator in May last.

Notwithstanding these geries of in-
terruptions to the business of the com-
pany, the net earnings for the year
amounted to $285,262.43.

The rest of the account remained in-
tact at $1,011,000 and the balance car-
ried forward to. profit and loss account
is $198,371.38.

The usual dividends were paid dur-
ing the year. Mr. Thompson, vice-presi-
dent and managing director was pleas-
ed to be able to assure the shareholders
that the business outlook for the cur-
rent year was most promising.

The following gentlemen were elect-
ed directors of- the company: C. R.
Hostmer, president; F. W. Thompson,
vice-president and mamnaging director;

MAY ENTER PROTEST.

The Newfoundland Cabinet Is Consider-
ing the Modus -Vivendi.

St. Johns, Nfid.,, Oct. 11.—-The cabinét
met to-night to consider the advisability
of a poliey of protest against the modus
viveridi- bétween the British and United
States governmeénts relative to the New-
foundland fishing grounds.

Leading fish merchants alsé met  to=
night . and adopted resolutions adverse to
the modus vivendl.

The organ of the opposition blames the
Premier for the whole trouble, declaring
that the people of this colony do not want
to quarrel with Americans, biit the Pre-
mier is forcing the fight to obtain re-
venge upon American fishermen, becauase
his reciprocity project was Dlocked.

Official eircles deny the statements ap-
pearing in the London dispatch to the
effect that Newfoundland will not con-
sent to an equitable compromise on the
fishery question. They insist that the
modus vivendi is absolutely irrevocable,
in that it allows Ameriéang to hire e¢ol-
onists, which is a concession exceeding
their treaty rights and one wholly unwar-
ranted.

-RELIEF WORK AT 'FRISCO.
Sy X
Boston, Mase.,, Oct. 1.—Col.. Wm.! D.
Schier and J. Furth, special agents. of the
Massachusetts assoclation for the relief
of sufferers at Ban Francisco, Submitted
their reports to-day at a meeting of the
assotigtion, and referred to the-expendi-
ture of the $600,000 still in the hands of
the executive committee, They recom-
mend, first, that $100,000 be transferred to
the committee having in charge the re-
habitation of the city. This will bé ex-
pended in relieving the necessities of the
citizens, ineluding the care of the sick
and incapable, and preventing starvatien
and in providing shelter and in keéeping
up the institutions like the hospitals. The
rest of the money théy recommend should
be carried until such time as it is
needed.
