John Arbuthnot of This City Associated
With Other Capitalists Have Organized
to Operate on a Large Scale.

The organization of another coal com-
pany to develop mines at Sukuash creek
in the northern portion of Vancouver
Island, and also on Malcolm Island,
‘has just been completed in this city.
John Arbuthnot, who is also interested
in the South Wellingten Coal Mines,
Limited, and in the Richardson mine
2t South Wellington, is at the head of
the new venture, which is to be known
as the Pacific Coast Coal Mines, Limit-
ed. The capital is.to be $3,000,000, and
most of those interested are local men.

The company owns about 20,000 acres
of coal-bearing’ lands on Sukuash
creek and on Malcolm Island. Coa)l was
first discovered at Sukuash in. 1848,
when quite a large quantity was mined
right on the beach. Mr, Arbuthnot and
his associates purchased the property,
as well as that on Malcolm Island, from
the Green-Warlock . estate, some time
ago. The property on Malcolm Island
has been thoroughly prospected, borers
having been at work for the past year,
two drills being employed.

From these operations and from what
is‘already known of the Sukuash creek
property it ig evident that there are

large deposits of coal on the property,
the seam averaging five feet thick. The
character of the country where the pro-
perties are located and natural condi-
tions are excéedingly favorable to min-
ing operations at a minimum expense.
The work of sinking a shaft will be
started ‘within the next sixty days and
will b8 pushed forward with the least
possible delay, and other necessary
work undertaken, in order that the pro-
duct of the mines may be placed on
the market as soon as can be done.

It is Mr. Arbuthnot’s intention 1o
“transfer his interests in the South Wel-
lington Coal Mines, Limited, and in the
Richardson property at South Welling-
ton to the new . company, so that the
three will be more or less under the
same direction and control.

Conditions in Land of Misery,
Bloodshed and Moral
Decay.

Paris, April 2—A dispatch from
Port Au Prince (Hayti) states that ex-
ecutions by the government still' con-
tinue there. Among those shot yes-
terday morning, says the dispatch was
Aresno Chevry, a writer and poet. The
French legation has made preparations
to resist an attack.

Further advices received by the
French government from Hayti indi-
cate that the state of-chaos which pre-
vails at Port Au Prince is accentuated
by ihe strife existing among the ne-
gro factions. The landing of troops
from the foreign warships now in Hay-
tien waters is expeected if the lives of
the white inhabitants are endangered.

At last the terms were agreed upon,
and a bill granting the concession was
drawn up, signed by Nord, and sent to
the Haytian congress for ratification.

Then came quite a Gilbertian scene.
The law-makers did not approve of
their president's. aection and did not
want to pass the bill, so having delay-
ed it by tedious speeches as long as
possible they resorted to the expedient
of going home. Nord, however; in-the
spirit of a dictator, sent his gunboat
after the truants, who were respect-
fully requested to return. As the mvi-
tation was borne by soldiers the legis-
lators returned and the concession. was
duly granted. The concessionaries ap-
pear to have been supported by the
officials at Washington. The Americans
are now making a railroad across the
island.

Officlai peecuiation, judicial murder;
and cerruption of every kind underlie
ihe forms and titles of civilized govern-
ment in Hayti. The religion, nominally
Christian, is largely Vaudoux or ser-
‘pent worship, in which cannibalism is
even now an important element, In-
stead of progessing the negro Republi-
cans have gone back to the lowest type
of African barbarism.

A revolution in Hayti favoring Gen-
eral Firmin ‘was only recently sup-
pressed, Nord Alexis pardoning all con-
nectéd with it, some of whom had tak-
en refuge at the American Consulate
at Port de la Paix.

VIISITOR TO VICTORIA
ENTRANCED WITH IT

The Envirens Are Far Beyond
Anything He Has Ever
Séen Before.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Inspired by the frequent reports that
had reached him prior to his arrival

since he came here, a few days ago,
of the splendor -of the scenery sur-
rounding Victoria, J. W. Lloyd, of Lon-
don, England, said at the King Edward
this morning that he came here ex-
pecting to see somthing very beautiful
and entrancing in the neighborhood of
Victoria, but that the'reality of the
outskirts of the city so"far exceeded
the ideas the reports and fame of the
Empress city of the West had formed
in his mind, that he was astonished at
what he saw at the Gorge and other
places yesterday.

He first visited Beacon Hill park,.and
was entranceéd with the splendor of the
view obtaipable from the "heach ioac
looking across the blue. sea. 1o . the
snowelad mountains in - the distance,
the grandeur of which he: readily-ad-
mitted far surpassed what he.had seen
in other countries. !

Mr. Lloyda had baged his ideas: of
scenery on what her had  previpusly
séen in other parts-of the world, and
he now sdys that he Has remodeled his
standard of scenic beauty since coms
ing to Victoria. ‘At Beacon HIill park
he found great ‘Similarity’ with - the
Downs outside Bristdl, England, The
two ‘scehes are, he declares, almost
identical, but Bristol is of course with-
out the grand scenic panorana of the
snowy mountains beyond, but the park
itself, he says, will serve to remind all
English ‘visitors of the home country
around’ Bristol,

Having seéén the Beaceon Hill park;
Mr. Lloyd says he thought he had seen
the best Victoria® had to ‘offer, and
visited the Gorge only to look, He, how-
ever, says he went, saw and came
away conquered, for the views there,
he adds, are in many ways. finer than
the Surroundings of the park. “At the
Gorge,’”” he-said, “I found it simply en-
trancing, but I cannot say which of the
two scenes I prefer  most. They both
are better and far more beautiful thanr
anything I have ever seen before, and
I shall always be glad to remember
that I have seen them, In fact one can
ever forget such sights.”

The color of the sea surrounding Vic-
toria is anothey thing which Mr. Lloyd
speaks of with pleasure = at  having
seen. Nowhere else 1in his -travels,
which have been wide, has he seen, so
near to land, such an exquisite water
coloring such as at the Beacon . Hill
park lends itself with the grandure of
the mountains in the distance, to the
completion of the-whole harmonious
scene. Mr. Lloyd will take advantage
of hig vigit here to see other of the
surroundings of the city, ‘as he has
heard that there .are many similar tc
those which he has visited to date, The
golf links, Esquimalt and Hatley Park,
where the ~ Lieutenant-Governor is
building, are among the places the
visitor will inspect before he leaves the
city.

KAISER'S LETTER,
OR HUGE JOKE

MUNICH JOURNAL PRINTS
STRANGE DOCUMENT

Purported to Be Emperor’s
Missive to Lord Tweed-
mouth.

Berlin, April 2.—The publication in &
Munich journal, which is issued twice
a month, of what claims to ‘be a copy
of a letter gent by Emperor Willlam to
Lord Tweedmouth, First Lord of the
British admiralty, which created a sen-
sation, and the Iletter
Tweedmouth in reply, created a consid-
erable commotion in Berlin yesterday.
The Foreign Office declared that the
letiers which are published were not
copies of the original, and the official
news agency pronounced the publica-
tion an April fool joke. Despite these
declarations, the impression prevailed
in well informed circles that both let-
ters were awthentic.

The paper does not explain how the
letters came into its possession. As re-
produced, the Emperor’s letter appears
quite hIarmless in character, there be-
ing not the slightest attempt in it to
influence Great Britain’s naval policy.
It was callgd out through a published
letter of Lord Esher; who is a member
of the entourage of King Edward, i
which he said: “There ig not a man in
Germany, from the Emperor dJdown-
ward, who would not welcome' the fall
of” Sir John Fisher.”

Sir John Fisher is Senlor Naval Lord
of the British' Admiralty. In referring
to this statement, according to the let-
ter§ publshed, the Emperor says: “In-
