Iron and Steel Trades Journal, out to­
day, the proposed international com­
bination of foreign Steel firms, which 
intends to usurp the entire trade of 
the United Kingdom, is now completed. 
It Is composed, according to this 
nouncement, of American, Belgium, 
Russian and German concerns, In­
cluding the Carnegie trust, three Rus­
sian concerns, and four German firms. 
The new trust will be represented 
throughout the United Kingdom, it is 
said, by highly paid agents, who will 
be Instructed to make a strong bid for 
the British home trade at prices be­
low those at present ruling in the 

and lower than the British 
manufacturers can afford to make.

The Journal adds that the British 
steel market is at present in a condi­
tion unique in its history. For many 
years large quantities of foreign steel 
have been dumped into Great Britain 
at a price lower than it can be pro­
duced by the British makers, and as 
a result is in a state of price unrest, 
which bids fair to end in chaotic con­
ditions.
