There were but-two'prisoners in the
police court this “morning. One was
Thomas Willison, who has but one arm
and was charged with vagrancy and
begging on Union street. Sergeant Ross
who made the arrest, testified that yes-
terday Wm. Wilson, the druggist, and
another. man, complained that the de-
fendant was presentlng cards and ask-
ing for money. One of the cards - was
found on the man. The defendant
claimed Fredericton as his home,

‘Willison asked the court to give him
a c¢hance and .he would leave town

Aimmediately and .go to Fredericton

where he belonged. He had beén in
Boston for g long time and had not
been in Fredericton since 1898. He. had

not written to his people. since he left |

Fredericton and did not know if his
father and mother were alive.

John was a poor place for beggars as
they weére liable' to nine months in
jail with hard labor. It was no lottery
and he was not giving chances.

Willison was remanded to jail.

A
few years ago she was a frequent visi-
tor to the county jail fof drunkenness.

From all s&tiohs of the west {here
is a growing ecry for farm laborers.
The Canadian Pacific Railway is anx-
ious to have desirable :aen make up
the harvesters excursion on Wg ines-
day, September 8. Indications, how-
ever, are thiat the number going from
the Maritime Provinces will be small,
as compared with- the excurswnists in
previous years. Experienced farm .a-
iborers, especlally those without posi-
tions, are scarce.

W. B. Howard, D. P. A, 1s engaged
in making arrangements for thz com-
ing excursion. He stated tais morning
that the réports from all sectidns of
the provinces were as yet incomplete,
but he expects that about five huadred
will go on the second excutsion.

Several reasons have been advanced
for the decrease in the numuer of !nar-
vesters during the present © seascn,
The first excursion 'was brouzat on tco
soon. The west wanted the farn: labor-
ers immediately and (he company had
not sufficient timte to thorougaly ad-
vertise the special rai.s. ®

The conditions in the wast last year,
when it was claimed th2 influx waus
far too great, may possid'y have
caused many of the men to delay go-
ing to the west. However, siluaviuns
have been secured for ail thos: who
left the city in 1908. Reports received
in the city are that thousands of farm
laborers are still needei.
