A kite with a gas
engine aboard is, in fact, what has
golved the problem.

It was the hope of taking a ride in
a big cloth kite—a hope which many
a boy has cherished in his heart—
that set the Wright brothers to ex-
perimenting with what became, seven
years later, the first successful flying
machine.

“Let's us build a kite strong and
light enough and with enough sur-
face to lift a man,” said Orville to
Wilbur.

“About 500 square feet of surface
ought to be enough to lift a man,
Anyway, we can soon find by trying
how big the kite should be,
