GRIND LAKE MAY B
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English Capitalists May Estab-
lish Enterprises;in New Bruns
wick’s Soft Coal Areas—
District to be Surveyed.

In addition to the extensive deve-
lopment work on the coal areas near
Grand Lake, which will be undertaken
in the néar future by the company,
which has a charter to build the rail-
way from Minto to Fredericton, it is
expected that English capitalists will
shortly start independent enterprises
there. Local brokers who have been
acquiring property in the coal bear-
ing region of Queens and Sunbury for
Euglish capitalists, say that a survey
of the whole district will probab!
be made this summer, and boring oper-
ations carried on with a view to de-
termining the extent and nature of the
coal seams.

Very little reliable data exists as
to the extent of the coal fields in the
two counties. It has been estimated
that ‘in ‘the vi¢inity of Grand Lake
the coal beds contain 154,000,000 tons
of coal

Some of the-ceal in-this district is
said to be superior to the Nova Sco-
tia product; one user reporting that
seven tons went as far as ten tons of
Springhill coal,

For the last four years between 30,
000 and 40,000 tons annually has been
mined in the vicinity of Grand Lake.
