THE CREW FROM THE WEST
PROVED THEIR SUPER-
IORITY

Although They Did Not Win the
Race — Pennsylvania Finished
First, Wisconsin Second, Cornell
Third and Columbia, Fourth—A
Desperate Struggle.

Pcueekeersix, N, Y. June 27—Twenty
thousand persons tcday saw one of the
most exciting four mile boat races ever
witnessed in the history of college row-
ing. Five thousand perzons on the ob-
servation train yelled themselves hoarse
in frantic appeals to their various col-
lege crews to do their best and with the
other 15000 they saw the red and blue

THE NEW COLUMBIA A BETTER
BOAT THAN THE OLD
DEFENDER.

She Averaged a Quarter of 8 Minute
to the Mile Better in a Thirty-
Eight Mile Beat to the Windward

in a Heavy Blow—Yachtsmen
Jubilant.

Nzw Loxpox, Conr., June 28—In a 38
mile beat to windward today the new
yacht Columbis beat the old cup cham-
pion Dsfenier eight minutes, besides
giving the old champion & two-minute
handicap. Yachtsmen from New York
and thereabounts are jubilant, for a
yacht’s most sterling qualities must come
out in a race to windward.

The race was from Brenton’s Reef
Lightship, off Newport, to New London,
a good 38 miles, and the Defender was

given a two minute start. Thirty-
two miles of the 38 was & beat
t0 windward, with such a etifi

breezs blowing that neither yacht cared
to carry a working topsail, and it was in
this kind of work that the Columbiagained
such a long lead, avéreging more than &
quarter of + minute faster each mile
than the Defender. At this time the
water was very rough, bat the new boat
rode very easily and did not buffet the
waves a8 much as the Defender.

When Newport awoke this morning it
looked like an all day storm, end a stift
breese from the southwest kicked up
quite a-sea outaside, putting white creets
onthe wavesin the inner harbor. Dea-
fender hoisted anchor shortly after 10
o’clock, and ran down the east passage
under her jib. Her mainssil was hois!-
ed on the way out.

The crew of the Columbia hauled
anchor at 11.15 and she was towed down
as far ag Castle Hill, where the hawser
wae cast cff and the yacht beatoat to
gea under her three lower gails.

On board the Columbia were Mr. C.
Oliver Isclin, mansaging owner; Wooc -
bury Kane, Newbury D. Thorne and
Herbert C. Leeds. On Defender were
Mr, W. Batlar Donesn, j-., Harry Have-
meyer and E, C. Potter.

The s120p yacht Navahoe, having on
board My, and Mrs. Royal Phelps Car-
roll, Miss Wetmore and Mr. Richard Mc-
Cready started cut from Newport an hour
before the other— boats, bound for New
London; the weather was rainy all dey.

Columbia ran up to Defender rapialy
and continued on'the starboard fack on-
til the lightship was psssed. Colambia
was at that time three hundred yards to
lesward of Defender and half her lengih
ahead. At 12 o’clock both boats tacked
around the lightehip, They continued
along on this hitch for about five min-
utes, Columbia lufling up fo take & haul
on the jib halyard. At 1220 Deafender
brok: ou. ber stayssil and the race was
on with Defender to windward. Af 12,30
both ships tacked to port, heading to-
werd Point Jadith footing ver~ fast. At
first Detendergained atrifle, but as they
continued on this hitch Columbia
crawled up slowly and but for a shift in
the wind more to the south, would have
crossed Defender’s bow on the next tack.

The shitt in the wind helped Defender
congiderably, and when at 1 o’clock
Columbia tacked to etarboard, about a
mile off the Point Judith whistling buoy,
she could have almost forced Defender
about, but the later tacked 100 feet off
the former under her 13e bow.

Captain Barr could not stsnd having
his wind stolen by Defender long, s0 he
fetched about at 1.C5 and stood up along

shore on the port tack. Then
Columbia began to gain slowly
on Dafender and at the same

time got into- the wind better. In 25
minntes the new boat had worked across
the Defender’s bow and was to windward
of her. With plenty of wind the Col-
umbia and Defender held down the
shore on the port tack, the former con-
tinvivg to gain. Off No-es Point at 2.20
the Cclambia wasover half & mile ahead
and eteadily increasing her lead° and
when she finelly came about off the end
of Fisher’s 1sland the distance between
the two was nearly a mile,

At 838 Columbis took her final port
hitch, this time fetching well by Race
Rock, Defender held on the starboard
tack, and then turned in after the lead-
er. The boats proceeded up the harbor,
Columbia coming to anchor at 4.28, and
Defender at 4.36. The great white yachts
made & splendid marine picture as they
raced up the bay with their enormous
sails, bellying out with the atrong
breeze from over the quarter and
with the water curling away from their
sharp bows. The Columbia made again
on the reach over Defender as far as
could be observed from the Associated
Press tog. Off the Pequof; Columbia
dropped her jib and foretay sail and let
go her anchor. Well out in the stream
Defender anchored near her. Both boats
were sailed ekillfally. Captain Charlie
Barr was at Columbia’s wheel the eu-
tire distance and Captain Rhodea steer-
ed Defender. After the first 10 miles
the race was uninteresting to watch, for
Columbia had in that short distance
worked out into & fine windward posi-
tion and geined steadily on Defender.

While everything was being made
snug abosrd Defender her mansaging
owner, Mr. Batler Dancan, rowed over
to Columbia and congratulated Mr. Iselin
on the splendid showing the new boat
had made in today’s race. Mr, Iselin and
everybodysaboardColumbia wasdelighted
at tho racer’s great speed. To an Asso-
ciated Press representative Mr, Iselin
said that he was more than ever safis-
fied with his boat

A REMARKABLE SUN SPOT.

One Which RBas Just Appeared Outrivals
Anything S8een for Twenty Years.

There in now vieible on the surface of
the sun a spot which, according to Mr.
Ordway, proprietor of the telescops on
the Common, is by far the most remark-

able teen for over twenty yesre. Its ap-
pearance has been a great surprige to
observers, as, acoording to the astronom-
ical almanac, th's is the eleventh or off
year for sun spote, and beside this it gp.
peared with a suddenness which is un-
usual. When Mr. Ordway took his last
look &t the sun Thursday night no indi-
cations of it, not even the slightest facu-
lees, were visible.. But on Friday morn-
ing it was there with the utmost distinct-
nees. The large black epot in the centre
is about 95,000  miles in diameter, and
this is surrounded by a penumbra about
60,000 miles acrosr. At some distance
fro:o the ouier edgeof the penumbra
are other spots which have broken off
from the large one, forming & ring part
way around the centre. These number
nineteen in all, moet of them being in-
cluded in the are on the upper lef:-hand
side of the centrsl spot, and others in. a
group on the lower right-hand side.
There were onky three or four at first,
and the rest have broken off since.
They are from 6,000 to 11,000 niles in
diamete:;; that is, the lirger ones are
considerably: larger than the esrth.
From one side of this outer circle to the
other the distance is from 275,000 to 300,
000 miles. The central black spot, which
is the most i teresting part of the phe-
nomenon, is slightly balloon-shsped, and
on thg right-hand side its edge is very
ragged..

There have been oniy a few smsll
spots before dauring the present year,
and for elsven weeks there were none at
al. Tbe Isst larze one before this was
that which appeared 8sp:. 3 of last year,
and had such sn effsct upon the earth
electrically that telegraphing wae done
between S'. Louie, Chiczgo and New
York with no bstteries attached to the
wires. This one lasted fourtcen dsys,
and when it dissppeared it had broken
up into thirty-foar piecer. It was not,
however, nea:ly as large as this one,
covaring an area of only about 175,000
equare miles over all.

Mr. Ordway is of the opinion that the
clondburet and other distarbances of
Saturday night were the eflects of this
sun spot, and that by tomorrow other
eflects may befelt; 8o far north as this
such eflects probably will not be serions,
but in more southern regions it is mot
improhatls that there may be earth-
quakes and severe electrical distarb-
ancer.
