MONEY THAN IS FORTH-
COYING.

Business Demands More 8pecie
Then is in Sight—Exchange Very
High-Comments on the Presi:
dent’s Message—What Congress
May do1s Worrying Business Men.

New “York, Dec. 9—Some .disappoint-
sment is expected at the tardiness whi
the stock market shows in responding to
the many existing favorable conditions.
With vousual prosperity in all parts of
the country, it has been reasonably and
generally supposed that higher prices
would prevail during the fall and early
winter months. So far, these excegptions
have not been realized, chiefly because of
the high rates and limited supply of
money. For ordinary business purposes
there appears to be no serious lack of
funds at good yet not exorbitant rates;
while the moment epeculative demands
assert themselves with any force string-
ency is at once prevalent. This restraint
has its  advantages, in that it cools the
ardor of over-enthusastic or indiscreat
bulls, and paves the way for a more sub-
stantial movement later on. It is far bet-
ter that the market should have ample
season in which to become Well establish-
ed on the new leve], than to permit a run-
away speculation which might easily in-
yite severe reactions and a general de-
struction of confidence. There are indi-
cations that this tiew is taken by some
of the influential interests in ¢he “Street,”

" who while committed to bullish views in

the long run are not at this time willing
$o lend their powerful aid to any upward
movement.

An even more important factor in the
gituation than the disposition of big op-
erators, one in fact which largely con-
trols them, is the money market. High
rates for money do not alwdys prevent a
bull  movement; but it is quite certain
that just now any such campaign would
be quickly brought to-grief by prohibitive
rates. - The bank reserves are much be-
Jow the usual average of the season. “Trade
activity retards the return of funds from
the interior. The treasury continues to
absorb money, @nd the ‘offer to buy bonds
affords’only partial relief, as holders have
other -uses for them than the interest
they pay. In short, there is a large and
perfectly healthy demand for money.

It cannot be said that this
stringency is due to weakness or fear, but
rather to a prudent determination of the
Bank of England to protect its gold re-
serve and prevent demdnds from the Ar-
gentine or elsewhere. Trade activity is
almost’ worldwide, so the demand for

money. on this account is not limited to

the United -States; and with a partial
cessation of the gold supply through the
Transyaal war it is not surprising that
London should take means for self-pro-
tection. Gold exports from the United
States may happen, but do not seem prob-
able, for money rates would -quickly hard-
en in response to any such movement. As
said above the local market is not likely
to get any relief through the medium of
foreign exchange for some time to come.
There are fair offerings of bills against re-
mittances and manufacturing exports while
the supply of grain and cotton bills is
much below the average.” Conditions are
somewhat strained in Berlin, and a pinch
there or in London would of course be to
some extent reflected here. .
The president’s message has won more
approval than usual. His clear utterance
for the gold standard, his prudent yet pro-
gressive attitude on foreign affairs, and
his advice to congress to give th emonopo-
listic trusts careful attention—the threc
most important topics, treated without a
partisan touch—all show that he is fully
entitled to the confidence of he peuple.
The present session of congress nas wuzh
important work before it. Foreign ques-
tions will occupy much of its time, and
domestic problems will require some seri-
ous thought. As a disturber of business
this congress, however, promises to be less

* gerious than usual. On the contrary, it is

probable that one of its acts will be to put
the country squarley on the gold standard
and lake the first step towards securing
a scientific currency system. When this
is accomplished, there will be renewed
cause for confidence regarding the futvre.
The passage of such a bill will certaini;
be favorable to all business interests. Un-
ti! easier rates for money are in gight,
however, buying of securities should be
conducted with extra caution.

The president’s message 1s well written
and conservative document and should be
satisfactory to the great mass of the Am-
erican people. All the questions to witch
he refers are presented in a full and com-
grehensive manner. The mott unportant
of these is the one relative to the gold
standard and upon which he Jeclares hun-
elf.in words so clear and expressive as to
Jcave no room for misunderstanding.

The president has now fulfilea bis elec-
tion pledges and conformed to every rendi-
tion of the policy to which bhe commitied
himself when nominated for the position
which he has thus far so nonorably and
faithfully filled. One of his most import
ant implied promises in the course of the
policy which he prescribed for himself,
more expressively after his election, was
the proseperity of the country. This in-
tention has been realized almost beyond
the dreams of avarice, when we consider
the frightful depression which brought the
country almost to the verge of bankruptey
during the two years preceding his advent
to the presidential chair.

President McKinley promised to main-
tain the gold standard. He has done so
despite the most vigorous opposition; alsc,
to adjust the tariff to the requirements of
our industries, and to stop the outflow of
gold from the treasury, bringing the re-
ceipts and expenditures of the government
to counterbalance each other. And he did
all this despite the intervention of a war
with a foreign power, the affairs of which
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He now hands the trust question—that
great bete noire of business and labor in-
terests—over to congress and recommends
the serious consideration of the qusstion
to that body. With regard to our for-
eign relations and dependencies in the far
east he takes a wide and statesmanlike
view of the whole matter. His attitude
upon all the questions now before the peo-
ple should enlist the support of the entire
country.

Martin Boyd,
a colored man, entered the galoon and got
into difficulty with one of the barteuders,
McNally. When an-attempt was made to
eject Boyd, Hamilton went to his rescue
and the proprietor of the bar went to the
rescue of McNally. Hamilton drew a
knife and cornered Baer, who drew his
revolver. The colorde man made several
lunges at Baer and the latter fired at
Hamilton, killing him instantly.

Baer came to this city and engaged Me-
Dermott to drive to Long Island City and
bring a “sick friend” to Bellevue Hospi-
tal, in this city. McDermott went over
and the dead man was carried out to the
carriage and accompanied to the ferry
house by Baer,McNally and a man named
Crooks. While waiting for a boat Mec
Dermott opened the carriage door and
asked what was the trouble with the
“gick” man. He got uo satisfactory ane-
wer and felt the man, discovering that
he was dead. He called a policeman and
{he three men were arrested. ‘Baer was
held under a charge of murder; McNally
and Crooks as accessories. Boyd was also
arrested. !

Boston, Dec. 9.—We are in the midst of
a hot city election which occurs on Dec.
12, and the old Republican war horse is
again in the field and considerable inter-
est is being taken in the issue and great
efforts will be made to defeat the Demo-
cratic candidate, Collins. There is a Dos-
gibility of this being done on account of
the split in ratic ranks oceasioned
by the defection of J. R. Murphy who,
for the past 16 years, has _held some im-
portant fat offices in the city government,
but who at present is opposed to the
whole Democratic ring. Having failed
to get the nomination for mayor, for rea-
sons which he has’since publicly disclos-
ed, the disappointment was too keen for
him to bear and he has turned his back
upon the party and has amnnounced his
intention to vote for Hart ‘the Republi-
can candidate. By this move he will, no
doubt, take a large number of his follow-
ers with him, having quite an experience
in city politics, and being regarded as a
leader of the Democratic party. A ro-
litical warfare now exists between him
and Collins, and the war of words has
been going on for geveral days. Collins,
however, has the chief support of the
party, but the changed condition of af-
fairs may bring about his defeat. At any
rate there is need of a change. The ring
has become too corrupt and it is high
time the reign of extravagance and cor-
ruption chould cease. Humiliating must
it be to the educated and honest Amer-
ican voter, boasting of his puritan ances-
try, to find the city of his forefathers rul-
ed by a crowd of political wire pullers ut-
terly devoid of all principle of justice and
honor. But this is the price that must
be paid for the neglect of duty, and the
non-application of those checks, and guar
antees which alone can save a municipal-
ity from disgrace and dishonor.

RAT-HUNTING IN DENMARK.

Pests Are So Numerous That People Are
Paid to Kill Them.

We hear that in Denmark a campaign
against rats is being prosecuted with vig-
or. It was originally started in Copen-
hagen, about a month ago, where the
larming multiplication of rats induced
the municipali authorities to resort to a
mediaeval method (perhaps we should
even say a prehistoric method) of freeing
the community from beasts of prey. As
a price was once offered for every head
of a wolf, so the conscript fathers of the
Danish capital engaged to pay a certain
sum (we do not know the exact amount
of their “ducat”) for each dead rat.

An official meport of the statistics of
rat slaughter has been issued every week
since the opening of the campaign. In
the first week the rat catchers, profes-
siona® and amateurs, gave in. the heads
of 6,000 rats, in the second week 6,616,
