The National Zeitung publishes an an-
alysis of the present economic condition
of Germany 7with the object of slaying te
prevajing pessimism which, “if it con-
sinues in its present  force, will work
furtiher incalcu’able harm and must pro-
duce a veritable catastrophe.”

it admits that during the past year Ger-
many has Leen on the down giade com-
mencially and speaks of this fact in a most
regrotful tome. It points out that the
great - Berim banking institutions are iully
propared to meet great demands so long
as they are not pushed to the extrcme by
the pessimism of the people. Continuing,
it says: ‘‘German enterpriscs are for the
most part sound and capable of develop-
ment and on a geod financial basis. Al
though for the preseat their activity 15
oramped, they will outlive the bad epoch
which, seeing that the kimits of the world’s
commerce are being so enormously extend-
od, wili give way to better times perhaps
soooner than generally anticipated.”

“Wihoever has shares should not allow

himself to be influenced by the fluctuations
of the market, wiich will piobably con-
tinue for some time. An unpleasant oc-
surrence in the conduct of one concarn
should not be generalized and puffed up
into a universal cmilical symptom.
We recommend the public to rcmain per
featly ccol, and the directors of grcut en-
terprises to make a public declaration of
vheir position, so that contidence may be
restored.”. ‘

The directors «f several large cement |

works have alrcady adopted this mebhod
and pointed out that wihile the cement in-
dustry was sulfering from over-produetion
phey fclt confident of overcoming the pres-
ent depression and showiag good 1esulls
in the ncar future. 1he glass bottle mak-
crs of Germany are out on etrike; the
total number of men engaged in this in-
dustry is abeut 10,000.

Denmark is also to have a new govern-
ment and for the first time in the reign
of King Chuistian the Liberals will assume
the reins of power. It is probable that
the king will call upon Count Holstein
Ledreborg to form the now muinistry.

Italy.

The British Mediterrancan flect has bern
manoeuvering at Rapallo cn the coast of
Italy. The italians received their guests
most enthusiastically and the town was €n
fete over the presence of the British naval
officers and mem.

The Freneh Jesuits who have been com-
pelled 1o leave France <¢m ac ount of the
Associations Bl are invading ltaly and
i is believed intend to make Venice their
headquarters.

The celebrated
cathedral has been closed, processions pro-
hibited, while action ‘is being taken against
the ®lergy. 'lhe strects are reported as
beang crowded with peopl: and trouble may
break out at any time.

Austria-Hungary.

Last Monday serious riots occurred atl
Lemberg, caused by the unco.ciliatory ac
titude of the anthuiities towards the un-
employed, wuo demanded -“work for the
unemployed” and they gave venv to ther
feelings in strect demonstiations. A large
force of gendarmes endeavored to disperse
them and desperate fighting cecarred. The
gendarmes used Ubeir swords  and bhe

workmen sbones, iron bars and other tools |

as weapons. As lhe gendurmes were in-
capabr.e of coping with the rioters the sal
diens. were <adted owt and drove the work-
men out of the town at the point of the
bayomnet.

He proposed
to expel the Servian Comcml from FPrish-
tica and the Servian Metropolitan from
Piisten. Servians are reported as arriving
at Prichting in dhains.

‘loday thete is to be a meeling of the
Macedonians at Sofia. There will be dele-
gates from all the Balkan districts. The
object of the meeting is to endeavor to
{oree the Bu'gatvian government to liber-
ate M. Sarafoff and the other arrested
leaders of the Central Committee.

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Change for Better in Peasants’
+ Condition Followed the
Crimean War,

WAS TERRIBLE BEFORE.

in

Were Allowed No Freedom
‘Speech, Writing or Dress, and
the Peasant Was Entirely at the
Mercy of the Owner--How the
Change Was Brought Abcut.

Half a century ago, before the Crimean
war, the Russian peasants-were at their
lowest depths of servitude; no freedom of
any sort was permitted either in speech,
in. writing or in dress, and any deviation
irom the accepted standard of Russian
costume was sure to meet with punish-
ment sooner or later. No peasant' or mer-
chant dared to appear in publi¢ except in
the dress of his class, while the Tsar him-
self looked after the behavior of the Rus-
gian aristoeracy in St. Petersburg and
Moscow. The peasant was entirely at the
mércy of his owner, and could be flogged
as: caprice, cupidity, or anger of his lord
directed. The peasant maght be sold,
much the same as black slaves in Ameri-
ca, but notwithstanding his low estate the
peasant did' not utterly lose his self-es-
teem. *‘Our backs belong to our master,
: but our thoughis are our own,” was a
phrase often in the mouths of Russian
peasants; and it is not the utterance of
an utterly slavish mind. ' An old peasant
sentenced to be whipped for some fault
was begged off by a lady, but he refused
to. accept this kindness, and said that he
wauld not be the first to assist in break-
ing od customs, and so he bared his back
to the executioner and received the al-
lotted number of stripes. It is true that
the knout had been abolished some years,

| but there was still Siberia for aristocrat

and peusant alike, and accomparied on
the part of the latter by whipping and
birching.

A great change came over Russia after
the Crimean war, and she commenced to
expand in every way in consequence of the
peasant being made free. The freedom. cf
the Russian peasant, unlike the freeing
of the French peéasantry and the emanci-
pation of the negro slave, was not accom-
plished by any social rising such as pre-
ceded the liberation' of the slaves in Am-
erica or the terrible convulsions which
accomplished the freeing of the peasant in
The United States is but just
reeovered from -‘her experiment, while
Srance is still stfuggling in the throes of
emancipation, and has not yet; at the end
of a century, acquired thoroughly settled
ideas of freedom.” That Russia has !zlmost
entirely escaped lany’ evil effects is not
purely on account of the stolidity of the

- pensant, but chiefly on account of the

judicious manner in which liberty has been
given. Authorities accustomed to th‘e
government of rhen know that there is
little danger of"'disturbarice when re-
straint is being increased,” but that the
dangerous period is when liberty is too

Still more recently a youth who was left
at home when his parents were away,
amused himself by teasing a boy who was
a servant in the house. For this he was
sentenced by the court who tried him to
several days’ imprisonment. The ill-
treatment was not at all severe, and was
not- more than any news boy might be
subject to in an ordinary English school.

Notwithstanding the statements in some
' British papers, the censorship of the Rus-
sian press is not so terrible as is made
out. It is true that no criticism is per-
' mitted of the acts of the emperor in any
paper, nor of this representatives, the
governors of the various provinees, in the
local provineial papers; but criticism of
any department is permitted, and most
liberal and even advanced ideas were al-
lowed to be expressed amongst the flood
of letters which filled the press on the
subject of the students’ riots; in fact, al-
most absolute liberty was allowed. 1t is
true that no actual account of what took
place was permitted to be published; but,
so far as discussion of the question went,
free debate was allowed, so much so that
a letter was published from a student ad-
vocating resistance wuntil the students
were granted absolute freedom outside
lecture hours, with permission to elect an
administrative body from among the stud-
ents, which body was to arrange all mar-
ters concerning the students during their
off hours, and was to have the same pow-
er in enforcing its decisions as the govern-
ment had, whilst its announcements were
to have the same authority as a ukase of
the emperor.

An 0'd “Beechrr Bible”

At Lecompton-the other day a lad paddling
around in the shallow waters of the Kaw
found a Sharp’s rifle of the ancient pattern
of 50 years ago. Someono has suggzested
that it is one of ‘‘Beecher's Bibles,” the
name given by the early settlers to this
weapon, and the suggestion recalls a curious
bit of early history. When the first emi-
grants sent out by the New England Aid
and other societies cf the north found their
settlements beset by bands of pro-slavery
'men from Missouri they called upon their
eastern friends for arms with which to de-
fend themselves, and many ~ shipments of
Sharp’s rifles were made to them from both
Boston and New York. But all goods shipped
to Kansas had to come up the Misscuri river
and through ‘‘the encmy’s country,” and the
Missourians had a fashion of confiscating
such weapons as they found. So the rifles
were shipped as something else in pachkages
shape to deceive. For example, in 1856,
Amos Lawrence wrote from Dosten te his
agent at Hariford, Conn.:

‘“‘Request Mr. Palmer to .have 10 Sharp's
rifles packed in casks like hardware and to
rotain them subject to my orier. Also to
send the bill to me. I will pay it either
with iny note at seven per cent. interest or
bin cash.”

And these rifles were shipped to Lawrence
and got safely through, as did others, pack-
ed in a way to deceive. It was charged that
Henry Ward Deecher had sent a box of the,
riflcs marked “Bibles,” and when approach-
od by a New York Pcst reporter he admitted
it to be a fact. ‘I believe,” he said, ‘‘that
the Sharp rifle is truly a moral agency, and
there is more mcral power in gne of these
instruments, so far as the slave holders of
Kansas are concerned, than ip 100 Bibles.
You might just as well read jthe Bible

Atchison and Stringfellow.” &o the weapo:
