entirely one-sided ns regards’ the interests
of Canada. It was generally treated as.&
*¢ surrender’’ rather than a settlement of
international questions on an equitable
basis. Its numerous omissions and
defects were clearly and ably indieated.

No change has been made in that Treaty
as affecting Canadian interests. Not a
line in reference to what Canada is to giveJ
4nd receive has been altered. What there
wés in it that was doubtfal remains do_n!it-
fal stjll. It it embodied injustice io Cana-
da then, the injustice remains nnredressed.

Gough, Leader of the Opposition, and the

It does not follow, however,
that inconsistency in this case is -culpable
or «hould be punished by the public by &
withdrawal of confidénce®om their guides
in the Press.

this is the main thing to be considered
after all,—both when they demanded that
Parliament should “ reject the Treaty,”
and now when they urge Parliament to
accept the self same Treaty unchanged.

And, morpover; the
arguments emplsyed % prove ‘that. the
Treaty is favorable to Capada, especially
in the matter of the Fisheries, destroy any
chance we may heve of securing a mopey
indemnity, as provided in the Treaty, for:

those of the United States. We point our
cotemporaries to'a path out of their diffi-
culties. 'Therp isno use in their defending
or advoeating the Treaty in the expectation
of assisting its ratification by Parliament.
1t will go hrough Parliament if not a
single Editorial pen is lifted in its behalf.
All that is required of ‘our cotemporaries
is to hold to their former faith,—not to
take back winﬂhey linve written and pub-
lished, fearing that the impression created
may work injury to the Treaty’s prospects,
but simply to " tell their readers that mot-
withaundin(&_d\efeots, it is an 1mperial
measure and We &=~ und to ratify it :—it
is framed to promote the interests of the
whole Empire, and we can not throw it
overboard :—it is pressed on Canada by the
Imperial Government and w2 can not re-
sist such high authority, the very heart
and brains of the Empire. Our cotempor-
aries know well enough that the simple
fact that Great Britain expects us to ratify
the Treaty, is suffieient to ensure action in
Parliament agreeable to that view. When
did we ever resist the wishes of the Im-
perial Government, or set up our special
interests against the interests of the Em-
. pire? As long as we are part of that Em-

when sacrifices are necessary to be mades
And it is true manliness on our part to ac:
knowledge at once that we are making'
these sacrifices, (whether cheerfully or not
is another matter),and it is the meres'
shamming to pretend to the contrary,—t«
delude ourselves and others with the belie
thet we are making a good bargain when
we know and feel in our_ hearts that we
are doing nothing of the sort. Let our co-
temporaries not fear to state the trutb, and
stand by it, whether the trath be palat-
able or the reverse.

The summary of
tules for the guidance of the schools that
appeared in the New {Dominion lately, is
the best I have yet seen in the Press, and [
hope it will be adopted.

Aside from this, however, let me ask,
how is it that female teachers are in favor
of therod? Are those gentle influences,
those sweet, persuasive methods which the
ladies employ with such effect cn the older
portions of mankind,—on husbands, bro-
thers, sweethearts or sons,—are these use-
less when concentrated upon the youth of
our public schools? Do those boys differ
g0 widely from the older sons of Adam ?
Or are lady school teachers so very differ-
ent from other ladies, that they fail to
possess the magnetic power? Mr. Editor,
some explanation is needed.

MARRIAGE OF ¢ LOTHAIR.”

Disraeli present at the Wedding.—Dr.
Cumming predicts he will yet be A
Protestant.

[From the London Times, April 17.]

Yesterday the wedding of Lord Bute
with Miss Gwendoline Mary Ann Fitz-Alan
Howard, eldest daughter of Lord Howard,
of Glasgow; wad solemnized in the Chapel
of the Oratory of St. Philip Neri, at Bromp-
ton, by Archbishop Manning, assisted by
Monsignor Capel. The hour fixed for the
ceremony was 11a. m., but long before that
time every available seat in the chapel was
filled by spectators, who were admitted to
the body and side aisles by ticket, the upper
end of the sacred building being railed oft
for the accommodation of the guests and
othertriends of the Howard and Stuart fami-
lies. The marriage ceremony was performed
by the Archbishop, who sat in a chair be-
fore the high altar, and wearing his mitre
at various parts of the service. Soon after
11 o’clock the fair bride entered, leaning on
her father’s arm, and attended by a bevy ol
youthful bridesmaids. 1t may interest our
readers to learn that the bride wore a plain
but handsome white satin dress, and that
her face veil was crowned with a very
simple wreath of orange blossoms. The
bridesmaids, who were dressed in plain
white, with pink trimmings, were eight in
number, as fellows :—Lady Phillippa How-
ard, sister of the Duke of Norfolk, and
cousin of the bride ; Lady Flora Hastings.
cousin of the bridegroom ; Miss Cecily
Manners, cousin of the bride; Miss Mar-
garet Phillipps Do Lisle, sister of Lady
Howard, and the bride’s four sisters, Hon.
Angela, Alice, Mary and Winifred Fitz-
Alan Howard. = At the conclusion of the
marriage ceremony itself, a low mass was
said by Mgr. Capel, in the presence of
Archbishop Manning, who knelt during
the greater part of this service before the
altar, and the first act of the newly-mar
ried pair was to receive the Holy Com-

munion at the hands of Monsignor Capel.
At the end of thd mass the latter delivered
a short address upon the great comfort
and happiness of a marriage undertaken
in the fear of God, blessed by the Church
in His name, and cemented by the recep-
tion of the Holy Eucharist. He then pro-
ceeded to warn the youthful pair, sur
rounded as they now were by all that was
bn(fht and smiling,and by crowds of friends
and well-wishers in the congregation, and
of family dependents, that their happi
pess might be, and probably would be,
checkered with those trials and griefs
from which rank and riches exempted
no man or woman, and urged them to seck
in each other’s confidence and sympathy.
and in the grace of God, for strength to
meet whatever fate awaited them, and to
set a good example to the world, as persons
who would hereafter have to give an
account of their stewardship. At the
cenclusion of this address the Archbishop
gave his benediction, and the ceremony
was at an end. .

The bride and bridegoom were loudly
cheered at their departure, and the crowd
within and outside were so great that
nearly three quarters of an hour elapsed
before thelaet of the quests had driven off
from the church door, and the rest of the
congregation were able to effect an exit.

In the chapel, besides the Duke and
Duchess ot Norfolk, and many other mem-.
Bers of the: Howard family, were his'Royal
Higkbness the Duke of Cambridge, the
Duke and Duchess of Argyll, the Duke
and Du of Northumberland, Mr.
Disraeli atid Lady Beaconsfield, Hon. and
Right Rev. Bishop Clifford, &e.

The religious service was followed by a
breakfast at the residence of the bride’s
parents, at Rutland Gate, at the close of
which the newly-married couple left, amid
loud and repeated cheers, for the railway
station at Paddington, en route for Cardiff
Castle, where they will spend the first part
of their honeymoon.

It only remains to add that Lord Bute 1s
now in his twenty.filth year, having been
born on the 12th of September, 1847, and
that the Marchioness is only just eighteen,
hzsxging been born on the 21st of February.
1854.

[From another account.]

The event ot the week has been the mar-
riage of the Marquis of Bute. There are
three reasons why this marriage should at-
tract exceptional attention. In the first
place the Marquis is the avowed hero of
Lothair ; in the second, he is the most dis
tinguished of the recent converts to the
Catholic church; and last, though not
least, he is fabulously rich. The rising
commercial port of Cardiff has been creat-
ed by and belongs to the Bute family; and
in Glamorganshire the marriage has been
celebrated as an occasion of national re
joicin%: The: Marquis has married Lady
Mary Fitz Allen Howard, the eldest daugh-
ter of Lord Howard, of Glossop, the head
of one of the oldest and most illustrious of
the great English Catholic families. = The
marriage ceremony was performed by
Archbishop Manning, and was attended by
well nigh the whole of the Catholic aris
tocracy. Mr. Disraeli, Mr. Gladstone, and
Mr. Lowe represented the House of Com-
mons. The young ** Lothair ” is said to
bave exhibited a ¢* Monte Christo’’ munifi-
cence in all matters relating to his new
faith. I happened to be at Jerusalem a

ear or two ago, just after the visit of the

arquis. 1 was told there that his lord-
ship expressed a wish to become a Knight
of the Holy Sepulchre. He was allowed
to obtain this privilege at the cost ol
watching for a whole night alone by the
altar, girt with a sword, and the payment
of £2,000 sterlinz. You or I. supposin
us to be members of the Catholic Chure
and to be desirous of becoming Knights of
the Order of the Sepulchre, might obtain
the same privilege by the payment of a fee
of £20 or thereabouts; but at Jerusalem
as in Rome, or for that matter in London,
you have to pay for the privilege of being
Tancred or Lothair.

DR. CUMMINGS’ PRODUCTION.

The Rev. Dr. Cumming, of London,keeps
on prophesying, in spite of their realiza-
tion never coming to pass. His lust effort
is in connection with the Marquis of Butes’
marriage. The Doctor referred to that
event in a lecture at Sheffield. He had the
strongest impression that the young noble-
men would yet be a Protestant, and he
told the audience why he thought so. The
Marquis’ mother was a member of his
flock, and was one of the most devoted
Christian women that ever lived, and his
reminiscences of her teaching must strong-
ly contrast with his recently adopted prin-
ciples. The Marquis was most amiable as a
youth ; and he, (the speaker) was ona of
those who thought that of all influences
that extended to remotest relations, a
mothers prayers were the most power-
ful, and that they would eventually be
aoswered. Ifever there was a mother
who prayed for her child, it was the
mother of that young noblemen. He re-
membered her once saying to him, ** 1 even
dread to let my poor buy go into the
Church of England:’” and when he
replied, ** Why, the Church of England is
as Protestant as our own church,”’ she said,
¢t Yes ; but there are wen in it now whom
I am afraid he should come into contact
with.”> She mentioned some names, and
said, * I am afraid lest they should taunt
him with their principles, and lead him in-
to the Church of Rome.’’ 1t really seem-
ed as if she had a presentiment of it. The
Marquis went to Oxford to study, where

he became acquainted: with a ** half-way-
houseman,” who introduced him to a very
talented and clever priest, who gradually
led him to Rome. Just before he joined
the Church of Rome, hé came for scveral
Sundays to worship in the Sc_otch charsh,
where he listened most attentively. A sug
gestion was made that he (Dr. Cumming)
sheuld say a word or two that might lead
him away from where he scemed to be
tending, and he very gently directed several
remarks in that direction, but they had no
effect. 'Tte Marquis went over to the
Church of Rome, and was now laying large
portions of his wealth ab her fect.
-—

IZ= On the *¢ Bait”’ question, the other
day, Sir John A. Macdonald said :—

“ But it was said, he continued, the
American fisheries’ are of of mo value,
therefore certainly not so valuable as ours.
But they have a_very_substantial value.
The cxclusion of Canadian fishermen from
American waters would be g.‘meﬂt loss, the
consequence of which would be severaly
felt by the fishing interestsof the Maritime
Provinces. He would tell the House how
thisarose. It was quite true that the
mackerel fishery, which was most valned
on this coast, belongs to Canada, and that
the mackerel of the American_Coast is far
inferior in every respect to the Cavadian
But it was true also that in the American
waters was caught the most favorite bait to
catch the mackerel, and it was so much a
favorite bait that ono fishing vessel haviog
that bait on board would be able to draw u
whole shoal of mackerel in the very face
of the vessel having an inferior bait. Now
the value, on entering American waters,
for catching that bait was_very great, and
the Canadian fishermen might be excluded
from American waters, either by any
combination of thesc fishermen or_b{’ any
action of Congrése, gnd thus might be
prevented from obtaining an ounce of that
bait. But under the treaty, Canadian
fishermen were allowed to enter American
waters to procure the bait; and the con-
sequence of that was that no such combina-
tion could exist, and Canadians could freely
purchase the hait, and be able o fish on
equal terms with Americans. (Cheers.)

large business in the Mackerel Fishery
without taking, or being permitted to take,
bait from American waters.

Mr. Robinson had been thrown
from his carriage and badly injured, and
sent for his:fiancee to take care of him.
The young Jady’g fricnds, however, object-
ed to the arrangément, unless they were
united in‘marrigge. To this proposition
Mr. Robinson assented, and a few hours
after the ceremony he expired. He leaves
property toshe value of $1,500,000, balf
of which goes to the young widow. It is
said that the relatives of the deceased are
very indignant on account of the marriage,
saying that the friends of the lady were
actuated solcly by mercenary motives in
compelling the union, and a lawsuit is
threatened.

York Herald :—As tho llon. Horace Gree-
Jey has been nominated by the Cincinnati
Convention for President of the United
States, 1 wish to make three propositions :

It is said that a feeling of §friendliness to-
ward foreigners, “and - especially toward
Americans, is rapidly gaining ground
among all classes of the Japenese.

1t has been determined to hold quarterly
meetings during the ensaing year in the
basement of Calvin Church,and the Stand-
ing Committee was continued with full

[BY TELEGRAPH TO THE EVENING PAPERS.]
Otrawa, May 11.

In House last evening, Galt resumed
debate on Washington Treaty. Ie com-
menced by referring to importance of ques-
tion under consideration, and . regretted
that the policy of exclasion of Americans
from Fisheries had been adopted. He had
ever feared it would lead to loss of head-
land right, and disturbances of our rela-
tions with the Empire.

His fear had to certain extent been pro-
phetic—enforcement of our rights had
mixed up our questions with those of Em-
pire, and led to present unsatisfactory
settlement.

He accepted Premier’s rtatement that
up to recent date the treaty was umn-
acceptable to himself and to Government,
and such being the case, he could well
understand the delay in assembling parlias
ment.

The question was, what had changed
Premiers views, as to treaty, between 20th
January and opening of house—explana-
tion he believed to be found in concurrent
events.

Alabama claims had much to do with it,
in view of difficulty respecting consequental
claims.

Britain had upheld us to wave our views
on Canadian claims of Treaty.

On this question England ha/”
more firmly than ever before, a!lk\‘
previous acts mto words,

Removal of troops, act of Confederation
transferrence of North West, Union of
British Columbia all pointed to one conclu-
sion.

He could well understand if Imperia'jGove
ernment had said to our Government ycu
must adopt the Treaty if Canada must take
her own political responsibility on hereself,
how Canadian Cabinet shrank from the re-
sponsibility thrown on them, and if they
did shrink from it it was because pgdiks
men iu this country bad concealed tr 5
from the people. The time was not remote
when they wonld have to decide as to our
future position. Our Government yielded *
and he did not wonder at it, although he
would have picferred they had adepteq
the alternative.

1t would have been better to accept of all
responsibility of our position than cede
away our rights.

He ((Galt) objected last Session, and now
objected to the manbicole clauses of Treaty,
because they weakened our position, and
it would be difficult to retrieve it hereafter.

He objected, because he considered inde-
pendence better than annexation. (Cheers.)

1n fature if Canada could not be con-
nected with Britain it would at least be
independent of the United States.

He could not understand how England’s
enormous commercial interests were im-
perilled by possibility of war with United
States and how great was anxiety to estab-
lish friendly relations with that country.

No one could suppose that Eogland
if her hands had been clear of us, would
have made such humiliating concessions
as the Washington Treaty.

If we felt we were asource of weakness ;
if it was true, as stated by Macdougall and
the Premier, that our dangers obliged Eng-
land to submit to humiliating, it was
unworthy of Canadians to force England
into that position—loyalty was shown as
much by sacrifice as anything else and
he‘believed people of this country were
equal to the sacrifice, if it be one, and

ratify treaty rather than see peace of
England be imperrilled by not making
concession. Howe and Grey followed in
support of treaty. ’

In reply to Bowell, the Premier said
the Imperial Government had never in
any way attempted to force or influence
Canada to ratify the treaty more than by
ugsing arguments in Kimberley's de-
spatches,
