WORTHY RECIP or THE HoLy COMMUNION ; in opposition to the
figment of His presence corporeally or spiritually on the ®ommunion
uﬁw]e, under the form of bread and wine, after the consecration of
the elements,

“No adoration is intended, or ought to be done, either unto the
sacramental bread or wine, there bodily received, or unto any Corpo-
ral presence of Christ’s natural Flesh and Blood;....the natural
Body and Blood of our Sayviour Christ are in Heaven and not here.”
—(Note at end of Communion Servic

“If a man....by any other just impediment do not receive the
Sacrament of Christ's Body and Blood, the Curate shall instruct him
if he do truly repent him of his sins, and steadfastly believe that
Jesus Christ hath suffered death upon the Cross for him, and shed
His Blood for his redemption, earnestly remembering the. benefits he
hath thereby, and giving Him hearty thanks therefor, he doth eat
and drink the Body and Blood of our Saviour Christ profitably to
his soul’s health, although he do not receive the Sacrament with his
mouth. ”—(Rubrit in Communion of the Sick.)

“The Body of Christ is given, taken, and eaten, in the Supper

only after an heavenly and spiritual manner. Aund the means where-
by the Body of Christ is received and eaten in the Supper is faith.
—Article XX VIII.

5. Tur CnurcH or Curist is “‘the Holy Catholic Church,”—
(Creed.) ““The Holy Church Universal.”—(Prayer for Church Mili-
tant and Litany.) *‘The mystical body of Christ, which is the blessed
company of all faithful people.”—-Communion Service.

“The true Church is an universal congregation or fellowship of
God’s faithful and elect people, built upon the foundation of the
Apostles and Prophets, Jesus Christ himself being the head corner
stone.”— Homily jor W hitsunday.

‘“Refore all sermons, lectures, and homilies, the preachers and
ministers shall move the people to join with them in prayer in this
form or to this effect, as briefly and conveniently as they may. ‘Ye
shall pray for Christ’s Holy Catholic Church, that is, for the whole
congregation of Christian people dispersed throughout the whole
world, and especially for the Churches of England, Scotland, and
