Agriculture.

Evergreen trees wiil thrive finely in the
shade of others, as they can easily be made
to live, there is no excuse to the owner of a
door-yard who has none of them 1o add
beaaty 1o his grouads. I'hey should be
dug when there is enough of frost in the
ground to cause the earth 10 adhere firmly,
aud to a considerable amouat, to the roots,
and then bury the whole mass to the same
depth exactly as before, covering the ground
10 the extent of several feet aronnd with a
thick mat of straw or leaves. This is done
to retain the moisture, and it may need wet-
ting occasionally during the summer. ‘I'he
work of transplanting may be done best in
the spring, and in most cases it is best 10
prane the branches but litile, The com-
mon hemlock, grown in the yard or open
field makes a beautiful shade in summer,
and is fresh and charming to look wpon in
winter- Let all who can, dot their home-
steads with evergreens '

Ivy on Buildings,

It is a mistaken idea that ivy renders a
structure damp and hastens its decay. On
the cootrary nothing so effectually keeps the
builcing, as may be seen by examining be-
neath the ivy after a rain, where it will be
found that the walls are ary, though all &-
round is deluged with wet.  Its exuberant
and web-like icots, issuing from every
portion of the branches on which it grows
binds everything together that comes with-
in their reach, with such a firm and intri-
cate lace-work, that not 3 single stone can
be removed from its position without first
learing away its projecting safeguard. In
proof of this, we refer to ruins of ancient
casiles and buildings; for while in those
parts of the siructure that have not the ad-
vantage of this protection, all have gone to
utter decay, where the ivy has thrown its
preserving maaile, everyibing is compara-
lively fresh and perfect, and oftentimes the
very angles of the sculptured stone are found
to be aimost as sharp and entire as when
they first came from the bands of the build-
er.—American Agriculturist
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Currant-Bushes.

Some years ago we saw it highly recom-
mended 10 trim carrant-bushes as shrubs,
a0d, as we had a geod ruit-garden,we adop-
ted the suggestion; but,in the second season
after,we met this difficu!ty: the shrubs would
split open at the forks, and we made up our
mind that nature bad not designed thie plant
10 be grown ia that way. We have closely
observed this matter ever since, and if we
bave any advice 10 give, it 1s, that currants
bad beiter be grown in clusters of canes,
like raspberries. The fruit seems more
abundant in shade, as we find the largest
80d best bunches in the dense foliage and
low down upon the canes.

iwelve pounds of sugar—brown sugar of an
inferior quality, will answer—and permit the
lignor to stand twenty-four hours in an open
vessel ; skim, strain and barrelit till spring,
then rack off and boutle.

BrackBerry Corpial —Add one pound
white sngar to three pounds of ripe berries;
let them siand one day, and express the
juice, strain it, and add one third-part pure
spirit, and a teaspoonful finely powdered all-
spice ‘to every quart of the cordial. Both of
these articles are excellent in cases of sum-
mer complaint.— Germantown Tel. i
