SYNOPSIS 0F CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

A '7pcrson s>ho is the sole ltead of a famisly,
or any- maie os er 18 years old, max' home-

sread a quarter section of as ailable Dominion land
in MIanitoba, Saskatchiewain or Aberta. The ap-
isicant must appear in person at the Dominion
L'ands Agency or Sub-agencs' for te district.
Entry by proxy snay be made ar any agenty, on
certain conditions. by father, inother, son. daîtghter,
brother or sister of intending homesteader.

Duties-Six months' residence tpon and culti-
vation of the land in ecd of three years. A honte-

stcader may live witbin nine miles of his home-
stead oit a farta of at least 80 acres soiely owned and
occupied by hint or by Iis father, mother, son,
datîgltter, brother or sisser.

In certain districts a hoinesteader in good stand-
inig ttay pre-efltpt a quarter-section alongside bis
hoiaestead. Price $3.00 per acre.

Dmties.-Mîst reside upon the homesread or
pie-emption six montbs in each of six years from
clte of hosnestcad ensry (incltîding the lime re-
tîîîred mn carn homestettt patent) and cultivate

iilty acres extra
A5 hoiesteader wlto bas exbausted lus bomse-

stead riglit and cannot obtain a pre-emption may
eter for a purcliased hosiîestead ln certain dis-

tritts. Prit" S30)1 pjer acre. Duties.-Must re-
side six snonths in ecd of tlîree years, culinsate
ffty acrte' ansd 'rct a house wortii $300.001.
