IIEREAS in sceveral Townships in Upper Canada, the Concession preamble.
lines were not run in the original survey, but instead thercof the
division or side lines'of the lots were drawn in such survey, and the pro-
prictors of the lands have taken posscssion and have regulated their im-

“tioned, and {o make better provision respecting the admissiorn of land
“ surveyors and the survey of lands in this Province,” Surveyors in cases
of dispute as to the boundaries of lots, are required, with the view of ascer-
10 taining such boundaries, to measure the truc distance along the concession
line between thenearest undisputed posts, limits or monuments, and to divide
such distance into such number of lots as the same contained in the original
survey ; but whereas, owing to the incorrectness of the original surveys of
the Townships aforesaid, such subdivision does not agree with the division or
15 side lines drawn in the original survey, and consequently the disputed bound-
aries cannot be decided to the satisfaction of the parties intercsted ; And it
is thercfore necessary to provide a remedy; Therefore Her Majesty, &e.,
enucts as follows :
