MACNUTT MEMORIAL LECTURE

An authority on fisheries in Newfound-
land will deliver this year’s W. Stewart
MacNutt Memorial Lecture at the Uni-
versity of New Brunswick in Frederic-
ton on Tuesday, Oct. 26.

Entitled 100 Years of the Fishery Crisis
in Newfoundland, the lecture will be
held at 8 p.m. in Tilley Hall, room 102.
