AS Tegards oarrying out the exohange, I nay
Say that 1t 1s necessary to obtain a surrender of the
portion of land on the Indian Reserve to be conveyed
to Wr. Sproull and the looal 'Indian agent has been given
the neoessary instruotions in this matter.

I would beg to sall attention to the faot
that the oconveyanoce should bde to His Majeety the King
A8 represanted by the Honourable the Superintendent

Indian Affairs.
