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Canada was not in frvour of orders being placed 

directly with it or through it, but would gladly assist 
in regard to orders placed with private firms.

(vi) Should the Government of the United Kingdom place 

supplementary orders as mentioned in consideration (v) 

above, the Canadian Government would be happy to supply 

the fullest information regarding any private firms.
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
