Tue VaLve oF A KisoLy Acr.—St,
Acacius was bishop of Awida, in Mesopo-
tamia, during the reign of the Emperor
Theodosins the Youvger. The Romans
having achieved a great victory over the
Persians and captured seven thousand
prisoners, the latter were perishing with
ungos and in utted wmisery in the town
of Avui&a, whei the “"“Z':p ¢oucuived the
yurpose of ransoming and sending them
I)ac to their own country, althottgh they
were pagans and the Christian religion was
persecuted in Persia, He exhbausted all his
means in carrying out this project, and
even dizposed of the sacred vessels and
costly decorations of the churches. The

oot captives, on being released, did not
ail to publish every wlere such une ualled
generosity. The king was touched thereat
and acknowledged that the Romans had
twice yanquished him ; he expressed a
desire to sce the bishop, and obtained due
leave from Theodosins, He directed that
all persecution should cease throughout
his ‘dominions, and Christianity, under
favour of such liberty, took a wonderful
development there.

THE PROTECTION OF THE SAINTS.—St.
Leo, justly surnamed the Great, was elected
Pope in 440. The redoubtable Attila had
already destroyed the town of Aquileia,
and was preparing to advance on Rome.
The newly elected Pope, at the head of a
deputation of the Roman people, went
forth to meet him, and by the greatness of
his courage disarmed all hostility, Attila
told his soldiers, who were astonished at
seeing him making a backward movement,
“] beheld at the side of the bishop a ma-
jestic and venerable personage, who threat-
ened me with the sword if I should ven-
ture to pass onward.” It is believed that
it was the apostle St. Peter who thus ap-
peared to him. St. Leo, indeed, cherished
a special devotion toward the Prince of
the Apostles, and to his protection
attributed the success which attended
the pgreat works he accomplished
during the course of his pon-
tificate. He saved Rome a second time
from being laid in flames, wken Genseric
bad taken possession of it ; on which occa-
sion he watched and prayed forty nights
at the tomb of the Apostle, St. Lieo was
the bulwark against fxeresy, and the shin.
ing light of the Church, He died in 461.

THE CHURCH IN CHINA,

It might look very strange to Europeans
living in China to hear so qiule of the do-
ings of the Catholic missionaries in
China. Itisa fact which might have been
doubted some years ago, but now that it is
not so difficult to travel in the interior, can
be no longer disputed, the fact that hun-
dreds of Catholic missionaries are living
in China dressed as Chinese, not perambu-
lating for a time and then repairing to a
port to rest in comforts and ease, but con-
tinually living in the interior, having a
district allotted to them by their ecclesias-
tical superior to evangelize, and yet we
here in China hear so little of them we
might say that the little we know of them
comes from Europe, where the news goes
first, and from Europe comes to us, But,
after all, the little we hear, tells us much;
we hear very often of the services of
missionaries and Bishops who have spent
in the interior of China

THIRTY, FORTY, AND EVEN FIFTY YEARS.
We see by their annual reportsan increase
of not less than 15,000 new converts in
China every year, all adults, without
numbering the 200,000 baptisms admini -
tered every year to the foundlings, We
know that in every province there is a
Catholic Bishop with a_staff of European
and Chinese priests, and a'l these Pishops
and  missionaries depend  from  omne,
and practice the same, the organization of
the Catholic Church in Chiua, being, to
say the least, wonderful. Our missionar
ies are daily going from ome district to
snother, Ordinations of priests, and a'so
cunsecrations of Bishups, take place every
year in the interior of China, ‘Synodsare
?w}.!, ard it was only in 1880, three y
ago, that

FIVE 5YNODS WERE HELD IN CHINA,

{n which all the Catholic Bishops in this
large Empire took part. It was done very
quietly ; with the greatest facility and
surety, and the vigilant Mandarins came
to know of them only after they were
over. Some of the Synods lasted more
than a month. Finally we know that in
every province thereare large orphanages,
colleges, seminaries for Catholic youths,
and an immense number of primary
Catholic achools,

This strongly organized body must be
doing something in China, Yes, it does,
and much. Little isknown generally of its
doings and the reasons why are obvious.
The ‘é‘ntholic missionaries do not come to
China for a speculation, or for getting
some news and to write a book, or for pro-
curing a livelihood, or to get some repu-
tation and merits in order to get a good
situation at home. The Catholic mission-
aries come to Chita to work and die in
China, make of China their home.

THEY BECOME CHINESE THEMSELVES,
and what they see, hear and do, does not
appear to them in any way new, but com-
mon and natural ; they write home now
and then areport of their doings, because
they are bound to do so for direction and
support, but having complied with them
they prefer not to make known their suc-
cess lest they might give occasion to reac-
tion or rising obstacles. They write and
say as little as possible, and pray and work
as much as they can. Their whole mind
and soul arein their work, and they do not
mind what people say, whether they know
of them or not.

Although very little is knownabout the
Catholic Church in China, yet a collection
of missionary reports and correspondence
has been published, and every one can get
from them very valuable information
about every province of China. Butitap-
pears it is not much read. The Catholic
missionaries have crossed more than once
all China, and they are continually cross-
ing it ; from China our missionaries went
several times to India,

AND ALSO FROM INDIA TO CHINA.

It is therefore very refreshing to readin
our local papers that Mr——, of the Pro-
testant Inland Mission, has been where no
European has yet been. If the writer
woul‘i have inquired, he would have come
to know that the Catholic missionaries
have not only been there hundreds of
times, but also that Catholic missionaries
have been stationed there for years and
years, and once a 60“ they visit the
whole district. The Catholic éhurch is so
organized in China that they can hardly

0 one day’s journey without meeting a
Station, or residence of a Catholic mis-
sionary, or of a Catholic teacher, You
may not recognize the place, nor even the
missionary himself, because the Catholic
missionary has assumed quite the natives’
feature ; there is nothing European in it,
but the whole is Chinese, influenced, actu-
ated, vivified by Christian spirit. To des-
cribe what the Catholic missionaries in
China are daily doing is not easy. We
could only say what has been done. The
Catholic missionary has no time to write
schemes or propose them, he works. The
Catholic missions are not new in China,
and the young missionary cannot do better
than to follow the experienced men who
worked with success before him, It isleft
therefore, to us only to deseribe the goonf
results, which speak for themselves, of the
teachings and workings of the Catholic
missionaries in China.

Russia, Ireland’s Ally.

Very remarkable, in view of what we
eaid last week, is the following extract
from aun article in the Russian St, Peters-
burg Gazette. Russia is striving to strike
at England through India, Here is an
elaborate proposal for a Russian combina-
tion with lhe and against England.

The St. Petersburg journal says:

“Like all the European States, Russia
has been the enemy of every other coun-
try, and may be so again; but she has
only two enemies with whom she will
inevitably have to enter into a struggle
for life or death—these are Germany
and England. The conflict between the
Slavs and the Germans is an historical
and unavoidable necessity, As to the
coming struggle with England, Russia
should prepare herself by a rapproache-
ment with Ireland. The United States
of America were able to gain their free.
dom without foreign help, and the libera-
tion of Ireland is only & question of
time, .

“Ireland’s victory will be made the
more certain and speedy by the facy that
the majority in England, as well as in

Ireland, will certainly demand before
long the establishment of a separate par-

liament at Dublin. Whether the result
will be the autonomy or the complete in-
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dependence of Ireland, England will in
either case be completely paralyzed as
regards her action abroad.

“It is therefore, undoubtedly the direct
interest of Ruscia that Ireland should
come victorious out of the struggle in
which the is at present engaged.

“We need not openly assist her; this
would be uceless and, indeed, impossible,
But it is our duty to enter into friendly
relations with Ireland, which would be
the more advantageous to us, inasmuch
as they would improve cur relations with
the Catholics generally.

“The best means of doing this wonld be
to promote lLiish emigration to Russia
The establishment of hish colonies in |
Southern Sileiia, in the Caucacus and in
Tukestan districts, with a climate far
surpassing that of Ireland, would be very
advantageous both to the Irich and for
Russia,”

That invitation to emigrate to Siberia is
childlike and bland.

It is singular how every country wants |
these hardy Irish, except the country that
looks upon them with the eye of fear. |

case Will be declined with thanks by Irish-
men who have all the Siberia they want |
at home, as long as Earl Spencer wields |
the knout.—Redpath’s Weekly.
