On the following day another 11a\d]
vessel landed one hundred ssoldiers,
who compelled other rebels to retire
towards the castle. Encounters
between rebels and small bands of
police resulted in a number of
casualties. '

(:LO.\TDON, May 3.—Among other
signatories to the Republican pro-
clamation, found guilty and shot, were
Thomas J. Clarke and Thos. McDon-
ald, of Dublin. One thousand rebel
prisoners marched through the city
to-day, under a strong military escort.
The batch included many youths in
their 'teens and several women. It is
said that several thousand prisoners
have been taken by the military.
