Sir Robert Borden
I never regarded as much of a poli-
tician, but to-day I recognize him
as a distinguished statesman in the
cause of the Empire.

‘“N. W. Rowell, for years, has
followed his principles to the end.
He joinsd the leader of the provin-
cial House, and between the two oh
them they wiped away Ontario’s
bars. In going into thé Union Gov-
ernment, I am confident that he is
‘acting upon principle.

“The other members are also do-
ing what they believe their honest
duty, and deserve all credit and re-
spect for their efforts on behalf of
the Union ' Government.

‘“I am in favor of winning the war,
I don’t care how it is won. Did you
.ever sed a war hero from the front
