PARIS, July 9.—(Bulletin).—French troops early this mornmg attacked the
German lines on a front of about two and a half miles west of Antheuil, on the
front between Montdidier and the Oise, penetrating the enemy positions and
realizing an advance of a mile at certain points, the war gffice announced today

A German counter-attack upon the French lfhes at the Loges Farm in the
area of this advance, was repulsed, the French entirely maintaining their gains.
Prisoners were taken to the number of 450, including 14 officers;.

In the Longpont region, east of the' Retz forest the French inereased thelr
gains of yesterday, and took additional prisoners.
