LAH-NE-O-TAH

The Scribe of the Reporter's House-boat
as She Appears in Her Native Element
at Charleston Lake,

Nearly every day since the house-
boat—originated, builu and occupied
by the Scribe of the Reporter—was
launched into the waters of Charleston
lake in May last, the editor has had
to answer a thousand and one ques
tions as to its construction, design,
and adaptability to its proposed pur-
pose, and how it bas met his exprota-
tions in many different ways. As a
reply to all these questions, the pres-
ent article is penned. The rough pen
sketch at the head conveys a fairly
good view of the boat when under sail,
and was drawn for us by our friend,
Mr. C. C. Slack, Athens.

The Scribe and family have occupied
the house-boat more than half the time
since it was launched on the 9th of
May last and during that time have
sniled it and rowed it to pearly every
part of the lake, often making trips of
four and five wiles daily. The object
in moving from place to place was to
bave a yariety of scenery, and it was
seldom that the boat remained more
than a dav or two in the one place.

To those who did not read the de
scription given of the boat and its fur-
nishings in the Reporter of the 8rd f
May last, we would say that the Fah
ne-o tah is 36 feet in length by 13
feet wide, with a height of 9 feet 4 in.
from bottom of house to top of roof.
The hull is constructed of 1§ inch
pine plank recurely spiked to two solid
pine plank 30 feet 6 inches long and
90 inches wide. Instead of putting
the hull together after the old and

boat builders, the plank were grooved
on each ¢dge and a slip-tongue used to
fill the space, instead of using okum.
This was certainly an inovation on the
old time-honored custom of counstruct-
ing water craft, and many Wwise acres
shook their heads and deplored the
want of sense exhibited by the builder.
But time proves all things, and after
pearly five month’s trial the plan
adopted is found to work admirably.
The joints were covered with a liberal
coating of McLanghlin's Asphalt Roof
Paint and after the hull was ¢ mpleed
a couple of heavy coats were put on,
both inside and out, and although the
boat has been anchored out in some
of the worst winds experienced on the
lake [this seasun, as well as sailed
across the ‘i waters’ on several
occasions en the white caps werc
rolling 50 as to make it dangerous to
Le ont with a row hoat, the pumn that
was provided has never yet been called
into requisition to take uny water from
the hold. The roof wss another part
of the boat that seemed likely to give
trouble in keeping it water tight, as it
had a pitch 5f only 2 inches in nearly
7 feet. The rafters were first covered
.with § inch cedar On this a coat of
the Asphalt Roofing was put and then
a covering of coarse canvas cloth was
nailed down. A couple of lizht coats
of Asphalt Cement were next spread
over the canvas, and since the Loat
has been in the water it has been
walked on when sailing trom place to
place and_not a spot as large us a
penny piece hasgiven way. In fact,
the paint and l::mnt while suhjected
to many severe tests, have stood 0.K.,
and we have no hesitation in recom-
mending it asa perfect covering for
any like job that may he required.

The space used for living in is 18x21
feat with an 8 foot ceiling and a couple
of sheet iron annexes at the stern,
One of these is fitted up as a kitchen
and contains & neat little “Marvel”
cook-stove with the required amount
of cooking utensils, Shelving around
the side of the cooking galley make a
handy receptacle for the culinary
articles required for the convenience of
the cook. The other anmex is filted
up a8 a lavatory, having all tho'wequir-
ed conveniences, Perhaps the most
novel as well as convenient articles
are the two folding-beds which, during
the day, are turned up into the fronv
partition, thus forming the end walls
of the room, and easily let down and
made into a comfortable bedroom at
might. There is comfortable accommo
dation for six and the cupboard in a
corner contains’a supply of crockery
and table requisites for a party of
twelve. Lounges, chairs, and seating
for a like number are provided, and
visitors are surprised at the amount of
room available in so small & compass.
A platform of 6x13 feet at each end,
surrounded by a neat railing, makes a

An anchor and 75 feet of
heavy rope cable enable the boat to
be securely held in any desired place,
aithough when stopping for only a
short time it is . customary to run the
bow end up on the sand or rocks and
thereby have free access to the land.
The floor is of alternate strips of beau-
tifully grained ash and soft .maple,
while the sides, from the floor up three
f-et, are wainscotted with a fine grade
of cedar and pineand the balance ot
sides and ceiling is covered with an
attractive design in linoleum, Four
stained glass windows furnish all the
light required, but the two doors have
each glass panels which allow parties
on the platform to see theough the
boat to advantage. A mast in frout
holds the sail in place. The sail has a
boom of &5 feet and contwing about 80
yards of cauvas. A plank 18 feet
long and 20 inches wide fastened on
each side of the boat, and so arranged
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lee-boards and prevent the boat from
drifting when sailing close to the wind.
A flag-pole at the rear floats the Union
Jack, wheneyer the house-boat is
occupied.
