for the Bread.

They Allege the Bakers Caanot Agree
Amonz Themselves— Selt What
The Public Demand.

“From the statements made lo The

Planet by a city baker,” said grocers
William Potter and J. A Wilson on
Saturday, “it would appear .as if the
grocers were causing all -the trouble.
That is not so. The grocers really
have nothing todo with this row. The
bakers themselves are divided in the
matter. To begimn with, it i§ not true
that the grocers refuse to handle
pound-and-a-half loaves. The gro-
cers are willing to hanpdle ‘whatever
their customers wamnt. The customers
naturally prefer twop-poundt loaves at
five cents a loaf to pr.und-aml-a-halt
loaves at four cents. Therefore we
are selling more two-pound loaves
tham any other kind.
. “NoWw, there are bakers in Chatbham
quite willing to supply the
grocérs with two-pound . loaves- at
four gents and the public at five, and
we oati @give you their names, if neces-
sary, so khat you will see from that
fhat Uhe'Bakers themselves are not @
unit om their price of their bread.

“We contend that four cents a two=
pound loaf is plenty for bread. There
is a good profit in it for the bakers
if they can do enough ' business. Of
course, if there are too many making
bread’ to give all a large profit at
five cents 'they either must charge
more for their bread or else some of
{hem must quit the business ind leave
more trade for the rest. That, how-
ever, is theh iookout.

“The charge that the grocers are re-
eponsible for the high price of bread is
nod There never has been a word
from the Bakers aboul reducing the
price until this London bread came in.
Yet flonr has been no b gher than it
is now for the last two yeals. Far-
ther than that we were &9 completely
in the power of the bakers that if we
dared to sei- a loaf undér &'x cents
they wiomlbd «:pl/ui{ our supp'y, and
in ome case Lifey actually did cut off
one store. Then they turn round and
ieay we were responsible for- keeping
up the: price.

“As for a cemt & loaf profit, for
the grocer , it is not 100 mach, At
must be remembered that they must
ofien deiiver this bread considerable
d'stonces, and that there is ag much
trouble and loss in handling it as on
any other kind of goods. Then, again,
we have to pay the bakers cash, while
we ourselves have to do more or less
of a credit busineéss, and you know
how that effects profits. °

“We may add that the ma jority. of
the bakers are with the grocers, and
are willing to give the public a two-
pound loaf for five cents. That is the
main consideration. You may say, too,
that all the other bakers will have to
fall into line, because t he grocers must
handle the bread their customers
want.”
