Canada's Extraordinary Belie.

From New York World.
Montreal, June 20.—The Nou­

veau Monde Announces that the 
Church of the Gesu in this city has 
become possessed of an extraordina­
ry relic, the statue of Notre Dame 
de Liesse. Its history as set out by 
the Sacred Congregation of Rites in 
a citation of the 18th July, 1858, is 
as follows Three young French 
noblemen of the house of Epps 
joined the order of the Knights of 
S.t. John of Jerusalem, and were taken 
captive by the Saracens near Aeca- 
lor. The Mahometan Governor of­
fered to spare their lives if they 
would Renounce their faith and yield 
allegiance to Ahe prophet, but this 
they refused. He then sent ‘his' 
daughter Ismerie to them, hoping 
that her influence—for she was of 
surpassing beauty—would prevail 
over them. But, on the contrary, 
they persuaded her to become aj 
Christian, and while the nobles were 
praying the Blessed Virgin to take 
the Saraden maiden under her pro­
tection a statue of the Mother of 
God fell from heaven. The four 
young people at once set out for 
France, but Ismerie’s father sent his 
soldiers after them, and they would 
surely have been recaptured had they 
not been miraculously transported to 
Laon, where the young nobles had a 
castle. Their return was hailed with 
joy by the people, and a church was 
built in which the heaven sent image 
was honored for centuries under the 
name of Notre Dame de Liesse, Our 
Lady of Gladness. In 1793 image 
and church were burned in the fires 
of the revolution, but the ashes of 
the statue were preserved, and the 
head was discovered in 1857 in a 
vault where it had been screened bv 
the parish priest who had saved it 
from the flames. That year Pius 
IX. crowned the image and called it 
Mere de Grace, and it was placed in 
charge of the fathers of St. Vincent. 
In 1870, during the Franco-Prussian 
war, Laon was threatened by the 
invaders, and the image was sent to 
Paray-le-Morial. but returned to Laon 
in 1862. Last year two Canadian 
priests visited Laon and besought 
the fathers of St. Vincent to give the 
image to Canada. The fathers were 
thinking of sending it to China to a 
band of missionaries of their order, 
but they consented to give it to the 
Canadian priests, and oil Friday last 
it was placed by the Bishop'of Mont­
real on the altar of the Virgin in the 
Church of the Gesu.

The funeral of the* late ex-King 
of Hanover—by the way, his heir, it 
is said, will make his peace with 
Germany, receive back again his 
patrimony and marry the Princess 
Beatrice of England—was only the 
third royal funeral seen at Paris in 
two centuries, singular as the fact 
may seem. Louis XIV. and Louis 
XV. both died a£ Versailles, and 
were buried with maimed rights at 
St. Denis, the one at night, the 
other at daybreak. Who can forget 
that weird story of the peasants in 
the Bois de Boulogne, who, seeing 
the cortege of Louis XV. pass in the 
gray light like a guilty thing, made 
the forest ring with their sinister 
mockery of the King’s affected 
English hunting cry : “Ta-y-ho!” 
The bodies of Louis XVI. and 
Marie-Antoinette were thrown into 
pits filled with quicklime. No one 
knows whetc the little murdered 
Dauphin, Louis XVII., was laid. 
Louis XVI11. died in the Tuileries, 
and had a stately funeral, though it 
was not to be compared with the 
funeral of Napoleon the Great, 
brought back in Ids collin from St. 
Helena by De Joinville in 1840. 
Charles X. and,the Duke of Angou- 
lemc, who for a lew days îiore the 
phantom title of Louis XIX., died 
in exile at Goritz. Louis Philippe 
died in England and was buried all 
Claremont, though subsequently his 
remains wei;c removed to Dreux. 
Napoleon III. lies at Chishlehurst. 
Thus the capital of France ih the 
course of two centuries has really 
only seen three royal funerals, and 
of these three one was that of a 
deposed foreign king, and another 
the reinterment of a sovereign who 
had died twenty years before in exile.

Count Aubbikt de Pevt, a French 
nobleman, whose body was found in 
the Thames near Windsor a short 
time ago, left an envelope which he 
called his “ last impressions.” After 
speaking of this world as 11 a kind of 
experimental hell,” and declariug in 
favor of drowning as the best way 
out of it, he left this “ impression ” 
regarding what was to follow :—“ I 
know that as soon as we have become 
separated from the human frame of 
this world (never to revive again) we 
are immediately supplied with à new 
body, but more ethereal. It has our 
shape and form, is like us, but more 
beautiful, lessor more, according to 
what we are worth. As £o the wicked 
they hear the stamp of what they are. 
This is in reality the resurrection, as 
it c ugbt to be understood. And we 
also undergo immediate judgment, 
and ore sent to tlie different parts of 
the spiritual world, and are then left 
to ourselves. The good enjoy theirs 
at once. The wicked are kept under 
subjection and severe laws ; but there 
is always a door open for them if they 
purify—for God is ever merciful. I 
leave the world these simple truths, 
highly respecting the founders of 
many religions, and one particularly 
—Jésus of Nazareth. He was a 
well-informed man, who wanted to 
free his country lrom the abuses of 
priesthood and the oppression and 
tyranny of Kings and Cœsars of that 
day.” _______________

The pistols with which Kullmann 
and Blind attempted to take Prince 
Bismarck's life are conspicuous ob­
jects on bis table, and the latter 
weapon accidentally wont off in 1875 
at a reception. The Prince took con­
siderable trouble tp secure them. 
Kullmann’s he bought from the 
Bavarian Treasury for one thaler, 
twenty silbcrgrochen, and Blind's 
the Minister of Finance at Munich 
decided might be given up to the 
Prince at the market price. The 
Emperor is accumulating a similiar 
historic museum.

Trying to Destroy His Family.

George W. Stiles, Shoots his Wife,
Kills his Child, and Cuts his Own
Throat.

From the N. Y. Sun.
Philadelphia, June 27.—George 

W. Stiles, his wife and children, a 
boy of 14 and a girl of 5 years of age, 
lived at Edgemont street and Lehigh 
avenue. Stiles is about 59 years of 
age and his wife 48. He is a steward 
of the sebooaer “ Annie Stevens,” 
and has followed the water for years. 
Upon each of bis visits to his home 
he has had quarrels with his wife, 
which arc caused by jealously. For 
some time past be has been in the 
hospital under treatment for an af­
fection of the eyes. On returning 
home last evening he bad a quarrel 
with his wife. Early this morning 
he arose and went out, coming back 
about 6 £ o’clock with a revolver in 
his hand. He found his wife lying 
on a lounge an i fired at her, the ball 
entering the left breast, going 
through her corset, which broke the 
force of it and probably was the 
means of saving her life.

As soon as the shot was fired, 
Stiles started to go up stairs. His 
son followed him, for the purpose of 
saving his sister, hut when he en­
tered the room, his father pointed 
the revolver at his head and 
threatened to shoot him if he did not 
retire. The boy returned to the door 
in time to see his father draw from 
his pocket a large dirk knife, which 
he opened, approach the bed in 
which his sister Lilly was asleep, 
and drew it across her throat. Then 
he drew the knife across his own 
throat.

The boy ran down stairs, followed 
by his father, who reached the front 
step, where he fell bleeding, and 
too weak ttf go any further. The 
little girl died at 10 o'clock this 
morning.

A Russian Colonel, lately ap­
pointed chief police master of one 
of the moat populous towns of the 
Baltic provinces, has hit upon a very 
novel plan of subduing fish wives. 
“ You must be locked up in the same 
cell till you kiss each other.” This 
was invariably the sentence of the 
new magistrate in every case of 
female broil which has come before 
him. He knew very well 1 hat, though 
kissing is a habit with Russian men, 
it is not much in use with the women 
of Muscovy, least of all with the 
fish wives. The excited women now 
railed for a time louder than ever, 
protested that they would sooner die 
than give this humiliating sign of 
reconciliation, and then, after a few 
hours confinement, called the jailer, 
and informed him that they had 
kissed. As the conciliatory act was 
without witnesses, they were told 
that they must repeat the kiss in 
public in the market square. They 
were compelled, in the midst of their 
sisters in trade, to kiss each other 
three times.

The late Archduke Francis Charles 
of Austria, father of the Emperor 
and brother-in-law of Napoleon, has 
declined in his son's favor the crown 
which in 1848 his brother Ferdinand 
made over to him. “I am a good 
Viennese bourgeois,” he said, “ but 
I would make a bad emperor.” The 
Archduke it was who so cruelly 
smashed the clever but vain pianist, 
Léopold von Meyer, who had just 
executed before him a very brilliant 
fantasia and manifested physical 
distress at its conclusion. “ 1 have 
heard Thalberg,” said the Archduke, 
courteously. “ and I have listened to 
Liszt (here the musician profoundly 
bowed), and I must say that neither 
of those distinguished artists (here 
the musician's topknot brushed his 
instep)—I repeat it, that neither of 
those artists perspired half so freely 
as you do ! !”
