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THE RECEPTION TO HON- E. 
BLAKE

On Wednesday last the Hon. Edward 
Blake arrived at Chatham, and at the sta­
tion was met by the representative of the 
County and persons connected with the 
Grit party in this County, to the number 
of some three or four score. Cheers 
were given for the Liberal Leader when 
he made his appearance, who received a 
cordial greeting from those present. It 
is stated by the Grit organ in this 
County that cheers were proposed for 
Hon. Peter Mitchell, and that there was 
no response. This on the face of it 
might appear somewhat strange to the 
great majority of our people, who have 
never yet been known to fail, on any pub­
lic occasion, to show in this way, their 
respect for the man who has in so many 
ways proved himself the benefactor of 
his native County. As the cheers were 
proposed by a negro, it does appear to 
us that it was a “ put up” job on the part 
of the Grits, and that the colored gem- 
man was in all probability one of the 
Black Coek Company importe*} from St. 
John to run the Refreshment business 
during the great Reception. No elector 
in this County ever proposed cheers for 
the Hon. Peter Mitchell without obtain­
ing a response, but no sane elector would 
have thought of proposing such a thing 
just at that time, among a crowd of men 
gathered to do honor to Mr. Blake. The 

. Liberal leader proceeded to Chatham, 
where he was the guest of J. B. Snowball, 
Esq. ..

On Thursday morning a party consist­
ing of Mr. Blake, and about a score of 
citizens took passage on the steamer St. 
George, for a trip on the river, which ex­
tended down as far as Black Brook, up 
to the South West Railway Bridge and 
back to Chatham. The steamer did not 
call at Newcastle, nor have we heard 
that at any time during the visit of Mr. 
Blake was this gentleman permitted by 
Mr. Snowball to visit the Shiretôwn of 
the County. It matters little however, 
viewed from a political standpoint, but 
just shows the selfish spirit which actua­
ted our representative in thus monopoliz­
ing the time of a distinguished stranger, 
in and about Chatham, to the exemption 
of the other towns. A number of guests 
were present at lunch and dinr/er at Mr. 
Snowball’s residence on Thursday. In 
the evening Mr. Blake was serenaded by 
the Chatham Brass Band, (whose mem­
bers had been for some time practising 
for the reception) who in return address­
ed to them his thanks.

Reception Day.
Friday was to have been a victorious 

day over the Government forces, but in 
spite of elaborate and costly prepara­
tions, a very small proportion of the 
population turned out to witness the 
proceedings, which were anything but 
inspiring in their character. The results 
were exceedingly satisfactory to the
--------Conservative Party,who have no
reason to regret the coming of the Op­
position Leader.

At an early hour the Band of the 62nd 
Battalion, St. John, arrived, and march­
ing through the streets, awakened the 
people from their slumbers, who imagin­
ed that Cole’s or some other circus had 
arrived. Possibly they were not far 
astray. During the interval between 
breakfast and dinner the Band played 
several selections, thé music being very 
much admired, and deservedly so. The 
Chatham Band was engaged in another 
direction—having been secured to accom­
pany the steamer and barge which were 
sent up river during the morning for the 
purpose of bringing down those who 
wished to enjoy a free trip to Chatham 
and return. The barge returned between 
two and three o’clock with some four or 
five hundred excursionists, there having 
been some noisy demonstrations and 
fighting on the way down. The Telegraph 
states that the barge brought down a 
thousand people. Now those who know 
the dimensions of the barges employed 
on this river are aware that not more 
than half the number could find even 
standing room on such a craft, but in the 
face of facts known to many, the leading 
Grit organ in this Province, follows in 
the track of previous efforts at “ doubl­
ing” and conjures up a thousand where 
never a thousand could be. We have no 
wish to disparage the affair in any way, 
as there is nothing to be gained by so 
doing, but shall stick to facts ; and in 
this way show a good example to the St. 
John Grit multiplyer and other papers of 
the like stripe.

About Town

there was not much stir up to eleven or 
twelve o’clock, and from the numbers on 
the streets a spectator would not have 
imagined that anything unusual was go­
ing on, but for the display of bunting 
along Water Street.

Our reporter was informed of a good 
joke got off during the morning. lie 
was told that some of the hands about 
Mr. Snowball's establishment were put­
ting up the shutters on the store, when a 
passer by asked an employee the signifi­
cant question-—

“Who’s Dead?”
There was no response, but the shutter: 

did not go up.
The Decorations .•

consisted mainly of a display of buntin; 
stretched across Water Street at several 
points. Flags of every nationality were 
seen, some of them bearing the most 
outlandish names. One of these flags 
contained some lettering not at all inap­
propriate to such an occasion. Jt was 
attached to a string stretching from the 
Star office to a store on the opposite side 
of the street, and bore three large letters-^

“ I. C. B.”
which struck ns as bearing a strong re­
semblance to the word—“ Icuabod," or 
“The glory is departed.” At another 
point was seen the yellow or small pox 
flag, aa ominous emblem of a pestilence. 
The Chatham Grits evidently knew what 
they were about when they erected these 
flags —both of which were most signifi­
cant as referring to their party in this 
County.

At the south side of the Masonic Hall, 
and facing the Public Square, a large 
platform had been erected some ninety 
or a hundred feet long by about twenty 
in depth, the front oi which was decora­
ted with evergreens. In the centre was

a neatly constructed arch of cedar, bear­
ing the words—“ Welcome Liberal 
Leader." On either side of the arch, and 
along the edge of the canvas-covered 
roof, other mottoes were seen—“ Re­
venue Tariff,” “ No Monopolies,” “ No 
tax on breadstuffs." The platform had 
seating accom nodat'ou for some two or 
three hundred : which was mainly occu­
pied by ladies during the deliveiy of the 
addressee.

Afternoon Proceedings,
Soon after dinner the sixty second Bat­

talion Band paraded the streets, and 
marching to the Masonic Hall, took posi­
tion on the platform where they played 
several selections, in very good style, the 
music being very much enjoyed.

Shortly afte ■ three o’clock the Hon. 
Mr. Blake appeared, accompanied by J. 
B. Snowball, Esq., M. P., Geo. McLeod, 
Esq., and others. Cheers were given for 
the three gentlemen named.

The platform was at this time well fill­
ed, the seats being principally occupied 
by ladies. The attendance, all told was 
certainly not much in excess of 2000. 
Mr. Geo. McLeod, avlio Certainly would 
not underestimate the crowd, placed the 
nu nher at 2500. There : may have been 
2250 persons present, nearly one fourth 
of whom were women and children, re- 
p "esenting about one half of the popula­
tion of the town of Chatham. No second 
rate circus ever failed to attract a much 
larger concourse of people either in 
Chatham or Newcastle.

R. Carman, Esq., who occupied the 
chair, rose to ope i the ball, but spoke so 
low and indistinctly as to be heard by 
only a few in the immediate vicinity. 
The writer happened to be very near, and 
managed to catch the most of what was 
said. He referred to the speaker of the 
day as a gentleman known wherever the 
English language was spoken—an orator 
unsurpassed in the Dominion,—a gentle­
man whom the Liberal party were proud 
to call their leader. It was not his duty he 
said to discuss questions referred to in 
the address to be presented. He would 
leave that to Mr. Blake, who at consider­
able sacrifice was visiting the Maritime 
Provinces, for the purpose of discussing 
these questions, and also to gain personal 
knowledge of our people and their re­
quirements, which would be of service to 
liim when he again appeared in Parlia­
ment. In closing he said public opinion 
had gone wrong at time of Confederation 
and also at last election, but would be 
righted at next election when the great 
Liberal Party would be proud to hail Mr. 
Blake as their leader.

[There were Grit prophets who made 
similar prophecies at the late election, 
with what result the people well know. 
The prospects now are that as great if 
not a greater defeat awaits the Grits in 
1883.]—Ed. Advocate.

J. B. Snowball, Esq., being called upon 
to speak, said he did so with much re­
luctance. He evidently did so with much 
embarrassment, for seldom have we seen 
him make as poor an attempt at speaking 
as on that occasion. He got things 
pretty well mixed up, his notes evidently 
being of very little service to him. He 
said he was sure those present would 
take great pleasure in listening to Mr. 
Blake, who would speak to them loftily 
of the affairs of the Dominion—above 
the style so often indulged in by certain 
politicians (himself included.) He sang 
the same played out song about the 
National Policy, which he said was a 
policy of Opposition—a policy calculated 
to build up the few at the expense of the 
masses. Even though men got 25 per 
cent, more wages now than they did 
years ago, they could not make the $1.25 
per day go as far as the §1.00 per day did 
formerly, which he of course attributed 
to the N. P.

[The exorbitant prices charged to 
workmen in the woods and elsewhere 
had nothing whatever to do with it—cer­
tainly not.]

He referred to the promises made at 
Confederation that no greater taxation 
would be required, and said pledges had 
been violated. The surplus boasted of 
by the Finance Minister had been wrung 
oat of pockets of the people, a surplus 
gained by imposing additional taxation 
in viofatiou of pledges made at last elec­
tion that the tariff would be readjusted, 
but not increased.

[He forgot to tell them that the posses­
sion of such a surplus as stated by Mr. 
Tilley, would enable the country to avoid 
the disagreeable necessity of borrowing 
money and paying interest therefor, 
which would have to be “ wrung” out of 
the pockets of the people, for whom Mr. 
Snowball feels such earnest solicitude.] 

It had been asked why was Mr. Blfike 
here just now. In answer he would say 
it was only last winter that he was ap­
pointed the leader of the party, and he 
had been visiting the Maritime Provinces 
to ascertain the views of the people on 
the questions of the day. His visit was 
short, but he had done much for the 
party, and would go away a prouder man 
after meeting such an audience as was 
here to-day. [Which was the very re­
verse of what really did take place.] 
After stating that Mr. Blake was never 
afraid to meet his opponents, [which 
was not strictly in accordance with the 
truth, Mr. Tilley having offered to meet 
Mr. B. at one of the meetings up the St. 
John river, only to be refused] Mr. S. 
said he had heard that the Finance Min­
ister or some other of the big guns were 
expected'.during this month at Miramichi. 
Then striking a tragic attitude, as if to 
impress upon his auditors the importance 
of the announcement about to be made, 
he exclaimed—let them come to Chatham. 
He would be prepared to receive the Fi­
nance Minister in an hospitable manner 
as he had done before when Mr. Tilley 
came here as Governor, but he would be 
prepared to meet the big guns on the 
platform, [as he did with Sir Hector 
Langevin when asked to show courtesy 
to that distinguished stranger at tlie re­
ception in the Masonic Hall recently] and 
discuss with them the public questions 
of the day, half hour about, quarter of an 
hour about, or in any way whatever, if 
he was asked to do so. (Cheers and 
ironical laughter.) He would tell them 
truths that would carry conviction to 
every heart. [This would be something 
new in the history of Gritism.]

This brought to a close Mr. S.’s speech, 
if it may so be called. In his closing re­
marks he evidently forgot the fate of poor 
David Irvine at Woodstock, who asked 
permission to reply to Sir'Charles Tupper, 
only to be annihilated.

Geo. McLeod, Esq., \yho followed 
was received with cheers. He said if he 
had known he was to We called upon to 
speak, his modesty might have kept him 
away. He was only a lesser light pre 
ceding the great luminary about to fol­
low him. Re was ouu of the committee 
to bid Mr. Blake \velcome of the first 
meeting held at St. John, and he was 
now here to bid the Liberal leader good­
bye after tlw great work done in the 
Maritime Provinces. |s 3 wide
difference of opinion on this point, failure 
having marked quite a number of the 
meetings.] It was not his intention to 
discuss the fiscal questions of the day, as 
that would be fitlly done by the gentleman 
Who would follow him. [He perhaps re­
ferred ironically to Mr, Burchill, who 
read the voluminous and “ three-volumed 
address” at the close of his speech.] He 
claimed that Protection added to the 
cost of the manufacture of lumber, and 
that to be fair, those engaged in the busi­
ness hi“) as much right to a drawback as 
the shipbuilder and others favored in 
that way. [Suppose Ujé Gov't did allow 
a drawback to those engaged in the lum- 
ber business, do the laboring men imagine 
that the exorbitant * prices charged on 
goods supplied to them would be reduced, 
or that they would be benefltted in any 
other way. Hardly.]

He could show tuunv other ways in 
which the N. P. injured the people. [He 
didn't however,] But the pei)[ne Lut! 
come to hear the Liberal leader, and he 
wou’d not trespass upon their time. 
With tears in jus eyes, (.«’pathetically al­
luded to. some of the politician» whose 
boue- were laid in the graye.ajud said tb*i 
if these could rise they Would do so to 
condemn the policy of the present admin­
istra.ion. (Cheers from a number who 
were evidently amused at tills ghostly al­
lusion.)

A voice—•• A word with you, Mr. M -

Leod. My name is John M Guire, an 
elector—I want you to answer a ques­
tion.” In the meantime R. Carman, Esq., 
had advanced to the front to announce 
that the Address was about to be read, 
and was preparing to make another 
speech, when he was recalled. John P. 
Burchill, Esq., rose to read the Address, 
and faced Mr. Blake for that purpose, 
but M’Guire’s voice was still heard above 
the confusion calliug for Mr. M'Leod, 
who kept his seat. Mr. Blake said it was 
a shame that the meeting should be dis­
turbed in this way [had an elector no 
right to ask a question] and asked who 
it was. The reply came from some one 
on the platform—“ 0I1, only a half 
.drunken and half crazy fellow.” The 
questioner did not appear to be the worse 
of liquor, but he was hurried oil' the 
ground by a policeman, and order was at 
length restored, and the scene changes.

The next Act is the reading of the Ad­
dress. Mr. Burchill solemnly performs 
that task, wading through the foolscap 
pages of printed matter, with the air of 
a martyr who had been selected for the 
performance of a painful duty, while 
near at hand stood Mr. Snowball's news­
paper friend, firmly grasping a huge roll 
of parchment, which looked formidable 
enough to be the death warrant of the 
Grit party in the County. Whether or 
no Mr. McLeod referred "to Mr. Burchill 
as the gentleman who was to follow him, 
the reference might have been so con­
strued, for the long-winded address went 
at some length iuto the questions of the 
day, instead of being merely an address 
of welcome, leaving these questions for 
Mr. Blake to discuss. We have not the 
space at our disposal to publish it. It 
referred to the Premiership of the Do­
minion—the position of the Leader of 
the Liocrals—the National Policy—the 
readjustment of the tarifl'—Confederation 
—Free Trade—Reciprocity with the V. 
States—the Pacific Railway—the taritt" 
policy of the Government—the lumber 
business—fishing and agricultural in­
terests—the exodus—the record of the 
Liberal Party and other matters. As 
soon as Mr. Burchill concluded his task, 
Mr. Blake advanced to the front, and 
was received with hearty cheers.

He said he would have to ask the for­
bearance of his audience if his voice 
failed to reach the confines of the vast 
assemblage. It would be his duty for 
the next two hours to keep his mouth 
open, and their duty to keep theirs shut. 
(Laughter.) [This was evidently a hiut 
to ask no questions, that kind of inter­
ruption not being desirable.]*- He 
thanked them for the flattering address 
presented, and then proceeded to show 
the great privileges now enjoyed by us, 
the result of the noble ettbrts put'forth 
in the past. He urged upon the people 
the duty of informing themselves upon 
the questions of the day, in order that 
they might take intelligent actiou at the 
next election.

[This was rather a strange remark to 
make to the people of our County, who 
elected one of his own party as their re­
presentative, at the last election. If he 
meant that to be a reflection upon their 
Intelligence, we heartily agree with him, 
and assure him that they will be more in­
telligent in 1883.] He asked that they 
would bring what he would say' to the 
test of truth and experieuce. Said taxa­
tion was a burden, and less we had of it 
the better, [so say we,] and those who 
raised the taxation of the country incur­
red a serious responsibility, lu order 
that taxation should be as light as pos­
sible, economical Government was neces­
sary. The times fluctuated, and although 
there were surpluses now, a change 
would certainly come, and every care 
should be exercised by those in power to 
provide against times of depression, 
when the people would feel seriously the 
burden of taxation placed upon them.

He showed the large increase in the 
expenditure since the Union, which had 
gone up from thirteen and a half millions 
in 1867 to over twenty six millions in 
1881, and also alluded to the increase in 
the number of the officials employed at 
Ottawa, without showing that increased 
expenditure was actually necessary as 
new territory was acquired and the neces­
sity for public works increased. With 
reference to taxation he said he wished 
the people could for one year pay their 
duties direct to a tax gatherer instead of 
to the merchant, they would then better 
understand what they were doing, and 
some awkward questions would be asked. 
Mr. Blake went at some length into the 
duties paid on various articles, in order 
to show [according to his theory] the in­
justice of the tarifl'.

He said the amount of duties paid was 
nearly half as much again as in 1878, hav­
ing risen from an average of 14 to that 
of 20 per cent. [Mr. Blalte, with all his 
reputation for candid utterances, must 
have known that he stated, to say the 
least, what was ihcorreetaud misleading. 
The Blue books,—the correctness of 
which, with reference to this point, has 
not yet been questioned, give the rate as 
follows :—For year ending 3uth Juue, 
1878, 13.74 Jier cent.; year undiug 30th 
June, 1879, 15.78 per cent:; year endiug- 
30th June, 1880, 16.34 percent., or about 
oue hall' the increase of which Mr. Blake 
complains. But eveu if the tariff was 
less than 14 per ct. in Mr. Mackenzie’s 
time, Mr. Blake and his followers well 
know that it failed to produce the neces­
sary revenue to meet the current expendi­
ture and that deficits were reckoned by 
millions of dollars annually. What use 
then to quote such nonsense to the in­
telligent electors of this County. A11 
error of this magnitude is apparently of 
very little moment when Grit charges 
are to lie preferred against the Govern­
ment.] Mr. Blake further claimed that 
the policy of 1‘rotectiou was one calcula­
ted to enrich the sugar refiners and some 
other manufacturers at the expense of 
the masses. Protection, if applied at all, 
he said should be made to benefit all 
classes, which it now did not. He claim­
ed that the Government were unable to 
spend the large surplus obtained, and 
that therefore they should have left the 
amount in the pockets of the people 
until it was wanted. Large surpluses, 
he contended, produced extravagance. 
The gentlemen iu power had promised to 
make the taxes equitable—which means 
that all shall pay according to their abil­
ity. By what is known as the specific 
duty they have practically said that they 

zwould tax the poor twice as much us the 
rich. [Mr. Blake here went into a des­
cription of the specific duty on cottons 
and other heavy articles, to show the in­
justice done to the poor mau—but as all 
the articles named, of nearly all, are 
manufactured in the Dominion, uq injus­
tice- is done, for cottons etc! can be 
bought as cheaply as ever—the manufac­
ture of establishments which give em­
ployment to the working classes. The 
attempt of Mr. Blake and his party to 
build up foreign manufactures places 
them before the country as bejug “ the 
friends of every country but their own.”] 
Mr, Blake said he did uot object to manu­
factures. but did object to the large divi­
dends made, which had increased under 
the N. P. The sugar refiners had made 
)} millions of dollars more out of the 
country than they would have under the 
old taritf. [which allowed foreign manu- 
factures to pocket the dividends now 
retained by Canadians] enabling these 
men to grow rich by Act of Parliament.

[Oncè or twice the restlessness of 
many in the erbwd and their unwilling­
ness to listen had brought forth a re­
monstrance from Mr. Blake, and he now 
said that as so many persons seemed to 
prefer to walk about engaging in couver- 
sutiou instead of listening to him, he 

I would ii3>“ to curtail his remarks. Mr. 
B. had then only (toco l peaking one hour, 
and he was good for two when hti started. 
He was evidently very much anuoyed at 
the indifference manifested, particularly 
when he noticed that at one stage ol the 
proceedings nearly one third of his 
auditors ran away when some little ex- 

i eitemeut occurred iu the vicinity, aud 
many of them did uot return. Aud yet 

I the Telegraph says that Mr. Blake's great 
speech,"of which we did not get more 

1 than two thirds, received a most atten- 
I live hearing.]

Mr. Blake, after complaining tpai, his 
voice was giving out—although it souu<J- 

i yd clear enough—went on to prove ac- 
1 cording to his"theory, that there was nq

protection for the farmer and no protec­
tion for the laborer under the present 
tariff. [This dose must be taken cau­
tiously, for while in many places Mr. 
Blake complained of the tax on flour as 
be'ng an injury to the people in the 
Maritime Provinces, he incidentally 
n eant to convey the impression that the 
wheat growers of Ontario were being 
benefltted the -eby, his remarks admitting 
of no other construction. On the other 
hand Mr. Mackenzie said the tax did not 
help the wheat growers in Ontario, ctn 
veying the impression that it was no 
burden to the dwellers by the sea. Now, 
who is to be believed, Mr. Blake or Mr. 
Mackenzie, who frame their speeches to 
suit all localities.] Mr. Blake said the 
tariff restricts trade between many por­
tions of the Dominion and the neighbor­
ing States, which was much tp be re­
gretted, and thought it very unfortunate 
that the Reciproc'ty Treaty had been re­
pealed. After referring briefly to the 
Pacific Railway, Mr. Blake’’closed by 
appealing to the people of Northumber­
land to staud by the Reform party if they 
believed its policy was calculated to ad­
vance the best interests of tfle country, 
but as houest meu to oppose it if they 
thought otherwise.

[As they. In commou with the rest of 
the Dominion, arc in the dark as to what 
the policy of the Reform party really is, 
he propounded jiu extremely difficult 
task.] He looked to the people of Nor­
thumberland to repeat their action of 
1878. They all knew Mr. Snowball and 
Mr. McLeod, who did not ask for pro­
tection, but only for the removal of op­
pressive burdens from the man who 
wields the axe to the gentlemen who con­
duct the business. [These gentlemen 
generally protect themselves pretty well 
in the lumber business.] He urged the 
party to organize, to remember that it 
was their own battle they were about to 
fight, and to do their best, from the 
leaders down to the very humblest among 
them. He hoped the peeple of this fine 
County would assist In eighteen eighty 
three to retrieve the unfortunate mistake 
made at the last election. [They will, 
suffiras their own mistake is cenccrned.] 
After thankiug those who had listened to 
him, Mr. Blake retired, aud was loudly 
cheered by a portion of the crowd, which 
had dwindled away considerably by this 
lime.

Mr. Blake spoke for about an hour and 
twenty minutes. The Band played God 
Save the Queen, cheers were given for 
Blake, Snowball, McLeod and others, 
and this act in the drama was at an end.

We will do the Liberal Leader the 
credit of saying that he is one of the 
best, if not the best speaker we have 
heard in this section of the country. 
His articulation is clear, his language 
good, his sentences graceful and flowing. 
And yet withal there is something want­
ing—painfully so, and it was this impres­
sion that seemed to pervade the crowd 
when they manifested such inattention 
during the delivery of his address. He 
is lacking in that enthusiasm which so 
generally animates the master minds of 
our country, by which they control their 
audiences at will, and rivet their atten­
tion from commencement to close. Al­
most as cold and unimpassioned as sculp­
tured marble, he tells his story eloquent­
ly and gracefully ’tis true, but with a 
lack of animation and fervor which im­
presses one with the belief that he is uot 
giving utterance to the sincere and hon­
est convictions of his well trained and 
cultured mind. He seems to stand in 
the position of a special pleader, doing 
his best for his clients, but not being 
wholly in sympathy with their cause. 
The meeting on Friday was not at all tip 
to the anticipations of the Reform party. 
It was fully expected that Mr. Blake 
would have been able to exert a powerful 
influence over those who would be pre­
sent to hear him, and his failure to do so 
was evident in the almost petulant man­
ner in which he drew attention to the in­
difference of a large number of his audi­
tors. As a day of pleasure and amuse­
ment for many" the Reform meeting was 
a success—but it was barren of those re­
sults which its promoters very naturally 
anticipated, as a reward for the large 
outlay of money and time spent in mak­
ing the necessary preparations. If this 
last meeting in the Maritime tour is a 
source of comfort to the Grits, then we 
can only say that it has given immense 
satisfaction to the Liberal Conservatives 
of the County, who see in it an indica­
tion of the waning influence of the Re­
form party in this County, which neither 
Mr. Blake nor any other orator can 
arouse to new life and vigor. Our peo­
ple may be told to shut’their mouths 
when listening to political orations, but 
they cannot shut their eyes to what is 
going on all over the Dominion—and 
seeing for themselves the evidences of 
the improvement going on throughout 
the Dominion, they are fully aware that 
the Government cannot be defeated at 
the next election, and are shaping their 
course accordingly.

We understand that there was a dinner 
or something of the kind held in the 
Temperance Hall on Friday evening, but 
have not been put in possession of any 
particulars relating thereto. We are in­
formed that the Hon. Mr. Blake left for 
Dalhousie on Saturday morning, where 
he was to remain the guest of Geo. 
Haddow, Esq., M. P., until yesterday.

Drowning Accident and Rescue.
On Monday morning about half past 

one o’clock, Mr. Alexander Cameron, who 
had just arrived from Black River, at a 
raft lying at Black Brook, in charge of 
Mr. John Camercu his brother, who slept 
on board, thought he heard cries of dis­
tress oq the river, aqd after some little 
time, the cries continuing, both men 
got iuto a log canoe and followed the 
sound us it seemed to be receding down 
the river, until at last they made out 
there were men iu the water shouting 
for help. They immediately shouted tor 
them to hold ou, and were soon alongside 
a capsized boat to which two ineu were 
clinging at

THE LAST POINT OK EXHAUSTION.
They had then drifted down opposite 
Bartigogue River. The men were speedily 
taken into the canoe and brought up to 
Black Brook. Where dry clothes were 
given them from the raft. Tlleir story 
was as follows :—About midnight three 
of them, David Newman,: colored 
steward, Jamaica; Geo. Brown, (cook), 
Boston, and G. Edward, (apprentice,) 
Aberdeen, all belonging to the bark 
“ Glengairu,'' Brown, from Luudou. an­
chored off Black Brook, attempted to 
reach their ship from the shore by hading 
for a boat. None coming, however, they 
got a small skjff sqmejvherc near AJr. 
Rice’s, but the boat leaked gfid subse­
quently capsized, all being thrown Into 
tlie water. The steward, jNewman, 
seized hold of the lad EdwardK aud the 
two

WENT TO THE BOTTOM TOGETHER,
until Edwards after a struggle managed 
to shake Newman off and coming to the 
Siirfat £ made for the capsized boat, to 
width lie found Brown the cook; clinging. 
When the caroc manned by the Camerons 
was approaching, the two sailors hail 
made up their minds they could hold on 
no longer, having been an hour aud a 
half in the water. They encouraged each 
other, ami reserved themselves lor one 
last shout, which was providentially an­
swered by tbeir rescuers, but in the ab­
sence of which, they would probably 
hat e been drowued with their shipmate 
Newman, of whom uothing more xyu» 
j een. Much credit is due to the Messrs. 
Cameron for their exertions in saving the 
two men .—Chatham Adcance.

President Garfield. ■

[The news from the White House has 
been of a more hopeful character than 
the preceding week, aud the condition of 
the President is regarded with increased 
satisfaction and encouragement. On the 
31st ult. he is reported as having had a 
quiet and comfortable day, and iu addi- 
tiou to the usual nourishment he was 
given a small piece of carefully prepared 
broiled beefsteak, which he seemed to en­
joy. The swelling of the parotid gland 
had been reduced to two thirels its maxi­
mum and was steadily diminishing.

Washington, Sept. 2, 8.30 p. m.—The 
President slept well during the night and 
this morning his condition is in all res­
pects as favorable as yesterday at the 
same hour.
Sept. 2,6.30 p. in.—The President passed 

a comfortable day, and this evening lie 
appears better than for some days past. 
He has taken a large proportion of nutri­
ment by mouth, and manifested greater 
relish for it. His pulse shows some im­
provement as rega-ds frequency and 
strength The parotid abeess continues 
to improve. The wound shows as yet 
little change. This evening his pulse 
is 104; temperature, 99; respiration. 19.

Washington, Executive Mansion, 
Sept. 2.—Secretary Blaine has sent the 
following to Minister Lowell to-night :—

To Lowell, Minister, London :—Tlie 
President has had a very satisfactory day 
and in the judgment of the surgeons all 
his symptoms are favorable to-night. 
Taking the twenty-four hours through 
lie lias had less fever and better appetite 
than for many days past.

Washington, Sept. 4.—The official 
bulletin at 8.30 a. ra. says : The President 
vomited once last evening and once about 
an hour after midnight. Notwithstand­
ing this disturbance he slept well most 
of the night and this morning has taken 
food by meuth without nausea and has 
retained it. His pulse is somewhat more 
frequent but iu other respects his condB 
tion is about the same as at this hour 
yesterday. Pulse, 108 ; temperature, 
98.4 ; respiration, 18.

Official bulletin at 12.30 p. m. says : 
The President's condition has not chang­
ed materially since the last bulletin was 
issued and there has been no further gas­
tric disturbance. Pulse, 106; tempera­
ture, 98.4; respiratiou, 18.

The official bulletin, at 6.30 p. m. says 
the President passed a comfortable day. 
He has taken his food with some relish 
and had no return of irritability of the 
stomach reported in the morning’s bul­
letin. The parotid swelling continues to 
improve and is now so far reduced that 
the contour of the face is restored. The 
wound shows no material change. The 
rise of temperature this evening has 
been very slight, but the pulse was more 
frequent throughout the day than yester­
day or the day before and lie showed 
more fatigue after dressing. Pulse, 110 ; 
temperature, 99 ; respiration, 18.

It has been definitely decided to re­
move the President to Long Branch be­
tween to-morrow aud Wednesday, if 
everything continues favorable.

Catholic Consecration.

The consecration of tlie Right Rev. 
Ronald McDonald, 1). D„ took place on 
the 21st Aug. at Pictou. The Church of 
Stella Maria was decorated both within 
and without, and presented a very taste­
ful appearance. There were fully a thou­
sand people in the congregation assem­
bled. The consecration was conducted 
by Bishop Cameron, of Arichat, and tlie 
solemn and impressive service was par­
ticipated in by Archbishop Hannon, the 
Bishops of Newfoundland, St. John, N. 
B., Chatham, N. B., besides nearly all the 
clergy in this Province, and many from 
tilt neighboring Provinces. The sermon, 
an eloquent discourse, was delivered by 
Father Ryan, of Montreal, whose text 
was I. Cor. IV. I.’ The newly consecra­
ted Bishop was made the recipient of a 
number of gifts from his congregation, 
from private friends, from his brother 
Priests, from the Indians in his congrega­
tion, from the Children of Mary in Harbor 
Grace, and in Pictou. and from many 
others. His brother, the Rev. Roderick 
McDonald, succeeds him in Pictou. Be­
low we give a brief account of the new 
Bishop of Harbor Grace :—

Ronald McDonald was born in Anti- 
gouish County, and is now forty-six 
years of age. He commenced his classical 
studies at Cape George, in the school of 
Malcolm MacLellan, whose attainments 
are well known in Eastern Nova Scotia. 
He completed his education at St. Francis 
Xavier’s College, where he was ordained 
priest, October 2nd, 1859. Having very 
successfully discharged the duties of 
Professor In his Alraa Mater for three 
years, he was sent to take charge of the 
Catholic Mission in Pictou, including at 
that time, Pictou proper, the Albion 
Mines, Merigomish and the Indian Island.' 
During his ministry, he had five new 
churches erected, of which that at Pictou 
has been noted for elegance of style and 
finish. A substantial glebe house, of 
brick and stone bore the best testimony 
to his energetic and unwearing labors.

THE CROWNING WORK
was, perhaps, the new convent, opened a 
year ago, aud already occupied by a com­
paratively large school. This edifice, 
one of the most commodious and sym­
metrically proportioned, adds not a little 
to the beauty of the town. In addition 
to this, he left at Albion Mines a large 
ftind judiciously invested, which is to be 
used whenever the necessities of the 
place shall require a new Church. Hav­
ing always

at heart, he not only attended to tbeir 
spiritual wants, but also caused a school 
house to be built, in which all the Indian 
youths receive instruction and make fair 
progress. His congregation to-day num­
bers about one thousand souk. Twenty 
years ago it consisted of thirty-seven 
families. Bishop McDonald is more 
widely known over the Lower Provinces 
than any other Catholic clergyman. At 
home he is the ideal of his people, and 
the intimate friend in social life of the 
members 01 all other denominations.

The Planet» In September.
The astronomer of the Providence Journal 

says that Venus is the brightest of the 
morning e tars for September, though wan­
ing and moving away from the earth. Early 
on the morning of the 26th she will rise 
within fifteen minutes of a degree of the 
bright star Regulus, in the constellation of 
the Sickle. Jupiter is also morning star, 
rising before 10 o’clock and being the most 
conspicuous of the planets of the month. 
He is now near enough the earth to be an 
interesting object for telescopic study. 
Saturn is morning star, and during the 
latter part of the month will be on the 
meridian at 2.30 o'clock, at which time the 
aspect of the sky is most interesting, with 
Jupiter and Mars in a line below Saturn, 
and Venus just appearing in tbeA. East. 
Saturn is now in fine posture for telescopic 
study, the rings being so widely opened 
that the planet’s northern hemisphere is 
almost hidden from view, and the disc 
seems to stand upright in the centre of the 
rings. Mars and Neptune are morning 
stars, and on the 21st the former reaches 
quadratuie, when he is ninety degrees from 
the sun and equi-distant between conjunc­
tion and opposition. Uranus is evening 
star until the 6th, when he joins the con­
course of morning stars. He is an actor in 
the only two-planetary conjunetions that 
illustrate the annals of the month. On the 
6th he ia in conjunction with the sun. and 
on the 3rd with Mercury, the two planets 
being less than a degree apart. The exhi­
bition ia, however hidden in the sun’» all 
powerful beam». Mercury ia also evening 
star, and now seta shortly after half­
past six. The September moon fulls on the 
7th. She ia in conjunction with Satum and 
Neptune on the 12tb, with Jupiter on the 
14th, and with Mars on the 16th, passing 
one degree and a quarter to the north. She 
will take on her most beautiful phase on the 
morning of the 20th, when three days before 
her change her crescent hangs south of 
Venue. The September full moon ia also 
the harvest moon. For four successive 
evenings after the full there is only an aver­
age difference of thirty-four minutes in the 
time of her rising.

There are five changes ol the moon this 
month, which is the only month in the cal­
endar that will furnish such a lunar spectacle 
this year. The moon reached ita first quar­
ter on the 1st, full on the seventh, last quar­
ter on the 15th. On the 23rd new moon 
and the first quarter on the 30th.
