WIRELESS CALLS FOR AID.

As soon as the Republic had
beeg.str'\idk/and the extent of the
damage had become known, wire-
less calls for assistance were sent
broadcast over the Atlantic. All
vessels within range of the myster-
ious pulsations were asked to
hasten to the scene and the loca-
tion of the liner was given as lat.
40.17; lon. 70, and 26 wmiles south-
west of Nantucket Lightship. Aid
was also asked of the United
States government, which result.
ed in the ordering to the scéne of
four revenue cuttersand the naval
collier Lebanon.

The call for help was first re-
corded on land at the Charles-
town navy yard at 8 o'clock this
forenoon. It said:

70; 26 miles southwest of Nan-
tucket.”

Sinking Ship Informs Other Vessels And Her Passen-
gers And Crew Are Saved :

Nantucket. Other wireless ap-
paratus also caught the flying
message and in a short time the

La Lorraine. both of which had
passed the Republic a few hours
earlier and were speeding into
New York, heeded the cry and
whirled about. The Lucania catch-
ing the message out of the air, hit
up speed jand pressed on to the
assis of the Republic.

No less than seven ocean liners,
the Baltic, New York, Furnesia,
La Lorraine and Lucania and the
two crippled ships, Republic and
Florida, figure in this stirring
story. The 442 passengers of the
Republic have undergone two
transfers on the open sea, first to
the crippled Flcida, on Saturday
morning and again early today to
the more commodious Baltic,
which is bringing also the 900 and

Florida.

There were four deaths on the
Florida.

The bringing of so many vessels
around the Republic -and Florida
in so short a time is the greatest
triumph yet achieved by wireless
telegraphy.

Electric Light line had been ex-
tended to Douglastown at a cost of
$1800, covreed by disposal of two
town bonds for $1,000 each. One
eonsumer in Douglastown had
guaranteed to buy enough light to
pay S per cent. on the money in-
vested in the extension.

There were now 21 in all. There
had been a marked dJecrease in
amount of water consumed since
the Anderson factory stopped. The
Revenue from the Light and Water
department is not what the com-
mittee wish.
