THE DAIRYMEN'S ADDRESS.

The address presented by the office
bearers™of the various dairying associa-
tions of the Province, read and presented
by Cyrus Shaw, M, L. A,, is as follows:

To His ExceLLeNcy, THE RicaT Honor-
ABLE JoHN. CAMPRLL GorpoN, Earl of
Aberdeen,” Governor General of the
Dominion of Canada, &c., &c., &c.:

May it Please Your Excellency :—

The office bearers of tha varions
dairyingrassociations in this Province,
on behalf of the patrons connected with
thosé estsblishments, beg to approach
and tender to Your Excellency and
Lady Aberdeen a cordial welcome, on
this your firet visit to Prince Edward
Island.

We rejoice to have learned that, in
addition to the fitness that procured for
Your Excellency the high post of Gov-
ernor General of this Dominion, you
have been intimately associated with
leading agriculturists in the old land,
and that your proficiency in the science
of government, unlike that of many of
the earlier colonial rulers, has been ac-
quired on other fields than those on
which the nation’s warlike hosts have
been marshalled, and amid other scenes
and surroundings than the carnage and
desolation of its battlefields.

The early immigrants to this Province
having settled in an unbroken forest,
with slight means of subsistence at their
‘disposal, apart from' the fortitude and
energy required to reclaim the wilder-
ness and render the soil fit for caltiva-
tion, had little time or opportunity to
devote to dairy pursuits, and whilst
other branches of agriculture made
rapid strides sincy the administration
of Governor Readyin 1825, the dairy
industry remwined in a languishing
condition till the visit of Professor
Robertson in 1891, when by the intro-
duction of the co-eperative system, and
the masterly genius displayed by the
Dairy Commissioner, and the energy
and stimulating activity of Superinten-
dent Dillon, such an enthusiasm @was
atoused, and an’impetus given to the
industry, that from th¥ experimental
station at New Perth in 1891, eighteen
factories are now in active operation.
Not only was the dairy industry pro-
moted, bnt the whole agricnltural in-
tellect awakened by the various ad-
dresses delivered by the ‘Dairy Com-
missioner throughout the Province and
the bulletins issued frem the Central
Experimental station at Ottawa.

We cheerfully recognize the timely
assistance renderodeogy the Federal
Government to the dairy industry, and
by the further continuation of that

fostering care, and the individual in-

telligence of ‘the patrons, we earnestly

HIS BXOELLENCY'S REPLY.

To the addresses His
made the following reply :—

Your Honor, Mrs. Howlan, Ladies and
Gentlemep :

This is a great ocean of Haman life,
and it is to be hoped that it" willbe &
still ocean. It is not perfectly calm as
yet, but we must allow a little time
until the promenade is ended, and then
we will go on with the speaking.
(Laughter.) There -is -one point in
which this notable sssembly reminds
me of college days—not certainly in
point of numbers, for when at college I
never had the pleasure of witnessing
such a gathering as this, but in the
point of pesition. I refer to the fact
that as students we used to be invited
to the house of our Principal, and as he
never sat down on these occasions, we
never sat down, therefore ‘we called
.these  interviews  *‘ perpendiculars.”
(Loud laughter.) I see.that thisis a
‘“perpendicular.” (Renewed laughter.)
I shall proceed therefore at once to ex-
press my :spreciution of these loyal
and kindly addresses which I have had
the honor of receiving from those‘who
represent the societies the existence of
which and the emergy of which is
typical of the people of thir delightfal
Island of Prince ward. (Applanse.)
You may be quite sure thatif I do not
allude in detail to the expressions and
| various points of interest in these ad-
dresses, it is notfrom want of recogni-
tion of kindness,”but in order mot to

Excellency

minds me of an old French fable to the
affoct that on his death-bed an old
farmer called his sons around him and
said: “There’'s & treasure hidden in
our little plot of ground.’ The sons
said to each other: ‘‘Well, we must
get the whole of this treasure.” So
they kept on turning the soil over and
over again and found neither gold nor
diamonds; but when they came to put
in the seed--—or rather when the grow-
ing up of the se-d came, they never had
such a crop before. That was the
treasure the old farmer had spoken of.
He knew there was no gold there, but
he knew there was something else as
valaable, and he thought that they had
not been careful enough to till the soil.
Of course we must plough and cultivate
by applying the best means for making
this Island worthy of the name it bears,
that of the Garden of Canads. (Ap-
plause.) We all know that in former
times Prince Edward Island had a
special industry, that of shipbuilding.
be opportunity for that has pas
away, but there is another 'pursu
which can produce even a more far-
reaching and profitable result. I think
you will find that the best authorities
will maintain that the persuit of agri-
culture shoula always be put ia the
first place as the fundamental indnstry
of any su~h country as this; and I
think we have an example to-day of
the truth of that opinion when we sur-
vey such a stalwart, intolligent, robust
pulation as that which I have the
onor of addressing. (Applause.)
Allasions have been made in these ad-
dresses to the progress of the Dairying
Indgstry since Professor Roberison was
able to come here and insogurate the
use of new methods and new appliances.
(Applause.) I join in every word asto
what has been said of our indebtedness
to Professor Robertson. I personally
thank him for the genial kindness with
which hé contrived to mske me a
partner with. himself in having in-
directly promoted the activity and
success of this industry. I am - pleased
to-day to be on the sama 'platform
with these here who are taking a lead-
ing part in this Conference. (Ap-
plause.) As to the development of
dairying you have adopted the co-
operative plan here. It is nat now a
matter of theory or of experiment. We
sometimes find farmers suspicious of
new methods and systems. At least
the Aberdeenshire farmers are, but
possibly you in this newer land are
free from this restrictive influence and
are readyto go forward with coura
and confidence. Hitherto, we, in this
country have not been doing our part in
the manufacture and export of dairy-
ing products. Oanly think of what Den-
mark has done in sending out large
quantities of butter into the markets of
the Old World. Since other countries
less favorably endowed by natore than
yours, and other parts of the Dominion
have done so well, we ask, why shonld
not you do.{likewise? Already we see
what can be done by the immense in-
crease in the exports of cheese frem the
Dominion. Taking the year 1890 our
exports of cheese were 23 per cent.
more than in 1887. Canada exported to
Great Britain in 1890 cheese i the
value of $9,349,000, while by 1893 the
value-of our exports of cheese to Great
Britain had incréased to $13,360,000.
(Loud applause.) That shows what
can be dona in the export &f Dairy
Products. But the Lieutenant Governor
has reminded me that in population
Prince Edward Island is anly one
fortieth of the Dominion. But I shall
not be satisfied unless you succeed in
producing more than one fortieth of the
value of the Dairy exports of the Dom«
inion, because you have sach a fertils
soil that you ought not to be satisfied
without much better results thanthose
now obtained. (Applause.) You should
go on with renewed confidence wnd
determination to show what you can
do. You should look forwazd to mak-
ing your Island a centre mor& especisally
of Dairy Farmiog' and you must re-
member that this is not to be done
without much care and trouble, (Hear,
hear.) No amount of fine, fertile soil
will take the &lnce of an intelligent
man going forth to his labors, And
sometimes a fine soil and climste are
not conducive to the making of a great
effort, but unless that is done you will
not attain to the place you ought to
hold. Therafore, I hope that the main
result of this gathering to-day will bea
great stimulus to the farmers of this
Island themselves. (Applaunge.) You
have the co-operative system.

EX-GOVERNOR HOARD’S SPEECH. .

Hon. D. W. Hoard, ex-Governor
of Wisconsin, then addressed the
meeting. He madela most prac-
tical speech, interspersed with
many sallies of wit. Looking at
the motto on the wall he said: T'
see before me the trinity, “Cheese
Ensilage, Batter.” - This trinity
do I now declare unto you; and1i
you have been worshipping false
gods, if you have been wandering
in other "directions away from
your salvation, repent; turn from
the error of your ways and make
Prince Edward Island what God
intended it should be—a paradise
for the abode of men. e said
that forty years ago he heard
Horace Greely say that this
Island was the most fertile strip
of land on the western continent,
and from that day it "had been
the Mecca of his hope that he
mght some day behold it. He
bad seen part of the Island and
he was decidedly of opinion that
Horace Greely was right origin-
ally. He said the audience were
honored that day as rarely any
had been honored, by the presence
of Lord Aberdeen and his lady.
The question to be discussed was
“hew to make two blades grow
where one grew before,” “how to
get two pounds of milk where
you have been getting ore.” How
to render fruitful the heritage
which God has given us is one of
the most important problems that
confronts man to-dmy. The far-
mer had to deal with the laws
originated by his \Mdker, and it
takes a mighty smart man to bes
successful farmer. The trouble
with our agriculture is that we
have been %Qing wrong-end first,
and it is only of late years that
agriculturists are beginning to
find out that the rearing of live
stock is the road to wealth. What
was needed was better cows,
larger intelligence in dealing with
agricultural questions, “The cow
is one of the most beneficent ani-
wals we have, and she will well
repay us for all the kindness and
attention we can show her.  Eng-
land, more than any other nation
upon earth, has impressed herself
upon the prosperity of the world
through her domestic = animals.
She has given us the great breeds
of horses cattle, cattle and sheep:
Agriculture in England was given
into the hands of the cultured
classes. It was not only cultare
but agriculture. Those men bred
animals for a speeific purpose, and
we learn to-day that if we would
prosecute this industry to a suc-
cessful issue, we must breed cows
as specifically to the purpose as
we breed horses for she race track
You never think of starting out
to win success on the race track
with a Ciydesdale or Shire horse.
Neither will sucecess be attained
in dairying unless we have a dis-
tinet purpose in breeding: a dairy
cow. When men turn their
thoughts to the breeding of cattle
for this.specific industry, success
attends their efforts. In 1872 the
State of Wisconsin produced six
million pounds of cheese. To-day
it produces nearly fifty million
pounds of butter. The milk pro-
ducts of that state are worth the
sum of thirty million dollars an-
nually. His advice to the farm-
ers of Prince Edward Island was
to set their faces in the same
directioz. Splendid ability had
been shown in breeding horses;
but the electric car and the bicycle
had wrought havoe with the horse
trade.

LIEUT-GOVERNOR HOWLAN SPEAKS.

His Honor Lieut-Governor Howlan,
on being called upon by the Chairman
he meeting, said: “My
remarks will be very few indeed.

It is pleasing to know that for forty
years the feeling has found a lodgment
inthe brain of my hom. friend, ex-
Governor Hoard, of Wisconsin, that oar
Island Province is the best and greenest
spot to be found on the continemt.
(Cheers.)’, The dairy industry is a new
departore/in this country, and is des-
tined to supplant the old agricultaral
system of the past. In the United
Siates, before the outbreak of the great
civil war, cotton was king, and E:g-
land believed it impossible to obtain her
supply of the raw material from anv
other source. But when that war began
the supply was cut off, and other coun-
tries produced it in abundance. - At
the close of the wara new departure
was made in the United States, the coal
oil industry was developed enormously
and almost eclipsed the former trade in
cotton. In that way the crisigin the
trade of that country was passed. By
a similarity of thought, we may say we
have h & cruocial term ;
our jroubles and trials of the ‘past are
gone, and we have here today the re-
predentative of Her Majesty encourag-
ing our farmers to take this new de-
partare in the industries of the Pro-
vince. Thé kind words of Lord and|
Lady Aberdeen must necesearily find a
resting place in the hearts of ' our peo-
ple; But, after all, what could we do
witbout our wives and daughters to
rely upon, in insugurating this change
of industry? . Nothing. It is a well-
ascortained fact that there is no part of
this continent, from San Francisqo to
where we stand, so well fitted to pro-
long animal life as this Island. And
why? Our soil takes up 8o many of the
gasses and salts of the atmosphere and
turns them into milk and butter, And
we have :Iplendid water which is one of
the foundations of animal life. The
new departure is & step forward, and I
am proud to ssy to you that while we
pursue with unabated vigor this indus-
try, we do not rob the soil of its fertility
and that the outlookis increased pros-
serity for the Province, and a vastly
increased production of butter and
cheese. (Prolonged applance.)

D. M. McPherson, Esq., Presi-
dent of tha Dominion Dairymen’s
Assoeigtion was the next speaker
After congratulating the audience
on the presence in their midst of
Lord and Lady Aberdeen he dis-
cussed at some length the agricul-
tural question. Among other
things he said that in order to

make agriculture as successful as

and skill. These are qualifications
whichwmany of our agriculturists
lack. Our legislators should, um-
der such circumstances, come to
the rescue of our people. Look at
what the Federal government at
Ottawa has done for the people of
this Island, They have provided
both capital and skill in the
carrying on of your dairy indus-
try. Capital in the working of
the factories, and skill in the per-
son of Prof. Robertson and his as-
sistants. You are to-day realizing
a large dividend for this workin
capital and skill. = All this should
greatly encourage you to push on
in further improvement. It is
only the beginning of what we
all anticipate. Let me give a word
of advice to your Provincial gov-
ernment. They should be liberal
enough to supply ‘a sufficient
amount of working capital, pur-
chase a poor farm that has been
all run out, and place it in charge
of a skilled farmer. and skow the
people what can be dome under
An object
lesson of that kind would do more
to teach the people what can be
done, than. anything else. The
power of example is the power
that will move the farmers of
this country to put forth their
best efforts. Seeing is believing
and believing is doing likewise,
From information obtained from your
farmers, Ifind that $1 per day is the
average reward for their labor on the farm
That is not enough. I have proved by
my own experience that $3 per day can
be realized from every day’s work done on
the farm. - Why should you be satisfied
with one dollar per day when you can
realize $3 per day? If the course I have
suggestead were pursued, farmers would
soon find themselves in that enviable posi
tion. . If yourlocal government will ~ake
this matter in hand, 1 will give them my
humble assistance in carrying out what I
have proposed. I will be only too glad to
assist you in the improvement of agricul-
ture on this beautiful Island.—Great ap-
plause).

Prof. Robertson—On some future oc-
casion I will ask the gentleman who has
just resumed his seat, to address you
again. He has been pasturing seventy
cows on 35 acres of land, and knows
whereof he speaks. This Island is not
only capable of growing two blades of
glass where one grew before. but one corn
stalk as before. (Cheers). '
Brief addresses were then made by Pro-
fessors Fletcher and Craig, of the Expéri-
mental Farm, Ottawa. The former ex-
plained that his work was the study of
insects and plants, and thet he should be
most happy as al: times to give to the fur—
mers of this Province any information in
hiw line that would have any bearing upon
their crops. Whenever any of the crops
were attacked all they had to- do was to
send him specimens and he would intimate
the remedy. Prof. Craig told the assem-
bly that he was in charge of the agricul-
tural ‘department of the Experimental
Farm. From his observations he was
