London, March 25.—Mr, Gladstone
isill, He eaught cold yesterday; to-
day is oenfined to his room, sufferibg
from chills and diarrheea, The attending
physiciane have forbidden him to go out
of his house, Mr. (Gladstone was there-
fore, unable to go to the House of
Commons yesterday. He had appoimted
last night as the date on which he wonld
name a day for the presentation of his
Irish proposals, and it was generally
expested thatebe would accompany his
annoancement with a short speech,
which should intimate the nature of his
Irish. scheme. The Premier’s, unfor
tuoate illness at a critical juncture. is
regarded as a political misfortune. Mr.

Gladstone decided: to have the
programme he had wmarked out
for himse!lf in the House of
Commons this evening esrried

out by Sir Wm Vernon Harcourt, Mr.
Gladstone had hoped up to the very
last minute that he would recover n
time to keep his appointment, but when
the hour for opening parliament arrived
Sir Andrew Clark,_ his chief physician,
found that the patient’s condition was
such that outdooz exposure would be
dengerous,  Mr. Gladstene caught cold
last night while riding to Lord Wolver-
ton’s residence at Wimbledon. Yes-
terday morning he suffered from hoarse-
ness and chills. which increased as the.
day progressed. His physicians say
there is nothing dangerous in the Pre-
mier’s case 80 long as he is not subjected
t- exposure, They manifest no anxiety
about his case. The Cabimet meeting
to-morrow will be of paramount im por-
tance, and it.is deemed absolutely es-
sential that Mr. Gladstone should be
present for this reason, if there was no
other,  Sir Andrew Clark would not
under the circumstances, permit his
patient to expose himself to-day.
THE DATE NAMED,

Sir Wm. Vernon Harzourt, in the
House of Commons last evening, an-
sounced that Mr. Gladstone would
state his Irish policy to the House on
April 8th. Continuing the 'Chancellor
said that the budget would be intro-
duced some time within the first two
weeks of April.

JHKE CHURCHILL 8SMITH QUARREL,

The rumor that a quarrel existed be-
vween Lord Randolph Churchill and
Hon. W. H. Smi'h, both of whom were
members of Lord Balisbury’s Cabinet,
is confirmed. The quarrel originated
in a speech made by Mr, Smith, in
which he spoks in favor of Mr. Glad-
stone’s scheme for buying out the land-
lords of Ireland, and urged a fair sup-
port of the proposal. This provoked
Churchill beyord self-restraint. He de
clared the Conservatives would remain
perpetually out of power and be con-
demaed to everlasting opposition if such
a policy as Mr. Smith’s should prevail
in the organization. He described the
pelicy as one of *‘pottering poltroon-
ery.”  Lork Salisbury being absent
Viscount Cranbrook has assumed tbe
task of attempting to effect a reconcilia-
tion between the two leaders,
