VoTES IN GREAD.BRITAIN.—The total
vote in Great Britain at the last election
was 1,278,584, diyided between the two
parties a8 follows: Liberals, 755,371;
Conservative, 523,163, The aggregate
population is about 28,000,000. The ave-
rage is, therefore, less than one voter to
every twenty .one inhabitants. In the
United States the voters are to the whole
number of inhabitants about as one to six
and three-fourthe. The English Liberals
theretore have something to do yet in the
way of reform.
