The Ottawa Agricultural Society has 
purchased the residence and grounds of 
the Hon. John O’Connor, to add to the 
show grounds for the Provincial Exhibi- 
sion of 1875, for $1,500.

Jacob Wainwright, the faithful attend­
ant upon Dr. Livingstone, and the prin­
cipal of the Nassick hoys who brought 
the great traveller’s body to the British 
coast, returns from England to Africa 
next month.

A curious fish, caught by Mr. Wees, of 
Sarnia, in April last, has been examined 
by several naturalists, who declare they 
have never seen anything like it. A 
drawing of it has been sent to the British 
Museum.

The rate of assessment in Owen Soend 
this year is 2 cents on the dollar.

Pillar letter boxes have been intro­
duced at Brantford, and collections are 
made twice a day.

It is stated on good authority that Mr. 
Sima Reeves, the English tenor, has just 
signed contracts to come to America 
next season for a series of concerts, at 
11,160 a night.

Local an«l Other Items.
Union or the Churches.—The Synod 

of the Presbyterian Church of the Lower 
Provinces and the Synod of the Church 
of Scotland, in session at New Glasgow 
this week have declared for a union, the 
first unanimously and the other by a vote 
of 26.

Run Over and Killed.—On the night 
of the 22nd inst., a man ntmed Robert 
Darrah was run over by a Grand Trunk 
train near. Scarborô’ Junction. When 
found his body was terribly mangled, 
portions being strewed along the track. 
He was addicted to drinking, and was 
under the influence of liquor at the time 
of the accident.

Fire in Stratiiroy. — On Thursday 
night a file iu the stables belonging to 
Moore’s hotel, Stratiiroy, totally destroy­
ed the building, and burned a horse 
which could not be got out in time. J. D. 
Lawlor’s carriage factory adjoining was 
also burned. The cause of the fire is a 
mystery. Mr. Moore’s loss is $1,600 ; 
insured for $1000.

Fire and Accident in Dbayton.—Early 
on Saturday, the 17th inst., a fire broke 
out in Kirkland <6 Sons’grist mill, Dray­
ton, thought to have caught from the 
explosion of a lamp which hung above 
the boiler. It was overcome without 
serious damage. A. C. Woodman, during 
the fire, fell from the roof, and had one 
of bis aukles sprained, but escaped with­
out any more serious injuries.

TmtPSHiNo Machise' Accident.—On 
Monday lust there was à threshing at 
John Gole’s, near Breslau, and while his 
son John, aged 26 years, was passing 
from the barn to the horse-power outside 
the heavy door was swung to by the wind, 
knocking him down and across the tumb 
ling rod, which caught his clothes, and 
wound one of his legs around with such 
violence as to break it below the knee 
bo ore he was rescued.

Sudden Death in Hamilton. — At 
noon on Friday a young man named 
Edmund Charlesby, a carpenter lately 
from England, met with sudden death at 
the Inebriate Asylum Building, Hamil­
ton. Hu was working with a comrade at 
a height of about 50 feet, when, by the 
swaying of some material, he was knock­
ed to the ground, breaking both wrists 
and receiving other injuries which ter­
minated fatally. He has a mother and 
sister iu England.

Old Stumps.—The Scientific American 
reccommends the following method of 
getting l id of old stumps, which, if prac­
tical is of great importance to owneis of 
stump lands. Iu the autumn bore a 
hole one or two inches in diameter, ac­
cording to the girth of the stump, vertL 
cally in the centre of the latter, and 
about eighteen inches deep. Put into it 
from one to two ounces of saltpetre ; fill 
the hole with water and plug up close.
Iu the ensuing spring take out the plug 
and pour iu about one half gill of kero­
sene oil and ignite it. The stump will 
smoulder «away, without blazing, to the 
very extremity of the loots, leaving 
nothing but ashes.

Good Templars’ Convention.—At the 
session of the British American Order of 
Good Templars, opened at Lucknow on 
Wednesday, the finances were found to 
be in a healthy condition, with cash stock 
on hand of over $200. The declaration 
and general principles of union were 
adopted ; also the special terms of union 
with the British Templars, with some 
trifling amendments. The next place of 
meeting was to be at Cobourg, the time 
to be appointed by the Executive, The 
election of Grand Officers resulted as fol­
lows :—C. Vanburen, Battersea, Grand 
Chief', R. L. Hunter, Lucknow, Counsel­
lor ; Alice Hal!, London, Vice ; Rev. Jas.

The first is proposed to take 
place about the first week iu January, 
1875, and will be conducted on the same 
principle as that which takes place in 
Scotland every year under the auspices 
of the Royal Caledonian Curling Club. 
The contestants will be divided into On­
tario East and Onta io West, and from 
the response which has been given to the 
circular, by the Ontario clubs generally, 
there is little doubt but that the project 
will be carried to a successful issue, and 
that the first meeting will prove one of 
the largest demonstrations of the kind 
ever held on this continent. To give ex­
tra eclat to the contest, and to let the 
contestants feel that they have an object 
in view to make them strive more heartily 
for succ^, the Hamilton Thistle Club 
will prirent to the club having the 
highest average majority a splendid gold 
medal, to be the property of the winners 
in perpetuity.We hope all true “brithera’ 
in the province will use every effort to 
second the splendid proposal made by 
the Hamilton Thistle Club.

Prairie Fires.

Bank In New York Closed.
The Eastern Question. 

Dublin Gas Works Burned.
St. Paul, Min. Oct. 24.—The town of 

Moorehead, situated at the Bed River 
crossing of the North Pacific Railway, is 
in imminent danger from Prairie fires 
near bv. All attempts to cheek the fire» 
prove futile the wind being so high.

Berlin, Oct. 23.—It is asserted that 
the Government of France has confident­
ly informed the Czar’s Government of its 
readiness, upon certain conditions, to 
support Russia on th-> Eastern question.
The doors of Henry ClewesVt Co.’s bank­

ing house N. Y., are closed. No business 
was transacted this afternoon. The office 
and effects are still in the hands of the 
Sheriff’s officers. It is stated that the 
difficulty between the firm and its credi­
tors will shortly bo arranged.

The twin or double hall steamship Cos­
tal ia, built to overcome the effects of the 
rough sea of the English Chanel, and in­
tended to ply between Dover and Calais, 
has màde a trial trip from Ramsgate to 
Calais. She proved to be a most com­
fortable boat, neither rolling nor pitching.

Dublin, Oct. 23.—The Alliance Gas 
Company’s works in this city took fire to­
day and burned with alarming rapidity 
and fierceness. The military were called 
out to aid the firemen in suppressing the 
flames. The loss of property is heavy, 
but no lives were lost.

Philadelphia, Oct. 23. — Commander 
Austin Pendergrast, commanding the 
leceivmg ship Potomac, died to-night 
after a brief illness.

London, Oct. 23.—The Maggie from 
Dundee, for Rangoon, was wrecked in the 
Hebrides during the late gale audtwenty- 
frur persqj*s on board were drowned.

St. Louis, Oct. 23.—A despatch from 
Topeka says late advices from the Indian 
country are very encouraging. The In­
dians are thoroughly demoralized and 
are fleeing to their agencies and leaving 
behind them everything but their ponies, 
arras, and clothing.

PETERSON VS. PETERSON.
Saturday, Oct, 24.

This cqse was instituted by Mrs. 
Peterson, wife of H. W. Peterson, Barris­
ter, of this town, to obtain alimony from 
her husband. The painful particulars of 
this case are known to most of our 
readers, from the suit brought by defend­
ant in this cause, Mr. Peterson, against 
Dr. Herbert F. Tuck, late of Guelph, at 
the Court at Berlin last year, to recover „ 
damages for alleged adulterous inter­
course with Mrs. Peterson in that town 
in August 1872. It will be remembered 
that the jury in that case returned a 
verdict in favour of Mr. Peterson, in 
$6000 damages.

M. Edward Blake, Q.C. and Mr. James 
Watt appeared for plaintiff ; Mr. Thos. 
Moss Q. C. and Mr. H. Macdonald for 
defendant.

It appears from the opening remarks 
of the counsel that from the time Mr. 
Peterson was informed of his wife’s in­
fidelity in Berlin, though she continued 
to live in his house from that time'— 
August 1872 to April 1873—there were no 
conjugal relations and no cohabitation 
between them. With this exception 
she was otherwise maintained as his 
wife, «nd his orders were to supply her 
with all things needful to her comfort. 
She voluntarily left his house iu April, 
1873, and now* brings this suit for ali­
mony, alleging in support of her claim 
that defendant’s treatment of her was 
such that she could not longer remain in 
his house.

Counsel for defendant denied that his 
treatment of her under the circumstan­
ces, and living as *hfl was under the 
charge of adultery, was other than what 
wa$ justifiable.

After considerable argument by Coun­
sel on both sides on .this point, the 
Chancellor held that the plaintiff was in 
the eye of the law to be considered in­
nocent until proved gnilty, and that it 
was for the defendant to produce evi­
dence justifying the course he had adopt­
ed in living separate from his wife in his 
own house, and ceasing to have conjugal 
relations with her. On this would rest 
—as far as we could gather from his re­
marks—the question as to her right to 
alimony.

The Court then proceeded to take evi­
dence.

Christopher Kress, of Preston, was the 
first witness called. He was being ex­
amined by Mr. Moss, in reference to an 
alleged transaction at Preston, when Mr. 
Blake took objection to the evidence, on 
account of no mention being made of the 
circumstance in the defendant’s state­
ment. An affidavit was therefore made 
embodying the information. .This occu­
pied about two hours.
