Labor men who have been closely 
identified with the labor movement In 
Canada are at a loss to understand why 
Premier Borden appointed as cabinet 
minister a man who has never been 
associated with the labor movement, and 
who is practically unknown among the 
workingmen of this Dominion.

Mr. Crothers’ selection has its humor­
ous side as well as a serious aspect. 
During the last few days of the recent 
campaign the main issue was entirely 
forgotten, and a corps of Tory canvassers 
made a tour of the north, west and south 
wards and urged workingmen to vote 
against Hon Mr. King, not because he
