Dear Friend,—We have been see-
Ing some real service lately, all
right. They have been keeping us
pretty busy since we hit France,
and we have been in the trenches
and out again four times. The first
two times we were In the most ad-
vanced trenches along with some
English troops, and the trenches
were only 50 and 75 yards apart in
places. The first day we were un-
der fire one of the English soldiers
I was having breakfast with got a
bullet 'n the chest and bled to
death in a couple of minutes., |
helped put him down. It was my
first taste of real war, and made
me feel a little queer for a while,
but | soon got over it.

Sleeping in Dugouts.

We are now in the reserve
trenches, sleeping in dugouts all
day and turning out at night to
work. We have to carry all the
provisions, ammunition and other
accessories to the firing line. It is
a lot more dangerous than being at
the front. because the Germans are
always on the lookout for us and
greet us with a shower of bullets
every time they catch us in the
open, on which occasion we have to
lie down flat in the mud and keep
still as mice till the firing stops.
You ought to see us; we sure are
some sight when relleved, plastered
from head to foot with mud. It
Isn’t any joke wading around up to
your knees in mud with a sack of
provisions on your shoulder and the
Germans sending up lights to get a
good shot at your head. Nearly ail
our fellows have got hit in the head.

We have just been paid 15 francs
(83) (some money) for a good feed.
I haven't tasted an egg for ages.
