Yokohama, Nov. 8.—The latest official 
figures up to Nov. 7 show that 4134 people 
were killed in the various districts where 
the earthquake of Oct. 28 was felt, 6122 in­
jured, 37,342 houses totally demolished, 
8157 partly destroyed, 5534 burned and 
182,499 people rendered homeless. It was 
the most severe experience since the terri­
ble catastrophe of 1855, and must be ranked 
as a national calamity. The greatest dam­
age to buildings and loss of life occurred in 
the prefectures of Archie and Gifu. The 
number of provinces throughout which the 
disturbances were strongly felt numbers 
31. The destruction of nearly 40,000 houses 
means that 2000,000 people have been ren­
dered homeless. Up to Nov. 5 the earth­
quake continued to be felt, but the intervals 
bave gradually increased and the intensity 
of the shocks diminished. From the 
mencement of the disturbances up to that 
date it is estimated that there were 6000 
shocks, or more than one every two min­
utes.

Fatal Floods.
North Huron, Nov. 24.—A heavy rain 

storm here early this morning caused the 
river to undermine the residence of John 
Smith. Two of Smith’s children, girls, 
were carried down with the house and 
drowned.

The town of Gifu, on the Tomaido rail- 
population of 15,000, was 
destroyed. Thirty-five hun­

dred houses out of a total of 4,400 houses in 
the town, were overthrown or burned. 
Seven hundred and forty-seven people were 
killed. In the town of Kano 600 houses 
were overthrown and a like number 
burned, and over one hundred people 
were killed. In the town of Ogaki 3,500 
houses were overthrown, 2,000 houses burn­
ed, 700 hundred people crushed to death, 
and 1,300 injured. In the town of Take- 
gohaa nearly 600 houses were «overthrown 
and a like number burned and over 100 
people were killed, [n the town of Kita- 
gotiachi, eighty-four people were killed. 
The entire village of Entakoma was destroy­
ed, and eighty people killed. These towns 
were all in the three provinces of Ezozi, 
Mino and Owari, and represent a total of 
3,400 people killed and nearly 43,000 houses 
totally destroyed. Communication has not 
been opened up to all outlying points, but it 
is known that the total deaths will exceed 
5,000.

In Gifu a lar?e brick building crashed in, 
killing hundreds of people. The old castle 
stood firm, but many gateways were de­
molished and the brick courthouse for the 
military was wrecked. Fires started in 
several portions oi the city, -but were sub­
dued. The loss of JjJe in the three towns 
which go to make up the city of Nagoya is 
variously estimated at from 750 to 1,000. 
Up to the morning of Friday, October 30, 
368 distinct shocks were recorded as follow­
ing the first one of Wednesday. Out of 
700 temples in Gifu ^prefecture, 
one-third are totally destroyed. Anything 
like a heavy rainfall would cause nearly the 
whole of Gifu to be flooded, and many 
ulonths will be required to repair the river 
embankments. In some parts of the town 
boiling mud spouted out of the fissures to a 
height of ten feet.
